Explosion and Loss of the Sitenner Bent
Lewis.

From the Memphis Bulletin of Tuesday we ex-
tract the following account of the disastrous explo-
ion of the steamer Ben Lewis, reported by tel-

egraph :
The regular Memphis and St. Louis packet Ben

W. Lewis, Capt. Holmes W. Nanson, which left this
port on ,Saturday evemuig lant, withtabout seventy.
five passengers and a small amount of freight,
exploded her boilers when in sight of the Cairo
wharf, about one o'clock Monday morning, and
taking flire soon afterwards, burned to the water's
cdge. No delinite information had been received
in the city up to an early hour this morning, either
as regards the names or exact number of the vic-
tims by this dire calamity, yet it is believed that
froma thirty-five to forty lives were lost. Dispatch-
es receired yesterday morning by Captain J. H.
Marshal of the steamer Dickey, state that C•aptasin
Holmes Nanson, commander, Mr. Harris, second
clerk, Frank Devlin, stowart, and the second engi-
neer, were aleong the missing.

Anpther dispatch to our neighbors of The Argus
mentions the loss of the mail agent,second steward,
two chambermaids, Captain Williams of Louis-
ville, together with his wife, two daughters and
two young clhildren. Mr. Patterson S. Marshall,
irst clerk, was badly injured, but will in all proba.
bility recover.

It is known that of the total number of passen-
gers on board-not more than five or six of whom
were citizens cf Memphis-.the great majority em-
barked for points between this and Cairo, and it is,
therefore, more than probable that the above es-
timate will fully cover the number lost.

We shall doubtless be in possession of hill par.
ticalars concerning the disaster in time for our
next issue.
Tile Ben Lewis was in her third season, was

built at a cost of $•33,000, and was in all respects a
first-class packet. She was owned by the Memphis
and St. Louis Packet Company, whose loss will
amount to fully $60,000, as she is not insured
against explosion.

eanllnllcenee of the Maslacre of Vyominag.

A correspondent of the Keene, N. H,., Sentinel
writes :

Having seen in the Boston Journal a notice of
the death of the last supposed survivor of the Wy-
oming nmassacrc, I give you the following:

Amos Adams, now living in Winchester, N. H.,
was one of the sufferers of that time. IHe was born
in August, 1773, in Wilkebarre,Pa. The massacre
took place July, 1778. He says: " I have seen
from one to seven human scalps on an Indian's
back, with the long gray hair of the aged and the
glossy curls of the innocent child streaming in the
wind."

At that early age he traveled on foot, in com-
pany with his father and mother, who each had a
chili youn er than himself to Garry' in their arms,
from the R yoming settlement to Fisi hill, adistance
of about 150 miles. During their long and tedious
journey they were obliged to travel many miles in
the intense beat of a July sun, withouta single druo
of water to quench their burning thirst. " Once.,
he saeys, " we came to a marshy place where sonme
animaul had tereviously been, leaving a track in the
yielding soil: ing which a little muddy water had
collected. 1 asked my mother if I might get down
and drink it: she said I might, and eagerly did I
thrust my face into the dirt to obtain the precious
muddy drop."

Even now will lhe tears glisten in the old man's
eye as he tels of liegging his parents to pass on
and leave him to die alone, with no one to pity
and no pillow but the earth on which to rest his
aching head. He is now eighty-six years old.

e ship, Bill Sherry, alias Chicago Jack, and another
s man, wrre arrested and indicted as accessories toid the murder of Som•rs.

TLe Attorney-General yesterday moved a sever-
ance of the case, and Mulholland alone was tried
for the murder of Somers. He also moved the dis-
missal of Hobson, who was afterward admitted as
a witness for the defense. Mulholland was de-
fended by Col. Field and Mr. Filleut.

Officer McMullen, who was on duty with Somers
when the latter was killed, testified strongly for thei
State, showing that the officers were needlessly in-
salted and attacked by Mulholland and his crowd,
and that Somers was killed whilst in the proper
discharge of his duty. Hobson, on tile contrary,
testified that the officers overstepped the line of
their duty, and provoked the tragedy which fol-
lowed. These were the chief witnesses, pro and
colt.

The arguments on both sides were long, and
strong. The jury, being duly charged by Judge
Hunt, retired a little after 8 o'clock in the evening.

After an absence of about an hour, the jury re-
turned with a verdict of guilty of murder. Mul-
holland was taken back to prison and put in one of
the condemned cells.

THE CITY RAILROADS.-A.S a matter interesting
to the public at large, we publish the following
petition, now before the Common Council:
To tlohe oorlhe It oards Alh u lmr, and

:he su:-• Alden neu or sce •':ty or New O,'leae-:
The undersigned, purchaser and sureties of the

right of way for buildingcity railroads, re'spectfully
beg leave to represent to your honorable body,
that on certain portions of their routes, in order to
a proper working of the roads, as well as to sub-
serve the convenience of the public, the lines of
the tracks will require to be changed, asper draw-
ing annexed, said changes being as follow, to-wit :

-lst. The cars running to the upper part of the
city to terminate on the east sideof the monument,
and the cars running to the lower part of tihe city
to terminate on the west side of the moLnument,
with suitable turn-tables and extra tracks, as shown
by the aforesmentioned drawing.

This change is necessary iu order to give each
road a stand, and enable thie cars of one road to
start at any time, without interfering or being in
the way of cars of other roads.

Lunar ' Acceleration."

Extraordinary interest is now being taken by all
astionomers in the question of the " secular aecel-
eration of the moon's mean motion." In the
French Academia for months past the question has
been hotly discussed, and English and German
astronomers, we see, are engaging eagerly in the
controversy. As the interest in this subject is not
confined to technical astronomy, but exteuld '•t
other matters of very wide range, it may be worthy
o -brief illustration. From the time oi Newton it
had been known that the motiosn of the moon are
disturbed by the attraction of the sun, and that a
great part of the effect is of the following kind:

When the moon is between the sun and the earth
the sun attracts the moon away from the earth,
and when the earth 'is between the sun and the
moon the sun attracts the earth away fr6m the
moon; thus, in both cases, it tends to separate the
earth and the moon, diminishing the attraction of
the moon to the earth. If this diminution were
always the same in amount, the periodic time of
the moon passing round tie earth would always
be the same. In order to reconcile the eclipses of
the moon recorded by Ptolemy with modern ob-
servations of the moon, it was necessary to sup.
pose that in every successive century the moon
moves a little quicker than in the preceding cen-
tury, in a-degree which is nearly represented by
supposing thlat at each successive luation the
moon approaches nearer to the earth by one inch.

The principal cause of this was discovered by
Laplace. Sometime after, however, Mr. Adams
announced his discovery, that a part of the sun's
distorbing force had been omitted by Laplace.
The sun pnlls the moon in the direction in which
she is going (so as to accelerate her) in some parts
of her orbit, and in the opposite directioe (so as
to retard her) in other parts. Laplace and otllers
supposed that these accelerations and retardations
exacsly balhance. tr. Adatus gave reasons for
supposing that theydo not bsalane. In this ho was
subsequently snupported by M. Delaunay, a very
eminent French mathemuatician, who, making his
calculaltions in a different way, arrived at the very
same figures. But he is opposed by Baron Plauta,
by the Cuunt de Pontecoulast and by Prof.. lis-
sea, who all maintain that Laplace's inrestigations
are scensibly correct.

And in thies state the controversy stands at pre-
sent, It is to be remarkted that observations can
here give no assistance. The auestioa is purely
whether ertain algebraical investigatious are right
or wrong. And it shows that what is commonly
called 

"
mathemati

c
al evidence" is not so certain

as many persons imagine : and that it ultimately
depends on moral evidence. The effect of Mr.
Adams' alteration is to diminish Laplece's change
of the periodic time by more than one-third part.
Tiee computations of the ancient eclipses are very
sensibly affected by thlis. Indeed, the general ques-
tion of the theory of the moon's acceleration eeayI properly be indicated as the most important of as-

tronomical speculations at tile present time.

Clairoyant seekers for ALr .John isPanklrln. in

A few years since, when the long absence of
Sir John Franklin and his gallant comrades begdn re
to cause apprehension, some excitement was
created among persons disposed to put faith in wi
mesmeric phenomena, by the result of some ap
peals to the presumed faculty of clairvoysance to
obtain information of the missing seamen. It was
positively announced by persons of considerable o
scientific standiat and influence, that.information so
of a very surprising character had been obtained
from clairvoyants whose deficiency of education th
was a guarantee that they could not harv invent- a
ed the particulars. They professed to see the time ha
indicated by the watches in the cabin, and the ye
vriation from tihe actual time in this country L
exactly indicated the longitude of the spot where, th
in all probability, the vessels then were. One of th
these clairvoyants was a girl at Leeds, who, on I
being thrown into the mesmeric condition, one
Sunday afternoon in Februanr, 1850, described the
interior of a ship's cabin, and the ice around. On
being shown some of Sir John Frainkin's hand- w
writiag,'she immediately described the perion of
Sir John, whom she identified as the writer; and fi
said he was at that moment reading prayers to the w
ship's crew. th

Oa the 22d of August, 1850, one James Smith, of to
Walsay, Shetland, described thle Erebs and Terror
as bcing locked tap in the ice, but that the.crewvn
were in good spirits. We have just been looking di
over the announcements of tlics so-called clair-
voyances, published at the time, and which seem as
to have impressed many educated and even scien-
tific persons. Now for-tihe factste, as revealed by
Captain McClintock. Sir John Franklin died in
June, 1t17, nearly three years before the Leeds i
girl saw him reading prayers and the vrebus and ta
Terror were abandoned in April, 1848, more than ft
two years before the Leeds clairvoyant declared i
that the crow were on board in good spirits!
