There were some few gatherings yesterday at
some of the most noted corners of rue Carondelet.
There was no desire for long talk or arguments,
and manyotfthe frequenters or habitnes concluded
to retire at an early hour and call it a half day.
Since our lest talk later advcesof om Europe have
been received, brought by the steamerEanopa oar
riveds fax, up to and including the 16th inst.
-- week's details. The sales of cotton for

he'week were 50,000 bales; not quite equal to the
average consumption, say 51,000 bales per week.
The stock in Liverpool on the 15th instant was, of
all kinds, 1,335,000 bales. We must go back fifteen
years,say the year 1845, to find any such quantity
on hand. On the first of August that year (1845)
the stock on hand was 1,003,000 bales, with a con-
snmption of 31,000 bales per week.

As-an offset to the very depressing accounts
brought by the Europa, the-private letters receiv.
ed by the prevlonusteamer say: "It is evident that
at the present rate of consumption, at least 5,000,-
000 bales cotton will be required for the next crop :
4,000,000 bales would be a short crop, and 3,5(01,-
000 bales a famine crop; so the prospects for the
present growing crop will be watched with great
interest."

But never mind the foreign news, though the
Great Eastern was reported to be off New York
yesterday morning. We have had some heavy
showersof rain since Tuesday morning, which have
been of more service thans a dozen steamships ar-
rivals from California loaded with gold dust. The
rains have extended far and near, so far as heard
Irom. The change in the wind since Monday last
has caused the waters in Lakes Pontchartrain and
Borgne to rise, and the resumption of daily inter-
coarse with the-sea-shore suburbs is expected.
The traveling on the lakes at this moment is light,
very light. There are very lew visitors at the pro-
minent hotels on the sea coast. The talk is, that
there is too much snobbism among our citizen-;
they go Northward; for what purpose it is hard to
divine. Many go on business, but many more go
because it is " fashionable.'' Possibly some of otu
moneyed institutions might in a degree check it, by
giving what is termed in financial parlance a few
turns of the screw.

Some of the cotton operators are giving rather
gloomy details of the purchases and shipments
hence this last spring-that is, following the let of
March-those that have returned to England from
here. The charges on cotton in Liverpool are en-
ormous. Twenty-five cents per bale for 28 dayu
storage is now exacted. This exceeds any charges
in New Orleans.

We are now arriving at something approaching
conclusiveness regarding the crop of 1859. The
stocks at the interior towns are dwindling down
towards 50,000 bales, excluding the stock at Hous-
ton, Texas, on the 20th inst., say 7968 bales. At
Selma, Ala., on the 20th there were 1738 bales.
Assuming the overland shipments-say from Mem-
phis, Nashville and Vicksburg-to be 140,000 bales,
we have at light 4,618,000 bales; but we cannot
expect much over 90,000 bales of the inland ship-
ments to reach the Atlantic seaports.

now be ascertained, unless there are free receipts
of the new crop before the making up of the yearly
table of receipts. It is very doubtful if the receipts
or crop will reach 1,000.001 bales. However, it is
useless to talk any more for the present. But
when circular writers iniform their friends and cor-
respondents on the other side of the Atlantic that
the maximum, or fall producing powers of the
United States have been attained, and placing
these powers at the figures of 1,100,000 to i,t00,000
bales, it will be seen that they have misjudged the
cotton producing capacities of the great South and
Southwest of these United States. As for the
grand Cotton Supply Association of Manchester,
and its petty subscriptions of five and ten pounds.,
we can reiterate the remarks of some of our old
cotton planters, "that they do not care a conti-
nental dollar for all the Cotton Supply Associa-
tions in Christendom."

SA•DY HooK, June 28.-The mammoth steamship
Great Eastern, Capt. Hall, successor to the late
Capt. Harrlisson, reached the light Ship at 71
o'clock this morning.

The Great Eastern left the Needles At 10 o'clock
on the morningof the 17th inst. The time between
the Needles and the Light Ship ranged from 254 to
333 miles in twenty-four hours. She draws 27 feet
water aft.

She is now laying near the Light Ship awaiting
•sufficient rise of water to enable her to cross and
proceed opposite the Battery where she will cast
anchor.

Everything about her is in the most complete
order.

The Great Eastern brings no later commercial
news, but a few interesting politicalitems received
by telegraph from different points on the Continent.

The (United States mail steamship Adriatic, from
New York, arrived out at Havre, all well, and was
to leave Cowes on Wednesday, 20th inst., for New
York.

European Political Intelligence.
The spirit of nationality in Sicily has now en-

tered on such a career that it seems in a fair way
of being irresistible. The intelligence from the
Continent is centered in the great events of which
Sicily is the scene.
Tile secret committee of lMeesina is at present

in full correspondence with Gen. Garibaldi, who
is still at Palermo, his present headquarters..

Thie recent news which has been laid before the
public describing an insurrection in Calabria, is at
present denied and said to be anfonded.

Dispatches from Palermo say that Catania, after
having been pillaged, was evacuated by the royal
troops, whose loss during an engagement with a
band of insurgents was severe.

Several Neapolitan officers and soldiers have de-
serted and returned to Palermo, from whence they
were sent to Calabria.

A dispatch dated Florence, June 1Gth, says it is
reported that Baron Risacsoli is about resigning
the office of Governor-General ofrnoscany.

A message, dated Turia, June 10, states that M.
Thouvenal is acting in concert with Count Cavour
respecting a policy for France and Sardinis in
relation to the Sicilian affairs.

Dispatches received at Paris from Baron Brenner
state that a revolution in Naples is considered
imminent.

The Governments of Russia and Austria refuse
to recognize the annexation of Tuscany to France.

The Emperor Napoleon made his entry into
Baden amid the most intense enthusiasm.

The procession gotten up on the occasion was
splendid and of an imposing character.

Napoleon is about to claim as a compensation,
on account of a new territory.which Garibaldi's
successes will add to the House of Savoy, that
Genoa, the Province of Nice and the Island of Sar-
dinia should be anneked to France.

The London Weekly says the great Powers have
discovered a scheme on the part of Russia and
France to give the Danubian Provinces to the
Grand Duke of Leuchtenberg.

He does
not state the character of the new diggings, and
we cannot learn anything about them that we could
advise our readers to receive as reliable informa-
tion on the subject. Santa Rita is an old Pueblo
town, of small dimensions, situated in a poor coue-
try, about forty or fifty miles from the Overland
mail route, and just within the territorial limits of
New Mexico.

The great mountain chain in which the Pike's
Peak and old New Mexico mines are situated ex-
tends down to the vicinity of the locality of the al-
leged discoveries, and a new Eldorado may have
been found.

The mail will put us in possession of reliable in-
formatiou in a few days, and in the meantime we
advise our friends to keep cool, and wait to see i
whatwill turn up. If the gold is there, San Ante-
ni0 will get a large share of the benefit of it.

SiMERn NIHT A•RUgEsEssTs.-Anything in the
way of a poster for a public meeting, these dull
times, is sure to draw a crowd, whether the people
sympsthile with the proposed action or not.

Day before yesterday, some persons stuck up
bills about town, announcing that a public meeting
would be held at Lafayette square on Thursday
evening-to consider the case of fMartin, the free
negro musiclan, whose alleged seduction and rain
of sundry respectable whlite girls has been the
town talk for some days. The poster was couched
in inflammatory terms, and was well calculated to
induce people to answer the call, through curiosity
to see what would be done.

So, last evening, a crowd of two thousand or
moore-including all classes of people, from the
most respectable citizens- down to loafers and
boys-trampled the grass of Lafayette Square,
curious to see if there were any persons who
would actually undertake to organize a riot for the
benefit of Mr. Martin, a proceeding which would
have involved the storming and capture of the
Parish Prison, where Martin is incarcerated. The
crowd stood around, and smoked, and talked, and
waited.

The posters had promised speeches; but no
speakers appeared. Several prominent persons,
known to be in the crowd, were called upon. They
responded-by mizzling. So the crowd kept on
waiting and talking and smoking. The squarewas
not illuminated; but the pale moon looked down
at the crowd with one eye, comically, (being only
at the half-full) as if to say, " Now, is'nt that one
of the crowds to peep at!"

Soon the wags in the crowd commenced getting
off jouesn "Hurrah for Douglas!" shouted one
man. A few feint hurrahs were given. " Three
groans for Douglas!" shouted another man; and
the groans were given, right heartily. The election
spirit being aroused, the other Presidential candi-
dates, Breokinridge, Bell and even Abe Lincoln,
were hurrahed for and groaned at. Ina shorttime
the crowd got tired of this, and other jokes were

One man shouted out frantically, "Lock the
gaes I lock the gates! I've lost five cents!" Sev-
eral of the boys being outside the square, rushed
inptttlegate " 95alb ;Jgfi

and left,
as qutclty as if a military procession were coming
in. "Beware of pickpockets !" sung out one man.
After a while, a man announced that "he" had con-
sented to make a speech, and would deliver it from
the steps of the City Hall. This caused a great
many to leave the square and crowd St. Charles
street, but no speaker appeared on tile steps of
the hail. And the crowd staid there, smoking and
talking.

At last a really practical joker appeared with a
coil of rope in his hand, and shouted out, " Boys,
let's hang him! I've got the rope! follow me ! "
He started down St. Charles street, as if going to
the Parish Prison; his partners id the joke rushed
after him; and the result was that a mob of up-
wards of a thousand people followed them off.
How far they went we did not take the trouble to
ascertain.

We are seriously of opinion, however, (such is
the public feeling against Martin) that if any per-
son or persons had had the daring to organize an
expedition against the Pariash Prison, there would
have been a large crowd willing to follow and aid
'them.

Sitoorr.o STAns.-It has been the subject of

considerable speculation whether the bodies known
as "shooting stars" owe their origin to violent
action at the moon's surface, Observers are
agreed, however, that the surface-of the moon
oilers no evidence of great agitation. The indent-
ations of the surface remain unchanged, and no
new phenomena have, it is believed, been seen,
which indicate the existence of volcanoes, which
might discharge small bodies with great force, and
thus give rise to the satellites of the earth. The
ease is widely different as regards the sun. Chain-
ges of enormous magnitude are continually wit-
neossed on its snurface, which indicate the action of
forec pagitating the mass probably in a state of
fluidity. If a body were thrown up from the sun's
surface it must, omitting all considerations of the
planets, describe an ellipse, having the eenter of
the sun in one of the foci; and thus, however
great the force by whioh the body may be sap-
posed to have been discharged, it must return to
the sun, and Impinging upon It, would not perform
even one entire revolution.

If, however, the action of the other planets be
considered, and especially of Jupiter, it seems by
no means impossible that, In returning, a body so
discharged might clear the sun, ad perfom many
complete revolutions around the primary. In ex.
planation of the cause of the sodden disappear
once of the sho0tig stars, it is known that a mint
brilliant spot of light is seen to traverse a portion
of the heavens with great rapidity, and it ten dis
appears often very suddenly. Three hypotheaes
may be used to account for this most curious ph o
omenon ..First, the body shines by int own light,
and then explodes like a sky-rocket, breaking into
minute fragments, too smallto be any longer vi-
Ibsle to the naked eye. Second, such a body ha-
ing shone by its own light. suddenly ceases to be
lieliaoius; alld third, the body shines by the re-
flected light of the sn, and ceases to be visible by
its passing into the earth's shadow, or, in other
words, is eclipsed.
