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TALK ON 'ORANGE.

The gatherings on the flags yesterday were few
and far between. Here and there; that is, on I
every other corner, were to be seen about a cor-
poral's guard of the habitues of the grand rue
Caroudelet. All the chief operators (exchange
dealers) have taken their departure. The repre-
sentative and agent of the largest exchange house
in America-a house that has had the very largest I
transactions-; in fact, prodigious, for the last
twenty-live years in the Southwest, and particu-
larly in this emporrium--left yesterday morning via
the Jackson Railroad. The agent of Rothschild
anmd their co-agent in New York appeared on the
flags yesterday, looking for bargains. Therefore,
we have some tall r~sresentatives yet among us,
and are sure that we are not likely to be deserted
in tote for the present.

There was some disappointment expressed at the
failure of the great Northern mail via the Jackson
road. There was a min-hitch at the Grand Junc-
tion : but the foreign mails are not regarded with
much complacency just at this moment, particu-
larly the English moail. There are too many mis-
sives of an uncertain character expected.

There were some few arrivals yesterday and the
day previous from the interior. The boats from
the West were deeply loaded with the usual assort-
ment of produce. We note that the Vicksburg
packet, Mary T., brought in 155 bales. The packet
for the r-orrerpondring day last year brought in 188
bales. The talk is, that it is very rrncerlairn when
the last bale of the growth of 1860 will be receiv-
ed. Will any one-can any one talk to us of-give
us any informntlionn of the number of bales now in
the cotuntry I Qfir,a vere?

There was some talk of the rapid increase of bu-
hiness at the tit l, Biin Carondelet, the New Basin

or Canal Bantik Basin. Fromr the piles of lumber on
the banks of the upper canal, stretching for over
one-half mile, in piles from n6 to 10 feet high, em-
bracing mnillions on tmillions of feet, it would be
suplposed that the pine lands on the other side of
the lakes were exharustrcie. A stranger might well
inquire, from wihence comes all this lumber, these
bricks and building materials? Through the artifi-
cial channel of abnolt sixty feet in width and five
feet in depth. To this may be added the large
shiprments of p-oduec and merchandise which are
shipped from week to week for Mississippi, the
lake shores of Lo.msiana, Alabama, Florida, way to
Key West, and for tGeorgia via Apalachicola. The
business transacted through this Canal and Basin
amounuts to millions of dollars annually. We albi
note the rapid increase or return of business to the
Carorudolet Canal rant Bason, through the Bayou
St. John. As for the New Basin, there does not
appear to be any -pace or room for the large in-
crease of business, unless the banks of the canal-
one mile from the head of the Barin-are called
into nse for the landing and discharging of the mul-
tifarious productions of the earth and forests from
the lake shores; consequently, the re-organization
and re-opening of the old Basin must be conducive
to and of great advantage to our general com-
munity.

Well, talking about canals, brings up the grand
canal of Col. Stewart into Lake Borgne. It is ma-
nifest that we require other outlets for the great
and increasing trade via the lakes and canals. As
regards the transportion of produce and merchan-
dise they are the most economical. The Grand
L Lake Borgne Canal is, of course, occasionally talk-
edof.

There was somle talk of the nature of the news to
be received by the Persia. It is not of much use to
be borrowing the aspect of foreign intelligence,
whether for good or evil. The Golden Fleece,
from Galway of the 23:d, may arrive in advance, or
be heard from before the Persia of same date.

As to-morrow is a holiday, some folks were talk-
ing how to spend it. Those desirous of leaving the
city will find good accommodations on the Jackson
Railroad. The steamer A. G. Brown makes an ex-
cursion to Madisonville, Mandeville and other land-
ings in St. Tammany. As for those desirous of
going to Bay St. Louis and other places beyond,
they must start this morning, as it is doubtful
whether there will be any communication with the
sea-shore suburbs to-morrow. Those desirous of
being at the ball, at Col. Barnes' and Dr. Tegar-
din's, must take the bioat this morning. There will
be no opportunity for returning until Friday even-
ilg, itless one of the cormmantder of tihe mail
boats should dare to call on Thursday evening, en
route from Mobile, at Barnes' wharf, of which
there is not much probability, a tihe talk is, that
no discretion is srnuted to the commanders of
these rmail boats, nor the least deviation from in-
structilons allowed. Therefore, those who, intend
to joint in the dances at Micsisslippi City, have no
opportunity to return until Saturday morning. The
Mobile mail boats may and may not land at lPass
Christian and Bay St. Louieo in the interim.

The talk is, that it is about time for our citizens
to take some w teps, inaugurate measures for some
regular daily mode of communication with the sea-
eshore, and why not urge on the Mexican Gulf road ?
The sea coast villages will be partially abandoned
within three or feor year-, unless there are ways
and means provided for direct and daily inter-
course. Well, who cares, exclaims many who are
going out on the Jackson lRailroad to-morrow?
Well, who does care ?

A Cm'nD D)EVOURED) r BI•ets.--On Wednesday,
6th instant, a child, about 4 years of age, was car-
ried off and devoured by a bear in tile town of
I:llenburg, Clinton county, N. Y. The child, a boy.
went a short distance from his father's house,
with a brother about eight years old, to fish in a
brook. At school time, the oldest boy went into
the house to prepare for school, and told his
mother that his brother had remained at the
brook, and would return in a short time. In a
little while his mother went after him, but he was
not to be found. She then called him, and heard
him crying at a distance. The sounds rapidly re-
ceded, and passed beyond hearing. The woman
immediately alarmed her' husband, who made
search for the child ewithout success.

The neighbors were then notilied, and a general
search took place till nighttall. Next day the
alarnm bcame more extensive , and the search was
renewed with Increased energy. It was continued
from day to day, without avail, till the following
Mlonday, when a man passing a hollow log was
growled at by a black bear. The bear was fired
upon and killed. In the log were found two young
bears, the missing child's clothes, and a portion of
one of hib legs. The cubs were despatched, and
in the stomach of all three were found portions of
the devoured boy.

A House STrcN( To DO•Arc.-An occurrence of
a very remarkable character took place at the re-
sidence of Wmn. B. Dorsey, Esq., in Urbana Dis-
trict, near Frederick, Maryland, on the 8th inst
It appears that the Rev. John P. Hall, of the Fred-
erick Circuit of the M. E. Church, called at Mr.
Dorsey's, and learning that he was on another part
of the farm, dismounted, hitched his horse ,o a
fence, and started on foot to find Mr. D. On the
inside of the fence, where the horse was hitched,
was a stand of bee-hives, and during Mr. Hall's ab-
sence the bees attacked the horse furiously. Un-
fortunately the head-halter was new and strong,
and the efforts of the tortured animal to disengage
himself were fruitless. At length, a servant boy,
vailed and gloved, was sent with a knife to cut the
hitching-strap, but when he came tothe rescue, he
found the horse's monuth wide open and filled with
bees, which literally stung him to death. Violent
inflammation ensued, and the poor beast died of
sI uffeation during the day. The horse was a valv-
able one.

THE BATON ROUGE OONVENTION. I

Tihe Convention at Baton Rouge to selet Bell
and Everett electors for the State of Louisiana
meets to-morrow. A boat will leave this evening,
by which delegates can easily reach Baton I!ouge
in time for the Convention. It bids fair to be
largely attended from the other parishes, and ws
would especially urge the attendance of the dele-
gates from this parish who were appointed at the
meeting at Odd Fellows' Iall on Saturday night.
By a resolution of that meeting, however, any

delegate who may be unabile to go, has the privi-
lege of selecting a subsitute. If such is the case
with any one, we trust he will not neglect to pro-
cure a substitute who will go. It can be easily
done.

KEY-WEST CORRESPONDENCE.

Special tL the New Orleans crem:nelt.
KEa-WEsT, June 2G, t1s;0.

Mr. Editor--The weather continues hot in the
extreme, but little wind and no rain; hence, with
the dust, we have the discomfort attending walk-
ing, in addition to our other ,annoyances. The
town continues healthy. Nothing has transpired
in the shape of wrecks since the Delphos was
ashore at the Tortugas, over two months ago, and
yet the community has survived this period of in-
action in one branch of business, proving verj,

conclusively that they could live independent of
tihe decrees of Court and salvage award-.
Judge Marvin, on habeas corpus, discharged trhe

foreign crews of the slavers Wildfire and William,
and Capt. Craven, of the Mohawk, furnished them

transportation over to Havana. Thus the prison
has been relieved of its crowded state, an event
very desirable to the unfortunates who have to re-
main therelJuring summer. Tihe three cargoes of
negroes are getting along very well; the reduced
and attenuated by disease drop off, and up to this
date one hundred and ninety-nine have been

buried. I learn to-day that the ship Southern Shore
sailed from New York for this place, with the view
of takling thin people back to Africa. Of the policy,
or even hIumanity of this act, I say nothing. It is

the policy of the country, and therefore not to be
gainsayed. Yet this mooted question will come
up again, doubtless, under new phases. At this
season, by reason of calms and westerly winds,
the banks are crowded with vessels, and the big
Wabash, destined here, has been oat twenty-tin

days. If this ship shall be equally fortunate eon
ing here, it will be well into July before she sails,
and probably the latter end of September before
slhe arrives. It isto be hoped that she will be well
supplied with water and provisions before she
leaves New York.

Tihe consumption of water is now over fifteen
hundred gallons per day, and our cisterns are get-
ting low, many of them entirely out, so that if this
continues much longer without rain the waof it
may be seriously felt. I

The weather for the last day or two has been

threatening rainhbut little has fallen.
In a thunder squall on the 23d inst. the smack

Hiddleton, near one of the Marquisas, was struck

by lightning. She lost her mast and sustained
other injury.

.ND Cossuls.-Among the acts passed by the late
session of Congress, was one to carry into efflct
certain stipulations in the treaty between the
United States and China, Japan, Siam, Turkey,
Persia, Tripoli, Tunis, Morocco and Muscat, by
which our laws in criminal and civil matters are
extended over American citizens in those coun-
tries; also the common law of equity and admi-
ralty. Ministers and Consuls have full judicial
powers, and can punish according to the magnitude
of the offense. The President is authorized to ap-

point seven Marshals to execute processes; one in
Japan, four in China, one in Siam, and one in Tur-

key. lMurder and insurrection, or rebellion against

the Government of either of oaid countries, with
the intent to subvert the same, are made capital

offenses, punishable with death. Our Consuls and

Commercial Agents on islands not inhabited by
any civilized people or whom we have not recog-
nized by treaty, are also empowered to exercise

judicial functions over American citizens.
