John Renecke, it appers, is but a mere stripling

of a boy, not over 10 years of age. His brother 1
Rodolphe Renecke, arrested with the other boys 3
as al accessory, is still younger; in fact, young as a
he is, John Renecke was the oldest boy of the l,
party. i:

The body of Schwager was buried on Wednesday v
(the Fourth) by Creole Fire Company No. 9, of t
whicli he was a member. lIe was a German, and f
worked as a frnI[ laborer and gardener, in the 7
vicinity of the suburb where Ie lived. His unex- t

pected death and his funeral offered a sad inter-
ruption to the Fourthi of July festivities of his
brother.
Of the character of the boy John Rlenecke we

know nothing; though it augurs very badly for
himu that a boy so young should go armed with a
deadly dagger, and causeltessly insult a woman, t
and then defy her husband, and kill him in return
for the merited punishment which that hinsband
attempted to inflict upon him. As to the other
boys, though they were in Renecke's company at
tihe time, we are assured that they are respect-
able and well-behaved boys, and that they took
no part in insulting bitrs. Schwager, or in the diffi-
culty which led to tihe death of her unfortunate
husband.
