PER STEAMOtHIP ADRIATIC.

Advices by the Adriatic are to the 20th ultimo
from Southampton, from which we extract the fol-
lowing:

The Revolution In Sielly.
Letters from Palermo to the Rth estimate the

foIrces of Garibaldi at 4000. Seven persons found
plundering had been shot by order of Garihaldi.
The order for the evacuation had greatly dis.
couraged the royal troops.

Garibaldi had opened a national subscription on
behalf of the war. The Ar•ibishop and all the
noble families in Sicily had subscribed.
Advices from Palermo to the 10th state that

Garibaldi was actively organizieg his army.
The convocation of a Sicilian P'arliament, ac-

cording to the laws of 186t, was shortly expected.
for the purpose of ratifying tihe proclamation
which decrees the forfeiture of the rights of the
Bourbon and the IUnion of Sicily to the kingdom of
Sardinia under Victor Enmanucl.
Advices from-Palermo, of the 10th, state: A de-

cree of Garibaldi fixes the 18th of June for the
levy or men furnired by the conscription. and
the 20th of .lone for the departure of tile conscripts
for Palermo and Catania. Anothter decree orders
the collection of horses and military otores. These
decrees are caused by tile necessity of energeti-
cally po•hing on tihe war in favor of Italian unity.
Some cannon have been cast. Tlhousands of pikes
have been distributed among the inhabitants. Tihe
Council of Defense of the town has ordered the
barricades to be carefully kept up. Tisa Arch-
bishop of Palermo has paid a personal visit to
Garabaldi.
('AG;r.IAnr, June 12, 180.-Two steamers, bear-

ing the American flag, have entered the iharbor this
morning, having on board volunteers for Sicily.
The Wash'ngton has 14001 men and the Oregon be-
tween i300 and 400. With the exception of the
American captain and an American artist, the ves-
sels have had no communcation with the shore.
According to the statement of the captain of the
Oregon, these steamers are only awaiting the arri-
val of another, which las a large sailing vessel in
tow, and have togethier 311101) more volunteers.
"Garibaldi's Englissmasn' is on board the Wash
ington.
'tle ardor and zeal witlh which those men have

taken up thIe catse of Sicily may be estimated by
the privations to whichl they subject tlhemselves.
The American artist showed me a sketch on board
the Washingtnn, and the manner in which the men
-men of wvealth and family-are huddled together
is truly revolting. They have scarcely silting
room, and that duriing the excesive Leat in such a
latitudc as this. No slave lship during her middle
passage ever presented such a scene.

landed at Catanzaro, in Calabtria.

It was also rumored that an insurrection had
commenced in Calabria, and thlat the Neapolitan
Governmeno had sent General Nunziante there as
alter ego.
Other letters say that General Pianelle, the com-

mander of the army in the Ahbruzzi, had been sum-
moned to act in Calabria.

The French Government having declined any in.
tervention, a council of the Royal family assembled
on the 12th inst. to deliberate.

A political demonstration was expected on the
13th. Great anxiety prevailed among all classes.

Eight French and two English men-of-war were in
thle Bay aof Naples.
T'riNo, June 16, 1860.-Advices from Naples to

the 13th state that several columns of troops had
been concentrated to be in readiness to march upon
the places which might be threatened. Ammuni-
tion had been sent to the Abruzzi. Emanuel
Caracciolo had been appointed Miniater of General
Police, and Signor Itasica Mipister of Public
Works.

NAPLes, Jane l6, 186.--Tho Sardinian Ambas.
sador has demanded tte restitution of the two
steamers and their eight hundred passengers, who
were coptured by the Neapolitan frigate Fulmi-
nante, as they bad passports for Malta.

Er. Elliott, the Englhsla Ambassador, has sup-
ported this demand.

It is asserted that the King has dismissed Lanza,
Letizini and three other generals in Sicily, and has
exiled them to the Island of Ischia.

MtnsrlE.s, June 19,1860.-Advicens from Naples
to tte 16th inst. deny the disembarkation of Gari-
baldi in Calabria, but state that the government
Ihad sent reinforcementas thither. These advices
alro conflrm the disgrace of the Neapolitan Gene-
rals.

Four English vessels were lying of Naples. The
caltains of the two capftred vessels had claimed
an indemnity of 26,000 ducats from the Neapolitan
Government.

works on the Isthmus are to he pushed on more
actively than ever. I learn that M. Lesscps Ihas re-
ceived from Said Pasha a concession for ninety-

SlA)EN, June 15, 7 P. M.-The Emperor Napoleon
arrived in private dress. lie was received with
the usual honors. Tire Emperor has taken up his
esidlence at tihe villa Stephanie.
RBDEs, June t il, C0.--The Enmperor, after his

arrival yesterday, dined with his suite. At aboutW, P. M., the Prince Regent, who yesterday paid
the tirst visit ts the German sovereigns, sent Lieut.
Von Leon to present his compliments to the Em-
peror. It was the Emperor's intention to visit the
Prince Regent first. The Prince Regent, however,
came at 81 P. M. to the villa Stephanie, and te-
mained with the Emperor till l1 P. M. The Em-

eror then intended to surprise the Duchess of
Hamilton, dauglter of the Grand Duchess Ste-
phanie, but did not find her at home.

To-day a grand dlijeoer, attended by all the
sovereigns, took place in thie old palace.

The IEmperor, the Prince Regent and the other
sovereigns. breakfasted at tie Grand Duke's cha-
teau, a ittie distaitne out of Haden.

Yesterday, at a concert at the Kmrsaal, the pub-
lie opinion was that the Congress of the sovereigns
would stlrengthenlpeace. This morningt e 9 o'clock,
the Emperor, while taking a promenado on foot,
was surrounded by a great numtber of persons. It
is replorted that the Duke o Nassae u has arrived,
and that the Emperor of Austria was expected.
This evening there will be a meeting of the Iprinces
at the palace, which will be illominated. The kings
of Saxony, Bavaria and Hanover have again visited
tihe Emperor. The Emperor will most likely leave
for Paris on Sunday at 10 P. . .

PARIS, June 16, 1860.--It is asserted on good auit-
thority that at yesterday's interview with the
Prince Regent of Prussia the Emperor Napoleon
repeated ihis peaceful assurances, and said that he
desired the interview in order to express them ver-
bally. The duke of Nassau has arrived.

Mn•ooii.i.eo, June 19, 1860i.--Lettera from Rome
to the 10th iont. confirm the news of the concen-
tration of te Piedmontese army at Ferrara. -

The following is the text of the circular which
Cardinial Antonelli addressed on the 21st olt., to the
diplomatic body, on the subject of the incursion
into tile PIntiflcat States of the free corps from
Tuscany and on the combat which took place:

As if the sacreligious spoliation of the Legations
in the Holy See was not enough, there must be now
added to it a freshl armed incursion, made on the
territory of \itrbo, by a band of refugees from
the neighboring district of Tascany. On the 19th,
according to the report made by Colonel Pimodan.
a corps of s3i-diasant volunteers, three hundred
and fifty strong, crossed the frontier, and pillaged
Latera. On information of these facts reaching
Slontegosecone, Colonel Pimodan advanced against
them with a detachment of seventy gendarmes,
and, when he foand that the rebels had penetrated
into the district of the Grottoef. hlie proceeded to
that part and found two huondred of them as-
sembled. From the conmmencement of the com-
bat the gendarmes, although so inferior in num-
ber. rushed with such ardor on the free corps thait
some of the latter were killed, several wounded,
and others dispersed.

Unfortunately the gendarmes, who had given soch
admirable proofs of bravery. had two men killed,
and an officer and two privates seriously wounded.
The fresh'attack committed against the patrimony
of the Church, by the aid of armed men, who left
a neighboring State under the eyes of those who
direct the destiny of Tuscanies, who were furnished
with arms, and who were permitted, contrary to
all international laws and the precepts of divine
and haman rights, to carry murder and pillage in
every direction, will, we doubt not, fill with juast
indignetion the whole Catholic world, and all the
Governments which love order and respect njustice
nnd the law of nations. Tihe undersigned, Cardi-
nal Secretary of State, hastens to make known to
your Excellency this act of vandalism and pillage,
in order that you may inform yonr Government of
it, and convince it that, nslcss a curb be put by
tile aid of the potentates on suclh unheard of auda.
city, whichl is quite worthy of the barbarous ages,
they wilt have to deplore, the disastrous comse-
qoence of it, and the responsibility of which will
nfall on those who, laying aside all respect for the

law, ond*mine the foundations of society.

The Civil War an Turkey.
ALEXANDRIA, June 12.--Advcees from Beyront

state that the civil war In Lebanon commenced
towards the end of May. The Druses were
the victors, and had burned several fine vil-
lages on the mouontains, respecting only the mono-
factories of the Enropeans. The Turkish authori-
ties had not interfered. A fresh outbreak was ex-
pected.

Thirty-six villages are reported burnt on Mount
Lebanon. The Torklish soldiers sent to protect the
Christians joined the Druses and participated in
the masacee.

Foreign Mitscellany.
The most exciting scene we ever witnessedwas

what we may fairly call a mortal cohmbat between
man and the horse. A powerful and most beanti-
ftl thorough-bred stallion was introduced into the
arena. The horse looked round the audience,
stood on his hind legs, plowed up the ground, and
presented the most vivid picture of a wild and nen-
reclaimed beast. He literally roared in fury, and
kicked out of pure viciousness. He snap pedatthe
speclutators, snapped at the groom at Itr. Parey, and
actually bit his own flesh severely in his passion.

He tore to pieces every strap which was placed
upon him, bhurling the groom, who had come to Mr.
Rarey's assistance, ignonminionsly the whole length
of the arena. At one time the horse broke away
from all, and stood for a moment as a conscious
victor in the midst of the excited audience. Mr.
Dycer and Mr. Farrell both came to Mr. Rarey's
help, but they were utterly unable to hobald the
animal. lie scattered every man and every thing
around him like chaff. He was bathed Insk white
foam, and sending up rolling clouds of vapor from
his body. At one moment he tossed up the straw
wildly, at anoter he snttlhe strong barriers flying
in all direotios ; acid for some time he stood the
complete personification of diabelerle alone in the
arena, roarilg furiotsly, and tearing at the barriers
with his teeth. Mr. Rarey, .having washed his
hands and rested for a few minutes, again ventured
to approach him. Then began a contest such as
no one who witnessed it can ever forget. It was
-a struggle of art and tact against overwhelming
strengthlc.

Whoever saw that combat could never be scep-
tical as to the wondcrfal power of Mr. lRarey. For
fully an hour the battle, for it was nothiag else, con-

tinued ; nowC thie an lid gained the mastery, now
tie Ilorse, and tihe animal, touching the earth
se-emr d to derive fresh strength from every fall. At
last Mr. Rareer extlecporlsed a strap from the frg-
ments of the broken bridle, and Iad gained his first
step to conquest; still the hyorse fought fiercely,
risicg in the air, aud plunging in all directions, en-
deavoring to bite his assailant or trample him
down. It gave one some idea of the animating
scenes of tie Roman amphitheater to see a com-
paict, slight, but sinewy man, confronting so furious
and vicious an anical. A long struggle ensued,
but eventually lthe horse was fairly beaten out, and
lay down panting and thoroughly subdued.
