and fifty dollars in silver. The entrance was efct- f

ed by prying the door and forcing out the catch of t
the heavy lock. The thief qr thieves examined
carefully every package on the counter, tearing off
the corner from those wrapped in paper, in order
to ascertain what kind of goods they contained,
and only took the most valuable woolen atuRl.

They then forced the lock off the desk, rummaged
its contents and took the silver, leaving open a 1

small package of uncurrent bank notes, which they

thought worthless. The boards around which
cloth is generally folded, were pulled out so as to
enable the pieces of stuff to be rolled in a more
compact bundle.

The systematic and careful manner in which
these various operations were made, not only show
the hand of a skillful burglar, but make two facts
patent-that a light'was used, and that much time
must have been consumed. There is no clue as to
the probable time of night the burglary was com-
mitted. The watchman on Carondelet street, who
has also the supervision of this block of Union
street, was, we are informed by Lieut. Jaquoas,
taken sick on Thursday evening and reported him.
self unfit for duty. It was found impossible to put
