Ed. Oescenct: I write from the ancient city of

Natchitoches, (settled in 171, as the sticklers for

the merit of antiquity boast) which is jest now in a

proper state of patriotic excitement, induced by
the near approach of the birth-day of the nation--

which glorious anniversary your correspondent

expects to celebrate by taking a pleasant ride of
t fifty miles from hero to Mansfield, in tD Soto par-

ish, in a stage coach. The enthusiastic citizens
have cleared out the muzzle of the antique

six pounder which frowns savagely down the
empty bed of Cane river in front of the city, and
there will be burning of powder, making of
speeches and eating and drinking, and barbecuing
and blowing of horns, and sore heads and repent-
ance next day. Hooray for the Fourth of July!
Hooray South and North I There, that's my cele-
bration; I've done it and got it off my mind-now
to business.

Natchitoches .(or " Nackitosh " in the vulgate)
by the river route is reckoned to be four hundred
and sixty miles from New Orleans, and a hundred
from Alexandria by the Red river route. Grand
Ecore is its landing on the river, from which it is
four miles distant. It was no fault of the founders
of the town that it is now so inconveniently lo-
cated,forthey established the settlement right Upon
the bank of Red river, and so it stood for a hun-

t dred years or so. But in 1839 Red river adopted
the convenient channel of a bayou as a shorter cut
and deserted its bed for a distance of no less than
seventy-five miles, which is now accomplished by
the present channel in forty miles only of direct
comrse, setting Natchitoches back front navigation
four miles, and serving other old landing places
and small settlements in the same way. The old
bed of Red river is called Cane river, and is now,
I Ln front of the town, quite empty, the firm sand

over which the torrents of Red River formerly

boiled being as dry in places as the streets of New
Orleans in summer. There is usually, however, for
a month or so every season, water enough in Cane
river to allow light-draft craft to take the crop
away to market. When there is fifteen feet water

on the falls of Red river, then Cane river is known
to be navigable. The very deep and wide bed of
this suspended river, with its high bluff banks, on
which the town fronts, is a remarkable and inter-
esting aspect, and worth the seeing of those who
go a looking after strange things in nature. Cane
river finds its way into Red river forty miles above
Alexandria.

Natchitoches is an exceedingly pleasant and pic-
turesque town of about sixteen hundred inhab-
itants. It is substantially and tastefully built, and
its residences betoken wealth and refinement
among its people. Many planters in the neighbor-
ing country have residences here which they
occupy in the winter, passing the summer upon
their plantations. The unfortunate whim of Red
river in deserting it, cut it off from much of its
trade with the outside world, and its business is
mostlylocal and its trade connections confined to
the immediately adjacent country. But this busi-
es s is large, and the stores are numerous and spa-

Elons. In old times it was a place of much commer-
ealnote, being a frontier market, resorted to by the
Texas Mexicans and the settlers up Red river.

A MNo KIDNAPPED AND RonILED.--I thie New
York Express of the 6th we find the following :

On Monday morning, Recorder Tilden, of Jersey
City, received a letter from Mr. Bonn, whose sund-
den disappearance a short time since caoused'con-
siderable apprehension as to his safety. He is now
at home in Riathboneville, quite ill from rough usage
and exposure. He states In substance that he left
home on the 11th of June last, with about $1600
on his person, intending to transact business on
the line of the Erie Railroad, and also at New
York and Newark. He states that immediately
after taking dinner at Turner's Hotel, Owego, he
felt very nnwell, and was conscious of nothing
more until he recollects of being struck on the
head because he would not get into a small boat.
How long he remained unconscionus he does not
know; but when he recovered, he found himself
out at sea in a small coasting schooner, robbed of
everything except his watch, which be carried in
such a manner that it easily escaped detection;
the vessel was an old fore topsail schooner, painted
black; Mr. Bann thinks that there was a large
hatch on the fore topsail; the captain was a mid-
dling sized man; thinks he would know him;
when Mr. Bunn would ask any question in relation
to his whereabouts the only answer he would re-
ceive was, " Your fare is psi sir ;" the crew con-
sisated of six or seven mednlnith whom he was
allowed no conversation whatever; after being at
sea six days, theyneared land, and he ascertained
thatthey were on the coast of Florida; he was
pot ashore in a small boat, after solemnly promis
lg not to epeak to one of the hands in the boat;
fortunately he reached a planter's house before
night, where he was kindly cared for, and after he
had sufficiently recovered, furnishlad funoods with
which he returned home. From the state of his
system, Mr. Bonn thinks he was drugged at the
hotel where he took supper at Owego. He does
not think the hands on board the schooner knew
aniytg about the transactions on shore, nor, in
fhat, anything regarding him except as a passenger.
He will visit Jersey City as soon as his health is
sufficiently recovered to bear the journey; mean-
time the authorities of the latter place will take
every means to trace out this high-halnded outrage
and bring the perpetrators to justice.
