Front Arizona.

In the St. Louis Rlepublican we find the follow-
ing letter:

LA MESIL.LA, ARIZONA, June 26, 1860.-Our val-
ley has for some time past been in a state of fever-
ish excitement relative to the gold discoveries in
the mountains lying between the Rio Mimbres and
the head of the Gila. That there is gold there in
abundance, there can be no doubt. I myself have
seen over one thousand dollars' worth of the dust,
which was broughlt into town last week by Mr.
Itohman, of the fim of V. St. Vrain &Co., besides
many smaller quantities, from two ounces to ten
and twelve. The gold taken out thanus far has been
from gulcheu, and the only drawback is the great
scarcity of water.

This may be obviated, In a measure, by rains,
should that section of couitry be fortunate this
season; but in any event, there is no very great
probability that these mines can ever be exten-
sively worked, as old residents, familiar with the
country, all agree that. there has always been a
want of water in the entire range. There are
about four hundred persons in the mines at pres-
ent, but few are mining now. Most of the miners
are erecting huts, etc., preparing for the rainy sea-
ssn, which generally sets in about the middle of
July. Nearly all the American residents here
have lert for the mines, and our town seems quite

.deserted, althouglh a very large number of build-
ings are in process of erection now. Memlila is
growing rapidly, and ere many months will far
outshine the famed city of Santa Fe in point of
size, if it does not already.

Our weather has thus far been excessively hot.
A gentleman resident of ten years informs me the
thermometer has averaged many more degrees this
summer than he has before known in the country.

There i+ no possibility of describing how
ugly and grotesque is the ebfect, combined with a
certain artistic merit, nor how ulnch perverted in-
genuaty has been shown in this dneer way, norh ~hs
a multitude of dead monks, tirough how mcny
hundred years, must, have contribsited their bony
framework to build up these great arches of por-
tarity. On some of ls e sklla there are inacip-
tions, purporting that such a monk, who formerly
made use of that particular head-piece, died on
nsch a day and year; but vastly the greater num-
ber are piled upindistingslshably into the archi-
tectural design like the many deaths that make up
the one glory of a victory.
