Tee Christians hare thus far suffered most terri-
*'I(. Their villages have been burned, their crops
detroyed. and great numbers have bhen brutlly
tmorderel. while the Druses who are better war-

rors and far more courageous, are assisted by the
Trks, Mosdlem and Metawalles, and up to this time
have proved suocesful.

The bloody war hlch is waged on both sides as a
war of extermination, has its origin in religion and
politieal caunel. The Christians and Druses hate
aech other with a deadly hatred on account of the

difbrences in their reltigions faith-and the Christ-
ians hate the Drune with a special hatred because
the Drones are in a great many of the mountain
Christian districtis feudal chiefs and rulers over the
Ohrtlian or Masonite ad Greek Catholic illages.
Tiat more immediate auses of the war mar be
traced to the fact that last summer at Bait Marri a
qtarrel arease, in which the Maronlte Chrutlans
were victorious, having repulsed the Dronsses, killing
forty or mere, while thelr own lone was les than
one.third of that nmbe.'. Although peace was
then declared, the Drit•e have asince eaatlin-
ated every Christlan whf came In their way.

Thit aroused the Christians. and so exasperated
them that they made an attack upon several Drunse
vllages. At first they were suceeesful, but the
DrOterallied under their warrior chiefs, and
burted every Maronite and Greek Christian village
withln their reach. The provincial sauthorities pro-
nouneed the invading porty-tbe Christians--to be
retels, and the Governert-eneral proceeded with
allhitavailable force to the mountales, and brought
his cannon to bear unpon the Christians. The Chris-
taes are rallying for the forlorn hope; for hey
lear that the Drnpes, this aided, will Oendeavor to
exterminate them. This however, will not be an
esy, mattar, as the Maronite Greeks and the Greek
Catholics number about two hundred and fifty
thousand.

The American Mission preumises are crowded day
and night by women and children crying for bread.
which tlhey receive with conmfort and eonsolatieun S
from the American missionaries.

One ofl the largest of the towns, l)eircl Kenir, is
now in e state of siege. and great snllsning is pro-
dtoed by the want of provisions. Ileirel Kenir is
now a rl'rkish town, and is garrisoned by Turk-
ish troops--unlike the other Christian towns. In
thus attacking a T'urkish town the D])rues be-
come rebels. hbut the Gtovernor-teelcral allowed
the Itruses to burn a large portion of the place
beforce he interfered.

It has been estimated at the ltritish consulate S
that about .ixty tillages have been burnedl. It is
believed that the Ilnuropreal powers will now inter-
lire in behalf of the Christianis o Syria and relieve
thetn from the Turkish yoke.

This lmoninlg we learn of a large numtber of
1easanlry ailas lg been induced to return to their
villagi,, where they were all killed in coSld ilsndi-
aid of tile nmrdertlr of live ecclsiatstics of the ILitin
lterch, wlho were shot down ntear the walls of
Sidon.

Thie success of the Druses has undonbtedly stir-
red tip a!l the Moleml hostility to Christians, and a
general insurrcltion seems to be trembnling in tite
balance. The presence of a Russian frigate of
thirty gnns gives the feeling of security to the
Frank popilation of Beirut, and the expected ntr-
rival of a FIrench fleet is hailed with delight. 1

The absence of an American vessel of war is
deeply regretted at this time. The U. S. steamer
Iroquois is somewhere in the Mediterranean Sea,
but it is supposed she is detained at Sicily.

Htow wiL. Al..in.t)tr Go?--For the information
of politicians we have prepared a list of seventy-
eight newspapers published in this State, which we
believe is the total number. We have also endeav-
ored to classify politically those journals, and think
we have succeed to a degree which will enable the
public to judge how tile State will vote in Novem-

er, if the press is an index of the popular senti-
ment. The figures below we believe to be very
nearly, if not entirely accurate, to-wit: Of the C
seventy.eight newspapers of tihe State, nine have
deelared a decided preference for Iouglan; seven-
teen for Bell: and forty for Breckinridge-leaving
twelve yet to declare their preference. Of the
twelve yet to hear from ten are Democratic, and
the other two independent.

Thus it is not difficult to foresee that the result
in Alabama will differ materially from certain pro- a
inises recently made in Charleston, Baltimore, and
perhaps in other Eastern cities.
