The news from the mines is of an encouraging
character. A writer from Dlue River Mines, (Gold
Run, under date of the 20th nit., says:

10 cents to the pan. He has just opened it, but
feels satisfied he has not yet hit the streak. Mr.

No. 7 above disRovered, owned by Mr. Rowley, is
paying some $0 or $8 to the man; he is confident
of linding a rich quartz lead near his claim."

In a summary of the mining intelligence, the
News rays :

From current reports, prospects continue ex-
coeding good on the Arkansas waters. Vast num-
bers os me: have congregated in California Gulch,
the number being variously estimated at from
seven to twenty thousand. Near three thousand
are interested mi claims, of which there are about
twelve hundred in the district on which work is
commenced. On thie claims which are opened and
pay dirt reached, the yield is said to be from one
ounce to six ounces per day to the man.

Several sluices that have been started are pay-
ing from ;0100 to $800 per day, working from four1
to six men. In one instance, three men with a
small rocker washed out a little over $40) in a sin-
gle day. They quarreled about the division of the
proceeds of tie day's work, and a disinterested
party was called upon to weigh it, from whom we
obtained our information direct.

As is always tihe case, hundreds of men reach
California Glatch, and being unable to obtain rich
claims in the heart of the district, look on for a
few hours or days, and because of the great snc-
cess of others and the want of it themselves, be-
come discouraged and turn about for the States;
first selling their surplus outfits for what they can
get. They have not energy enough to look farther
for claims, bnt swear th ththe country is all claimed
up, if they happen to be in a gulch that is all occu-
pied. Such men have not sense enough to know
that they are looking uplon a few square miles of
the ilocky Mountain country only: that is three
hundred mtiles wide and reaches front Behring's
Straits to Cape Horn, and that no one considerable
district of that vast extent has ever been pros-
pected without flnding rich gold and silver mines.
They dleerve to rets n to e n it Siates and live as
tihey have done, for the remninder of their lives.
ll11 they knoIwn themselies thesy never should
have started.

On Blue river tihe water is getting down so that
wosrk can ibe prosecuted tot good advantageS in thlt,
bank anul tar claios-. New discoveries are heing ]
made. In the (Ialena gulch, found last week, from
thirty cents to three dollals to tile pan has beeir
taken out. Somle very fine nuggets have recently
been foundl, ranging from two or three dollars up s
to near fifty dolisar in value.

The MeNulty gulch, recently found on tihe ex-
treme Ilead waters of the Ile, is said to be dohing
remarkably well.

A company headed by Dr. Atkinson, Mr. Mo-
Nulty, and George Jackson, recently sot out from
Caiilfornia gulch to explore and prospect tlhe head
watelrs of the Rio Grande, some seventy-five miles
fur-ther west, A rumor has reached us that they ]
Ihad succeeded in finding very itch diggings.

At Tarryall the general yield continnes good,
and the mines are rapidly extending both up and
down thte streams.

The Gregory mines steadily increase in extent.
Three quartz mills have been started running to

Nevada gulch, and are yielding from $350 to $500
pier day each. -

Dr. Pew's mill, which failed to save the gold sat-
isfactorily, has been overhauled and again started
runnaig. On the first day, working tailings that
had been run through before, it yielded eighteen
ounces of gold.

A number of other mills are nearly ready to
comnence operations. The water will be lot into
the cnsotlidated ditchl to-day, so we learn from
Ilt-.
