their fish to Proctorville to send to the city.

Some awful murders have taken place, and ther
is no knowing when the bloody excitement wi
cease. Our only comfort is this assurance, thl
some of the Spaniards at Proctorville have coe
vented themselves into a special and extraordinar
police, to see that their more turbulent brcthllre
do not molest the nnoflending Chinamen, whe
they bring their flish to Proctorville to send up to
the city.

A contrlibutr of the Cinininnati Commercid fur-
niahes the following :

In the last numlber of the Ohio Farmer, pub-
lishd at C leveland, there is an article by Colonel
f('iale.e \Vhitle t c, reciting the circmostancee oi
tilhe disovcry otl tie toniie Kcy-Stone, at New-
iark, ted d:eeilnte the curiosity. Col. W., who
was formerly at the head of the ieological Survey
of Ohio, was in Ne l ark on the day the stone wat
found, aid examined the cavity fron whence it was
taken. I publish portions of Ilis article whicl are
more circoumstantial in sotme respects than mine.

C'1i. TVyricl was dirging in tile center of a mail
depression, within the worek, in search of human,
Iones. The cavity is at present only a slight cire
cltar depression, i ,out twenly feet across, and
two feet deep at tile ceniter. To a depth of twclve
to fourteen inches, lMr. Wyriek found only a dark
rick, alluvial soil, which had apparently accumun
lated by the wash ot the rains daring a great lengt!
of time, and from the decay of regetation.

o Near the botlom of his pit, he catte to
clay or clayey soil, of a lighter color, with some
pebbles, and which had apparently not been dis
tirbed. The first stone seen b, hint was an oblong
pebble, of reddish quartz, nearly spherical, and
very smooth. Soon after, and near tile surface of
timhe clay, he saw on the bank, jnst after lie had
thrown up a shovelful of earth, another atone of a
singular form. On examining it, it appeared to btt artilicial, and hastily brushling of' the dirt, he saw
t to his great surprise, that it had on its sides, plainIy engraved characters. Somnewhat excited, hi

washed and rubbed off most of the adhering soil
The characters are large and distinct, and are thl
ancient Hebrew letter. The form of the stone is

ihat of a truncated pyramid, with a rectangulal
base, about two by one and a half inches, risina
about five inches. It appears to be of compal
qnarlz, with faint lines of original stratification
Its color is brownish-yellow, or gray, every part o
the stone being smoothly ground and polished
The four faces approach each other towards tini
top. which forms a square of about an incht across
the corners of which are rounded off. On the bnes
is at projection, or knob, with a neck for the par
pose of suspending it."

" Mr. Cunningham, who is a Free MIason, an,
well informed opon tile history of thle order, ant
upon antiquities in general, says the stone was ont
used by lMasons of a certain grade in the East. I
has itheir system a well known meaning; it
prina1al use in ancient times being for depasi
beneath whatever structure the Master MBaso

right sutperintend. This symbol was not neceassamight superintend. 1h10 symnot was not neoessa-
rily furnished with inscriptions, but the Mason en-
titled to use it, might put sentences upon it, as this
one has.

" It would be placed inl the northeastern part of
tihe foundation; and if it stood on its point, would
indicate that something more was deposited be-
neath. If it lay on its broadest face, tire point or
small end, would indicate the direction whore other
detposits would be found. These, if found, would
disclose facts connected with the boilding.

" No terson was present with Mr. Wyrick but
0s son, 13: or 14 years of age, who saow his father

pick up the stone friom tis earth ie had just thrown
out. The little earth still remaining in the depres-
sions ol the letters, corresponds to that of the bot-
tom of the pit, and it is evidently ancient, as nell
as all the marks on tile stone.

AllI tile citizens wllom 1 have heard speak of
Mr. Wvrick. say that that tlat Ihe idea is not to be en-
tertained, of his making an attempt to deceive the
cotlmnrity in this matter. He is an old resident,
and has been surveyor of tlhe country. I have seen
no one woho discredits his statements, as appear-
ances it the place are such as to throw no suspi-
cion spoas them. Mr. Wyrick showed the stone to
Mr. D)ile and myself, tie evening after it was
fItrol and in tile morning following sent with us
to the spot where lie states it was found. The
Free Masons here express no doubts as to its goenu-
incness as an ancient Masonic emblem, well de-
scribed in their books. The characters are noearly
three-fourths of an inch long. The rounded peb-
ble may not be artificial ; but it is singular, as Mr.
Cunningham represents, that two balls should ac-
comlpany this etsllemt, wherever it is deposited.

" Wihen was it placed there ?--by whom, and for
what purpose ? This is the first instance of inserip.
tions in a known language found in the ancient
earthworlrks of the West. Our Indians have been
admitted into tile Masonic brotherhood from the
earliest settlement of the IUnited States, and Iper-
haps from tile days of Spanish discovery oiu the
hlull of Mexieo.

" But admitting the possibility of an Indian re-
ceiving the emblesm due this grade, why should
the inscriptions appear in the most ancient of lan-Iguages' If lost Iry accidet., hoIe could it be cov-

cred to so great a depth by natat al accumulation,
ino short period' If placed there by design tas
a monument, its antiquity must reachl back to tlhe
days of the race of tihe Mounds when these works
were erected. Was it secreted there in compara-
tively modern times, by some worshipful master of
the savage race, or by some person into whose
possession it may have comet As yet, various
imlpressions exist as to its origin, which, for the
present, are only conjectures. C. W."

Terriblec Catastrophe at Lake Calhoun, Mlln
nreota--lx Persons Drownerd.

The St. Anthony correspondent of the St. Paol
Pioneer writes to the latter the particulars of a
terrible calamity, previously reported by tele
graph:
Our community was startled on Thursday by a

report that six persons had been drowned in Lake
Calhoon. The following named persons are the
lost : Rev. H. I. Nichols, pastor of the Congrega
tional Society of Minneapolis, Nancy, his wife, and
Henry, their ion, aged thirteen; Mr. A.. Cleveland
brother-in-law of Mr. Nichols and Emerette, aged
13, and Ella, aged 11, daughters of Mr. Cleveland.
But one little boy, aged 2 years, is left of the Nich
ols family; while the Cleveland family remaininl
consists of a bereaved, sorrowing wife, and twt
interesting daughters of tender years.
The circumstances of the catastrgphe, as cox,

rectly as we .cold glean them, are as follows : The
families were visiting the lake on a picnie excnr,
sion. The party consisted of ten persons. It wan
proposed to bathe, and while Mr. Nichols and Mr.
Cleveland were potting on bathing dresses, Mr
Nichols' son and Mr. Cleveland's daghters en
tcred the water. O wing to the abrupt descent, aom
tswenty feet Irom tihe margin of the water, one o1
tire little girls was soon beyond her depth. This
being observed by the brave boy, he ventredinto
relieve her, failing in which he deosred the other
littlc girl to reach out her hand which she did.

Thus joined hand in hand they struggled, bat
failing to get up the shelving bank, and becomini
alarmed, rrey called for help, when Messrs. Clove
land and Nichols rushed in,hand in hand. Not belno
witlhin reach, they requested Mrs. Nichola to enter
tihe water, which shre did, taking her housband bi
the hand. Mr. Cleveland, still retaining a hold or

[Mr. Sichols' handl, entered the deep water ano
succeeded in reaching the struggling children.

But, standing on tihe shelving bank, he lost hii
balance, and in falling dragged Mr. N'ichols and
wife into the deep water. They sunk, retainin.
fast hold on each other. Thus those that coul
swim were prevented from doing so, and suonk to
rise no more. Mrs. Nichols was buoyed up b, het
light skirts, and repeatedly called on her siseter
Mrt. Cleveland, to come to her aid. This noble
lady did all a delicate, sickly invalid could, but het
efltorts wore of no avail, and Mrs. Nichols, too
perished.

During the afternoon of Thursday the bodies o
Mr. Nichols, wife and son, Mr. Cleveland and hh
two daughters, six in nuomber--in appropriat
nnatn._a.waa -nnrart in thw na•tlnr or thn I• i rw-1rofliss-were exposed lo the parlor of the late resi-
dlence of Mr. Nichols, side by side, and throngs of
visitori gathered to view the sorrowful scene.

Ic P,'ogres, the Pdrt an Ptiooeelnewspaper, of

the 23d of Jone, explains the fste relating to thesubscription for the family of John Brown, about
which there has been some misapprehension in the
United States. That paper has been publisldng,
from week to week, a listofthe subsoripions whiek
have been made in various parts of the territory.
these subscriptions amounted, at the above date,
to i$27,0l31 37, in Haytian, and $68406, in Spanish
currency. The Htaytian currency, by the last quo.
tatlons, was at 8t15 to St Spanish, and at this rate,
the $37,031 37 would be equal to $1,802 09 Span.
ish, which, added to the $'84 0e subseribed in
Spanish, makes the sum total of the subscription$2486 15, United States currency. The subsorip-
tions were apparently still going on, and though
emall, were very numerous, varying in amounet
from 50 cents to $100 in Haytian, and from 25 entes
to t10 in United States currency. Petit Goave, a
town of a few hundred inhabitants, furnished two
hundred and nine subscribers.
Tihe commission appointed to examine the coal-

beds at Camp Perin, found the mine rich and the
coal lying level with the surface of the earth, and
descending to a great depth into it. A ton, brought
to Port au Prince as a sample, appeared to be of
