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mE OPELOTSAS RAILROAD.

We publish below an interesting letter from the
Chief Engineer of the Now Orleans, Opelousas,
and Great Western Railroad, addressed to the
President of the Company, showing the import-
ance of.the extension of the road to New Iberia.
We can add nothing to the clearness and force
withwhich the views of the Chief Engineer are

presented, and we can only commend them to the

attentive consideration of our readers--particu-
larly the people of the city of New Orleans. It is
shown that it is only necessary to extend the

Opelousans road to New Iberia, to place this city in
direct railway connection with the whole system
of Texas roads, radiating in every direction from
Houston, and penetrating regions of country pro-
ducing cotton, sugar, lumber, etc. in abundance,
and capable of increasing its productiveness to

almost any extent. When it is recollected that
we have only forty-five miles of road to make-
from Berwick's Bay to New lberia-to cosncrt

with all the railroads of Texas, and to realize all
the advantages of such a connection, the appeal
for it early completion becomes irresistible. We
again invite the attention of the reader to this
interesting letter of Col. Bayley's :

Nee Olens, Lan., -t 10, to. I
Witllnm o. Hc-e, Es.q, President:

Deant Sir-I have just returned from Texas.

after having made a tour of inspection of the

Texas and New Orleans Railway, and of the rail-

ways radiating from the city of Houston. In view

of the great importance of the speedy completion
of that portion of our road (now in construction)
between our present terminns on Berwick's lay
and New Iberia, 45 miles, the following informs-
tion is submitted:

The Texas and New Orleans Railway com-
mences at New Iberia, 125 miles from New Or-

leans, by our line, and extends westwardly,
through Louisiana, 116 miles to the Sabine river,
and thence 106 to the city of Houston; total
length, 221 miles.

The line through Louisiana is all under contract,
and it is expected that the same will be completed
by the close of next year. The Texas division is

well advanced, and will be finished during the
present year. Nearly one-half of it is completed
and in operation already, while the grading of the
other half is nearly finished, the ties on bandband
the rails, chairs and spikes on the ground.

From a personal inspection of the works in pro-
gress, and a knowledge of the energy, capacity and
ability of those in charge of this great work, I am
convinced of its completion in 1861 to New Iberia.

The immense importance of this great feeder to
our road can hardly be over-estimated when we
consider the extent of its connections in Texas.

The distance from New Orleans to Houston will
be 347 miles. In Louisana, the Texas and New
Orleans Railroad traverses a country which recent
developments prove is capable of producing sugar,
cotton and corn abundantly, while cattle, sheep,
hogs, etc., and lumber, wil ladd largely to its busi-
ness.

The Bayou Vermillion, the Tortle, 'laenemine,
Bransle, Mermenton and Caleasieu will each be im-
portant sections.

The shipments of cotton for the. year ending in
April, 1860, from the Sabine, equaled 30,000 bales;
from the Neches, 13,000 bales; Trinity river, 30,.
000 bales, while the production nearly doubles it-

self annually.
The Texas and New Orleans Railroad must do an

immense way business, while it will have for its
feeder the Houston and Texas railway, to extend
from Boaston to Dallas and Red river. The road
isnow completed to Navisota, 70 miles, and its re-
ceipts, in April last, nearly equaled $50,000, while
the business for October, November, December
and January next is estimated to reach $60,000
per month. The gross earnings for the year com-
mencing October 1, 1860, are put at $600,000 by
Mr. Groesbeeck, President, and for the year fol-

fowing at $1,250,000. This company will have 82}
miles finished by the lat October next, and 125
miles by August 1, 1861. Dallas is 250 miles front
Houston.

The H. and T. Central Railroad will have for its
feeder the Washington County Railroad, extending

from Hempsted (50 miles above Houston) to Bren-
ham,. 22 miles, into one of th" richest portions of
Texas. Eleven miles of this road are already com-
pleted, the grading done, with ties and rails on
haned for the balance, only awaiting the erection of
the Brazos riverbridge, now building.
From Brenhamto Austin, 82 miles, the Air Line

Railroad Company.are now calling for proposals
for construction, and as their private subscription
is large, the early completion of their road is be-
yond doubt.

The bualneon or toe U. ans r. uenrot tauroau n
must be very greatly increased by the completion t
of the Washington county and Air Line Bailways.
The number of bales of ootton conveyed over this b
rrad for the year ending May , 1850, was 59,925, h

road route, which, though possessing merits of a
vgry superior order, has not yet been brought per.
maonettly before the public.

The entire distance from New Orleans to the
Pacific would be about 1300 miles; the route would
afibrd a lucrative way business throughout its
whole length, and its termini on the tlississippi
and upon the Pacific coast, would be accessible to
shipping-a very important con*ideration.

It remains to notice the Houston, Tap and Brazo-
ria Railway, commencing at Houston and extend-
ing to Columbia, on the Brazou river, and thence
to Wharton, on the Colorado river; also the road
from Houston to Galveston, 60 miles now in opera-
tion.

The H. Tap and B. it. B., is finished to Columbia,
50 miles, and this portion of the route traverses
the rich sugar district of Oyster creek.

It is expected that this road will be completed to
Wharton, 88 miles, by the let of January, 1861, and
flEn Columbia it is contemplated to extend it to
Mategorda.

.Mr. dlitor--New Yorkers are apt to run on one
thing till it ceases to excite or amnnuse them. Ilor-
rible murder is all the rage with uc at present.
The Great Eastern has failed to sustain the sensa-
tion her arrival created. Her directors, by imtpos-
ing so high a tarinfon her visitors at the commence-

ment, kept the crowd and rush away : and now that
they have lowered the price of admission, the pub-
lie excitement and curiosity about the monster

steamer are on the wane, and cannot be revived
and wrought up to the pitch at which they miglht
have been kept for a long period, had more politic
measures baer adlopted. The sovereign people re-
bel against the I:nglisht notions of serving the aris-
tocrny and gentry first, and like other sovereigns,
are apt to insist upon having tile first cut or nole.
The Great I:astier- is is yet ill a very ulnfiisled
state. She contains numerous unsightly barn-like
copartmcnts, and her deck rough and unpolished,I
will not compare with one of ours iiade of beaUti
fil American yellow pine. Her grand saloon i
more gorgeous than chaste in ornamentation : and
though her model is excellent, she is, with the ex-
ception of her Titanic size, inferior in every re-
spect to the Adriatic. The visitors of the Great
Eastern think her oflteero rather supercilious: but
Capt. John Vine Hall is a modest, hearty, thorough
seaman. He and his fellow-officers were enter-
tained on Friday night at the .afarge House, by
the proprietors of the New York Illustrated News ;
but this recognition of their services is the only
one they received since their arrival in America.

The ton days encampment of our favorite volun-
teer regiment, the Seventh. or National Guards, at
Camp Scott, Staten Island, has proved as great an
attraction to lovers of sight-seeing as the Great
Eastern. Thousands of our citizens have visited
their brothers-in-arms, for the sake of a holiday
and of seeing how it is pessible for respectable
trades-people and shop-keepers to live outside of
solid brick walls, like Indians. General Scott him-
self was requested to witness their evolutions upon
the ground named after him, bat the veteran wrote
Col. .efllrts a flattering and lame excuse for
declining the invitation. The Chicago Zouaves are
however marching hitherward, with the view of
taking the shine out of our crack regiment, if not
of storming Camp Scott in a sham fight, on Friday
next. To relieve the tedium of martial duty, the
men have resorted to practical jokes, with which
they have greatly perplexed and alarmed one
another, thus affording material for long yarns to
be spun in after day. about this serio-comic cam-
paign, or military picnic, which will, we under-
stand, be wound up with a concert and a fite
chamoilre.

Before I proceed any further I must get one or
two horrible murders off my mind. A most fiend-
ishone was perpetrated on Monday morning, in
the house of a German named John Hlenry Schn-
nracher, in Seventy-second street. Francis HIoft
man, a fellow countryman of his, whom he had
previously employed in his market garden, during
his absence early in the morning, stole into the
bed-room of Mrs. Schumacher, beat in her

skull with a hammer, killed her infant in the same
manner, and robbed the premises of some $200 in
money and other property. The mnrlerer was

however soon suspected, arrested, and, after nar-
rowly escaping lynching, committed to await the
action of the Grand Jury.
Mrs. McGee, of Jersey City, the mother of twelve

children, was on Thursday last awakened in bed
by one James Gray, who was attempting to. violate
her person. She had a hard fight with her assail-
ant ere she baffled his purpose and ejected him

from her room ; and from the weakness of a recent
I confinement, suffered such internal injuries during
the struggle that she died on Sunday evening in
consequence. Before she expired, she knelt and
called down seven curses upon the head of her
murderer.

On the evening of the Fourth, the wife and
sister of an ex-Couneilman were yachting on the
Fast river with an Alderman and two other civic
officials, whom they regarded as their friends and
protectors, but who suddenly turned upon them,
and attempted to rob them of the " dearest jewel
a w•oman owns." The screams of the intended
victims were heard on the shore, and must have
frightened the pirates themselves, for they were
soon content to land their fair cargo on Randall's
Island and sail away from it; but the consequences
were not so easily avoided. A relative and cham-
pion of the injured ladies has since met one-of the
I would-be ravishers, and told him to arm himself

forthwith, as he wanted to shoot him on sight.
The Alderman has fled, and the other guilty
offiials are begging for peace and forgiveness in
I the most craven and pitiful manner.

The "Geeat Eastern," John Brogham's lanst
burlesque, was produced by the Florences, at Wal-
lack's, on Monday last. For all the connection ,
the title has with the piece, it might as well have a
been called the Man in the Moon. Brougham t
wrote this trifle for them as a prologue or intro-
ductory to their season, entitling it " The Tycoon,"
for which purpose it would have answered very a
well, but the delay and the misnomer has spoiled
it. It is devoid of the slightest pretension to plot
or story, and amounts to nothing more than a pro-
misonuas dialogue, a few pretty scenic effects,
some poor singing, worse ballet-only redeemed
frompositive dullness by occasional witty and
sparkling hits Brougham cannot help making.

Brougham himself is taking his farewell of us at
Niblo's in his inimitable burlesques. The house
has been throngingly attended, and " Pocahontas"
and "Columbus" have enjoyed a second youth,
proving as endurable as a "thing of beauty."
Bourcicault is also going to Europe and taking an
ostentatious and self.applauding adieu of the
American public at the Winter Garden. If what
Dion publishes be true, we are a very ungrateful
people to let him go without offering him the Ty-
coonship of America, as he it is to whom we are
indebted for our independence, dramatically speak-
ing.

I found
the road as good, cars as comfortable, and the con-
ductors as gentlemanly, on the tireatNorthern anl
Jackson ltailroad, as any that I have been on since,
and we have great reason to be proud of our South-
ern road. Would that we had a dozen more such,
branching oil' to coery available point from our
good city of New Orleans.

We made exact time to Canton, sharp 8 o'clock,
where, having performed our ablutions in a very
limited manner, we sat down and enjoyed a very
wholesome, good breakfast of corn-bread, chicken
and other ixtens, for the moderate rate of fifty
cents, principally in cash. But here we change
cars for the first time, and proceed on our way re-
joirings To persons traveling by railroad for any
distance. I would recommend each one to carry a
small, well stuffed pillow; it is invaluable for
ladies and children, and even for those of the
sterner and harder sex it will not be found uncom-
fortable to fill up a corner of the seat with, or to
lay your head upon when disposed for a nap. One
other suggestion and I have done, as fur as railroad
traveling is concerned, and it is this : Don't forget
the s,,allflask-not too small, either; the water at
many places is scarcely drinkable, being brackish
and of bad taste ; and an early grave is inevitable
unless you are furnished with the elixir of life in
the shape of a bottle of good old eato detvie.

The cotton fields looked in a very flourishing
condition, with every prospect of an immense
crop-atleast lehould judge so from the uniformity
and general appearance of the plant. For miles
and miles you could see but little difference in it;
in some fields, of course, it was not as high as in
others: but where it was small it was al small,
showing, of course, that it had been planted later
than the higher and better grown plant. It all
looked green and blight, and full of life, and did
not seem to have suffered either from want of water
or sun. So with the Indian corn crop all over the
Western States. The farmers have never made
such a crop as is no w growing, and the rudversal
exclamation is, What shall we do with it? Go
where you will, it's the common topic of conversa-
tion, the immense crop of corn. The wheat crop
is only so-so-fair, bat nothing to boast of, either in
quantity or quality. Oats do., and hay do.; but
there is no danger but what there will be plenty of
each and more than snafilient to supply all we
need and have some left besides.

At Jackson, Tenn., between 9 and 10 P. M, we
changed cars again for Columbus, at which place
we took the steamboat for Cairo-some twenty or
twenty-five miles-which we reached at about 4
o'clook. After breakfasting on the boat we took
up our line of march for the Illinois Central Bail-
road car, into one of which we enaconsed our-
selves preparatory to our departnretor lt. Loeis.
This was on the morning of the glorious Fofgth,
the anniversary of a nation'eglory, and which was

brought more particularly to our notice while sit-
ting in that car, by the booming of a cannon placed
on top of the levee,and whose sound reverberated
over many a distant hill in the surrounding States,
e awakening the people to the recollection that this
was the nation's holiday, this was the anniversary
of the day that gave Liberty to nations (not nit-

gers) to come forth as freemen should do and par-
ticiate in its proper celebration.
All along thle road parties of happy folks, some

in wagons, some on horses, and some on foot, were

pushing on to some point or place where more
than ordinary preparations had been made for a
good time. All seemed to be in the hight of good 11
humor and bent on enjoyment. Shout after shout
went up as we rushed by them in the train, and
each Jatlon that we stopped at the rush on hoard
was tremendous: however, no accident occurredl,
and we arrived safely at Aden (I think) where we
took cars for St. Louis, at which place we arrived
at about 2 o'clock P. M-making tile time from New
Orleans in forty-two hours-which was pretty con-
siderably quick traveling, don't you think? We
found the city as quiet as a deserted village; in
fact it was pretty well emptied-but few people in
the streets--stores all closed-no life about any of e
the hotels-an occasional cracker popped off, was
the only evidence we had of its being the glorious
Fourth. But we soon found out the cause of this
quiet--everybody almost was oft on some excur-
sion or other. But towards night a different state
of things was exhibited-the streets were literally
crammed with people, lager flowed in great pro-
fusion, good hmtor, fun and frolic were in the as-
cendant, and the whole city seemed given up to
revelry and pleasure.
Having recovered somewhat from my fatigue, I

started out from tie Planters' House to visit the
theater, and found the delicate Ben and his fascina-
ting and incorrigible friend, to say nothing of the
handsome (:lee-son, all in fine health and spirits
and blooming as full-blown roses. Theatricals
have been at a rather low ebb in St. Louis this sea-
son. Nothing seemed to amuse the public-not
even the always attractive Ravels, who quit a few
days ago in disgust and gave place to the Sanford
troupe, a company of negro minstrels, who seem
to possess a good deal of talent, and who were
playing to a very htirhouse that night. The theater
closes for tihe season on the 14th inst. to undergo
repairs and improvements. I hear great accounts
of what is to be the order of the day (or rather ,of
the night) at the St. Charles next season. Mr. B.r IeBar is now on his way to New York to engage

all the talent of the country, and more, too; how-
e over, mum's the word. We shall see what we
