TALK ON 'CHANGE.

There was not much talk yesterday, nor were
there any great gatheriong on the flags the day
previous. The sulnlmer solstice has come and gone;
the dog days are approaching, but whether for
good or evil, will be solved at the proper time.
There is eolnidcrable falling off in the heat of the
weather. From the interior the accounts are more
favorable : showers of rain have fallen here and
there, ani relieved the fear, and anxieties of many
thousand;. At this early pleriod we hardly know
how to consider the manny favorable accounts of
the growing cotton. Iolls are opening rapidly,
and in slome sections 1e learn that picking will

Colemenoce this week and the next.
In our issue yesterday we published the half-

weekly accounts, othlerwise the nmilitia advicen,
fromn Europe for the half-week ending or lip to tne

Ith inst.
The ;ales of cotton for the three business days

ending tthe id inst. were 25,000 bales. Low prices
seemed to be an inducement for speculators to
come forward. The English funds continued
steady and unchllangd. Consuls for meoney-not
credit or account--closed at 94), ex dividend.
Well, that is nothing to boast of, nor was the in-
formation worth the cost of telegraphing. We have
an offset. Our city fliuds closed steady and sound
yesterday. Our city consols are not freely olffered;
they are sound and worth l!ei90. Another tele-
graphic dispatch quotes lMr. Bull's consols as hav-

ing closed for money at ,tijtiu3. Our consols are
just as sound as IBritish consols. Very little re-
spect is paid to the quotations of British consols,
French rentes, or otlher seclrities of the European
monarchies; they are all bankrupt, and England
can never ilay her national debt.
But never nlind British funds ; let us talk about

what is going forward on our flag-. There is very
little desire to operate in cotton. MIost of the cot-
ton brokers have gone fishing, hunting, prospect-
ing, traveling here and there, so that there is
scarcely a corporal's guard to be met with on the
flags. In fact, there appears to be very little
doing on Carondelet street, beyond patronizing the
great weed from which the curling smoke arises
majestically now and then.
The private correspondence by the Arabia read,

very unfavorably. The slaughtering of cotton will
commence in earnest by the alt of August. The
following letter we received by the Arabia. We
have had a good deal to say about the Liverpool
and Msanchester Cotton Supply Association, and
the petty subscriptions of twenty-five dollars or
five pounds sterling each. We have not heard that
the Lancashire spinners have hired any more
planters' overseers or agriculturalists who raised
cotton in the Territory of Mississippi, State of
Iowa. It is now about twenty-two years since
some pretended residents of Mississippi emigrated
to British India, under the auspices or inducements
of British gold and the BritishGovernment to raise
the etaple, ;bt the culti-ation of a supply of cotton
in that remote region has proved a complete fail-
are, and the American overseers who sold them-
selves have gone into obsoarity and insignificance.

The following commmucation gives some inkling
of the Lancashire and Liverpool cotton trade
operators :
Per Arebih] LarneRoL, Janm 30, 10o0.

Dear Bit-Some two or three years ago a Cotton
Supply Association was formed in Lancashire to
increase the production of cotton all over the world.
Petitions were sent to Parliament asking the aid'of
Government in building railroads and canals in
India, and in all other manners and ways to atimu-
late the production of cotton in India. It was
asked that Coolies should be sent to the West In-
dies and other British non-producing (for want of
labor) cotton regions. Cotton seed was offered to
all quarters of the globe, and every piece of in-
formation as Ito growaing and preparing cotton for
Lancashire was offlered to the union formed io all
benighted " snots " where it was presumed cotton
could be grown.
Mliraclously, ithe Southern States of the Union in

America have produced a crop unparalleled, and
now the Lancashire people find a stock of cotton
suollicient for six montihs sunpply, or until thle pcelied
to expect i nl>orts of anothe r cop. hlle, I, l tle

Parties holding bills of
lading (cotton) against bills unaccletetd or unlilpaid
are sail to be ordering sales, regardless of price.C
or results: in cnllequtlene, there is no regularity
8's to lrats, and it is aid claesiticati.ns are aillost
obliterated. The report is the banks, either from
inability or disinclination, reelse to assist those
who wouild be disposed to hold cotton to meet the
regular demand, and those who try to hold are left
to the tender merceics of London discount houses or
shaverrs.

VlWhat seems so sumprising is that, while cotton is
and must be lohing heavily, enormous amounts of
bills are not dishonored or unpaid. Yet there are
few or no failures. It may be that they are coming,
for the trade seems to be carried on under the
" housh" sycstemn.

The wolthler continues, up to this moment, ex-
ceedingly. cold, and much apprehension is enter-
tained regarding the grain crop of this country.
The papers give you a better and fuller account
than lean. It is considered an important adjunct
to the prosperity of the cotton trade of this country
that there should be a good harvest. There is yet
time, with favorable weather, for a good harvest.
Should your sprinlg and summer be as unpropitious
as the seasons lhere, the growing crop of cotton
woould be affected aud csause t great rebound in
prices. I believe, generally, five mlillion bales of
cotton in the United States is considered the quan-
tity now necessary for the supply, and a crotp of
tbht amount is expected, with a favorable season.

The accounts from your side show numerous ndli
continual showers of wiond and hail in various sec-
tions, indicating an iterrluption to tilhe naltural sod
usual progress of the seasons. The season tao-
doucing tlic sllort crop I' IofS 53 7 was interrupted"
by frequent storms of wind lnod hail. This seasou
may be so, though it is not certain it will. The
drought which is reported to Iave prevailed in the
cotton regions may and naturally should be fol-
lowed by rains. It these rains shouldl be of many
weeks continuation, nore daluage frol that cause
may be upprellended than from drought. Koos

The accounts frossm Manchester slmw ant indica-
tioln on the part of spinners and manufacturers to
abate somewhat if large contracts can be made.

On the levee there is some business going for-
ward; as muchl as usual at tlhis season of the year,
and in some respects more so. There appears to
be a large quantity of general merchandise going
forward by the several coast boats trading as high
up as Vicksburg. The crops on the banks of the
river--cotton and corn-look luxuriant. We re-
gret to remark, our talk will not apply to every
section of the great Southwest.

We desire thatno
one becomes alarmed about a solitary case of
vomito, for there las not been a summer for the
last forty-live years but tlere has been a case of
yellow fever. No, not one smumer, we verily be-
lieve., We expect to observe flaming dispatches
by telegraph in every Northern paper--particu-
larly those envious of New Orleans-that the yel-
low fever is in New Orleans. If it should prevail
in our good city thi. season, we will agree to put
it through to Baltimore, Philadelphia and New
York, via express and railroad, in three and a half
days; so prepare, all believers in contagion.

nately snowing and raining heavily, from which
they derived a double advantage. Their adversa-
ries were all hampered by rain-costs and water-
proof., ill-prepared to use their arms, while they
themoelves were enabled to conceal beneath the
same ample vestments their equipments and costs
of mail, and approach close without giving rise to
nslpicion. The distance to be traversed was so

short, they were limited as to choice of place, for
thel Go-tai-ro's mansion stands on a gentle acclir-
ity, five hundred paces from the bridge and gate
leading to the Tycoon's palace; and a broad road
between the house and the bridge lies along the
edge of tihe great moat.

A wider space is formed by a broad road which
debouches on the bridge coming from the city, at
the angle where the roads meet, and here they
made their attack, one of their nnmber pretending
to thrust himself between the advanced guards
and tile norrimon which bore the Ijegent. Those
immediately about hlio persen on each side rushed
to the front, when the rest of the conspirators,
profiting by the confusion, and throwing off their
rain-cloaks, discuvered themselves armed to the
teetll in coals of mail, and made a dash at the
norrimon, severing the hauds of some of the
hearers at a blow, and making desperate thrusoets
throughi the sides of the vehicle in which tile (Go-
tai-ro was seated. Several of the attendants were
cut downs: two of the assailants were killed on the
spot. While tile melee continued some officers
freom the adjoining Damio's house, seeing the
danger of the (:o-tairo, rushed out, and snatching
tile norrihan .up in their arms bore it away, and
thus irescued its occupant from his perilous posi-
tion-not, however, before lie hlind received several
severc wounds.

The attacking party,seeing all was lost and over-
powered by numbers, took to flight. One being
too badly wounded to make good his escape, after
n shsort effori, his companions instantly strunck off
his head and one of them ran off with it, so that,
living or dead,.its owner might tell no tales. This
man was only arrested at some distance and after
he had dashed through a gateway across the road:
His Ilight cost the officer in charge of the gate ina
life, as lse was ordered the next day to perform the
" harikiri," and dispatch himself, as the penalty of
his inelfficient guard. The Damio, also, whose of-
tice it is to guard tile bridge and gate which lead to
the Tycuones, and whose house is situated just at
the angle, has been imprisoned within his own
walls, and to-doy, as I rode past, Isaw his gateway
hoarded up. He is not even allowed to cook any
food, but, under cover of the night, his people are
.aid to be allowed to find means of saving him and
his family from dying of starvation.
From this rapid history of the affair in its leading

circumstances, it will he seen that such an event
is swell calculated to give rise to serious retentions
as to the state of the country. So far as I have the
means of judging, it has created a profound sensa.
tion among the ruling powers. All the gates of
the city were closed last nightt a large increase to
the number of police and officers attached to each
of the legations was instantly made, with a brief
verbal intimation that they were anxlous for our
safety. I had only just arrived from Yokuhama
the morning of the attack, having left both my
colleagues there after our consultations on the
spot as to the distribution of land. Since then new
gates, fences, and guard houses have sprung up in
various directions, about the legations and In the
city.
jn the third day after the event the Minister of

Foreiga Aflitirs sent two of the governors to give
me official informntion of the scantiest kind, and
that in some degree extorted, to the purport that
an attack had been made. Several of the assail-
ants had been seized, and they were in hot pursuit
after the remainder, who certainly could not long
escape, lince in their lhando they held the means
(by torture was implied, .lut not expressed) of
gaining all needful information. Two of those who
tfled, it is relported, linding their pursuers gaining
upon them, deliberately stopped, and laying bare
the abdiomel, pierforled thIe " heri-kiri," it being
a point of honor never to interrupt or interfere,
even for tile ends of justice, with a man so honor-
nably engaged.

Iticre, then, is tihe highest. personage in the
empire, aftcr the Milkado and T'veon, close to
his own residence, on the great highway of the
official and noated quarter, surrounded by his own
retinue, (always ia large onec) preceded by ai h
brother of the Tycoon, with Iis retinne still in
sight, and followed by another high Damio and his L
escort, all of whom, it appears, were mute specta- a
tors, attactned by a small armed band, varionsly t
representedas ten and seventeen in number, with tI
a desperation which shows they must have deliber-
ately consented to the sacritfice of their lives to
obtain the end. Tloy were the Prince of Mltto's
men, one of the "Go-san-kay," as the three d
brothers of the Tycoon are styled, a disaffected t
piretender of the succession. His territory lies some II
seventy miles from Jeddo, behind the head of the
Bay, and it is said they are a prey to insurrection
among the followers. The old Prince, soon after a
the death of the late Tycoon, was deposed for plot- I
ting against tihe young Tycoon, and his son, a man n
about forty, was installed in hls plane--such being
the usual practice when the head of a house falls t
into disgrace. e

We aplpear in the Isles of Japan, then, to be
transported back to Europe in the sixteenth and
seventeenth centuries, or still earlier when feudal
princes and nobles lived surroimded by armed re- d
atiuers, raised their own levies,and wsged war on

each other, or their suzerain, as passion or interest h
ttmiglt noggest-chiefs who had settled their own
feuds by a gueltapens for the assassination by their ti
followers of an obnoxious rival-the times of our a
own Riclhards and Henrys-of Francis 1., the
Charles and Henrys of France, or the Guelphs and r
Ghibeiines of Italy.

The question which first sugges its elf on a re-
view of the facts is one of grave importance. Is f
this a commencement of a civil war for the succes.e
sion, or merely a feud between the Prince of Mite, J
and I-ikamoinohami, the hereditary regent of a
minor, or wasn it merely an attack of "looningo,"
as the :overntment would have n believe-dibuand- f
ed soldiers and rltlians? t0

Wihatever may be the true answer, a country
where seventeen tuii ian be found, at the biddingof any master, to dewvit tthemselotves with a sort of
heroic contempt for death, almost without a i
chance of escape, and to that which is more ter-
rible still, torture such as tile Japanese employ
with truly Oriental refinement, can offer little
security either to individuals or governments. I
And to this conclusion the Ministers and Councils d
of State would appear to have arrived, if one
might trust their own acts and speech.

As regards the foreign representatives here and t
tile consuls at Kanagawa, eitner the Japanese ofl
cials designedly exaggerate their sense of alarm
(too ready as they are to turn everything to ac
count in order to curtail our liberty and make us
virtually prisoners in their keeping), or they have
seen cause for great anxiety. Theyhave certainly
displayed no ordinary diligence in providing osten-
sible means of protection. I say ostensible, for if
it were indeed a part of the designs of any Damio, t
as it has been said to be that of the deposed Prince
of Hito and others, to have us mannacred in order to
emhbril the actual government with the Western
powers, I cannot say I have any faith in our two-
sworded otficials: 1 doubt if they would be the
slightest safeguard against such determined assail-
ants as those who recently undertook to kill the
l Gotai-ro in the midst of his escort: and wihere tilcesucame from, more, doubtless, are to be found of the
salie stam•l

When the ministers, then, send two Governors of
IForeign Antirs, as they have done to-day, with in-

5s1ructions to urge upon tie and tmy colleague thev extreme danger of stirring outtside ourgates,there
being so many of these amle

loeanings" abroad,

and requested that we would consent to imprisen
ourselves within our respective legations, or take
the risk and peril of anything that might happen
I on ourselves, it is difficult to say what are the pro-

t iortions of troth and of statecraft which enter
into such representatione. I could only answer
that under no circumstances could teonsent to this
virtual imprisonment, or release them from their
iresrponsibility to afford efltcient pratection; and
linally, that such danger as they hintetod at would
reach me just as certainly withiothe gates of the
legation as without.
