8pecal to the New Orleans Cresot.l
KvE-W•.•', July 10, 1800.

Mr. Editor-The ship Castilian, sent out by the
Colonization Society, received four hundred slaves
on board, and sailed on the 30th alt. for Cape
Mount, Africa. The debarkingof thdso people ex-
cited among themselves no enthusiasm at the pros-
pect of their return, but tearful and stolid they
moved from the depot to the wharf, passed into
the boats and reached the ship.

The Crusader, Capt. Maflit, during her recent
cruise, fell in with ashore, on Ceyo Verde, the
French bark Solide,from Macao, with five hundred
Asiatics, bound for Havana. She fortunately res-
cued her, and saved the lives of all on board.

She towed into Neuvitas the Spanish brig Pedro
Sadcho ; also the American bark John Henry was
fallen in with ashore, but owing to the condition of
her boilers, was unable to get her oil. She spoke t
one hundred and forty-seven vessels during her 1
cruise.

The Mohawk, Capt. Craven, has also rendered
efficient aid to commerce and humanity, taking
into Matanzas the crew and some portions of the
cargo of the Spanish brig Bella, stranded on Gin-
ger Key shoal. She was from Valencia bound to
Matanans.

The Fourth of July was celebrated in a very pa-
triotic manner. We had no oration, but many
pleasant speeches at the social gatherings. The
Crusader and the command at the Barracks fired
national salutes, and the war vessels and the cupo-
las of the town were profusely dressed in ranco
flags. The evening closed by a handsome ball at
the Barracks, given by the officers here.

The Wildfire sold for $5800, and sailed for Ha-
vana on the 5th inst.

The William brought $1504, and the French bark
$4800.

As yet we have had no rain. Everything isvery
dry and water in the clsterns getting low.

Undoubt-
edlytdre wasee a severe storm over some large
area on the Atlantic, and in that storm the balloon
wpaul certainly have been lost. When one of these
Atlantle storms oncurs, the mass of air changes
density so mnch that a balloon of the usual size
cannet insteln itself at all. It must fall to the
lower stratum of air, and when there the winds are
pIeiesly the reverse of these above, and of course
they drive the balloon back as long as it keeps up
at all. None of tese difficulties can be foretold
for many hours, and theyr are so frequantly over
the OGul Stream, i June and July, as to render the
chasne of avoiding them less than one in ten.

The trunth is, that if no storm should be encon-
tered, the Atlantic might eaeb' be crossed east-
ward, the balloonist easily fgetting to the English
coast, though able to go to.Faris if he could keep
up high enough. A vast body of air steadily flows
northeastward, at an elevaton of two to tea or
fifteen thousand feet, during all the months of mod-
erate temperature, failing only in midsummer and
midwinter. But no balloon can be sustained for
any great length of tinme in this corrent when a
storm is prevailing, with its inevitable counter-cur-
remts below. In a heavy northeast storm, the
tballoon would invariably settle so low as to be

t driven back southwestward ; and in the commotion
of the dense cloudiness of the lower strata at that
time, tbhe air travelers would, in all probability,
Svery soon find themselves In the sea.

The usual gatherings nertaiuing to the season o ,

It is well known r
that many Liverpool folks, with their branches in y
New York and elsewhere, went several times into I
our market daring the season and purchased at all
sorts of prices. Many of these buyers and agents
went ahead, regardless of what the results might
be. In fact, New York jockeyism has been well
carried out in our market this season, and we have,
or those interested, only calmly and quietly to
await the results.

There was very little doing on the flags of t
Tehoupitoulas, Poydras and New Levee yesterday.
The stocks of Western productions are full and up
to the present demand.
Talking of Western produce, brings up tile

swindling practiced on the part of the coopers and
makers of the barrels and kegs intended to receive
lard. We were witness to the weighing of a keg a
which had contained lard, and the keg alone

weighed twenty-sne pountads. There has been an
immensity of this kind of swindling going on for
the past two or three years. Some of the lard kegsi
are made of the heaviest kind of oak, thle staves t
being from one inch to one and a half inch thick.
Tihe great city of Pork.apnlis (Cincinnati) is distin-
guished for occasional flights of fancy in the pack.
ing and putting up of lard. The tare on keg lard
ought now to be, to meet the demands of justice
and equity, fully 30 )elt.

Some of the New York circulars and letter-writ-
ers are prating about the neow crop of cotton, and
commenting on early receipts. The first bale
of the growth of 18do0 has been received and for-
warded away East. Possibly it may be in Liver-
pool on Monday next. Picking has already been
commenced on several estates on the borders of
the Mississippi river, and after this week the daily
announcement of the receipts of cotton of this sea-
son's growth will cease to be a novelty. As re-
gards the extent of the crop, there are weeks of tl
time to intervene, which may be attended with the
usual vicissitudes and casualties of the season now
advancing.

The weather has changed. Though the sun
poured down yesterday on the flags and square
block pavement with great force, there was a
coolness followed the slight shower of rain which a
came up about 3 o'clock.

We have a communication treating of the Mobile
mail line of boats. It is useless to be commenting
on this monopoly, or the management of the boats I
employed in the mail service between this city and
the sea-shore suburbs. The sojourners and resi-
dents at Pass Christian are able to build two or
more boats to meet the wants of the sea-shore
communities. Daily communication between the
city, via Proctorville, can (e secured by purchas-
ing or building a boat similar to the Madisonville
boats. It requires no more time to make the pan- a
sage across Lake Borgne from Proctorville to Bay
St. Louis and Pass Christian, than it does to make
the trip from port Pontchartrain to Madisonville.
The delay of the coast packet Alabama, on Mon-
day night last, could not be avoided. No blame
nor censure can be attached to the boat or tile
proprietors. True, it was rather hard for our Pass
Christian denizens to wait nearly all night for the
boat. Our Pass Christian citizens have the remedy
in their own hands; they have the appiliances of
wealth and credit to build one boat, two or inore
boats for the lake service. Inaugurate a line of
daily boats from the city, via the Mexican Gulf
road, to these two popular resorts-Bay St. Louis
and Pass Christian. What will be the amount of
capital required to procure two boats of the bur-
then of the Pamlico? Not much exceeding the
sum of seventy-five thousand dollars.

The Pass and Bay citizens had no communica-
tion yesterday only by the new route ; that is, to
take the mail boat for Mobile, and be transferred
to the Alabama, which boat would land them at
the respective places of destination, weather per-
mitting. If the weather would not permit of
which, (the passengers are not allowed to be the
judges) it is not stated whether they would be
carried to Mobile and brought hback or not. But
really we begin to.entertain the idea that Admiral
Day, Commodore Heine, Sergeant Wolfe, or some
other name and citizen Geddes are piling it on
I rather too strong for the comfort and convenience
of our citizens and sea-.hore suburbs.
