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IMPORTS AN D EXPORTS.

For the fiscal year, ending the 30th of June, the
imports from foreign countries at New York city
amounted in vaneo to two hundred and thirty-four
millions of dollars. This is a large sum for one
single port; but it most be recollected that we
receive the bulk of our imports at New York.
That city receives more of our importations from
abroad than all the other cities put together.

This Is thirteen millions in value more than New
York ever before imported in one year. Notwith-
standing tile commercial revulsion of llree years
ago, we have enlarged our imports at one single
point thirteen millions of dollars. When we add
the increased importations at this city, at Balti-
more, Charleston, Norfolk, and other cities, the
aggregate will foot up a much larger sum, we sos
pect, than most people suppose.

Nearly one-half of this large importation at New
York was for dry goods alone. It consisted
mostly, we suppose, of French laces, silks and
other articles of dress wherewith our beautiful
American lidies bedeck themselves. The re-
mainder consisted of groceries arld general mer-
chandise. Our re.ports, for thle same period, from
New York city, increased twenty millions in vale,
in articles of produce and merchandise, and nearly
twelve millions in specie.

The question naturally suggests itself to every
mind, how in it that we are enabled to import and
pay for three or four hundred millions of foreign
merchandise every year? Comparatively little of
it ais aid ior by specie shiprments. The selecie we
export does not much more than pay the interest
on the money which our various railroad, State
and mnlicipal corporations owe to foreign capital-
ists. The answer to the question, however, is
obhvious. We are enabled to pay for these heavy
imports with the agricultural produclions of our
country; and, mainly, with that article which is
the exclusive product of slave labor-the cotton of
the South.

For tihe year ending June 30thls,I'., ur total
imports were two hundred and eighty-three mil-
lions-very little more than the ilmprts at New
York city alone for the year past. But this was
the year after the panic, wlien our colmilercial
operations were con-iderably restricted. For the
year previous, ending 30th of June, 1n,7, our im-
ports were three hundred and sixty millions in
value. All traces: of the commercial distress of
't7 having now disappeared, it would not surprise
us if tile value of our imports at all points fior tile
past year footed uip, in round numbers, four hlun-
dred millions of dollars.

Our imports for 1ut;i amounted to three hun-
dred and fourteen millions. The value of cotton
exported that year was one hundred and twenty-
eight millions-considerably more than one-third.
For 1t7 our imports were three hundred and
sixty irillions--value of cotton exported, one hun-
dred and thirty millions. Thus it will appear that
the single article of cotton alone pays for nearly
one-half of our imports from abroad. And this is
exclusive of the cotton consumed at home for
domestic purposes, and that used by the manufac-
turing establishments of the Northern States.

When we add to our cotton other articles of ex-
- ports which are exclusively of Southern produc-

tion-such as rice, hemp, tobacco, turpentine,
etc., and tile breadstuflf, which are the growth of
the South-we produce an aggregate which e:-
plains at once how it is that we are such heavy
importers from abroad. The productions of the
North are nearly all consumed at home. They
have little or nothing to export. It is tile product
of slave labor, aided by a climate and soil un-
equalled in tile world for varied and valuable pro-
ductions, that enables this country to obtain so
many of tile conveniences, comforts and luxuries
of the Old World, and to advance, with such giant
strides, in the race of population, material wealth
and civilization.

We saw it stated last year. on some reliable
authority, that this conatry was in debt to Europe.
in various ways, nearly six hundred millions of
dollars. Thie debt is for money borrowed by rail-
road corporations, and by State and city govern-
ments. The money is due to private capitalists,
and the interest must be annually paid. IHere is
about thirty millions of dollars every year that we
have to pay, that is apt to be overlooked in our
estimates of the balance of trade. In 1t.i3 we
exported fifty-four millions of dollars value in
gold nod silver coin and bullion-in 1..7 nwe ex-

"ported sixty millions. Wonderful, indeed, are the
resources of a country, which, with about thirty-
millions only of people, is able to conddct so ex-
tensive a conmmerce, and to spare so imuchlc i ale,

after feeding and clothing the entire papuir ti-l.
Anthetir lquesition tlt alrises is,. why the ulk

porting ? Why should l.oni.iana, which sends ofil
from her principal port over one hundred millions
of value every year, permlit New York to reap all
the profit of an import buti:aess of two hundred

and thigy millions rp dsn•nu? These are qoes-
tions we hne aveskedefore.-and they are questions
which the people oafie South are begining to ask
themselves. The result of the inquiry begins to be
apparent already. It is apparent in the steady in-
;ease of our Southern importations. They have

" payet reached the mark they ought to reach, and
ew drill be some years before they will. But it will

"i done sooner or later, and it is only a question
of time. When our export and import business
comes to amount to one thousand millions of dol-
lars per annum each way, and the Southern States
reap all those benefits of both to which they are
justly entitled, we may expect such a change for
the better in their condition as will put to shame
those ignorant libellers of our section who pro-
nounce our domestic institutions incomlptible with
the very highest social civilisation, and destructive
of the wealth, power ansud comfort of the people.

1 IDltch I:overlmllnent stoainer, and, with a large
ulite, landed at Dleptford on tile 3d May, 18391. By
ome unavoidable delay, Lord Ferrington. who had
•eon appointed by her tMajesty to receive the
'rinces, acconitpaied by M. do Tolstoy, arrived at
ihe pier iut five nlinutes after Alexander had
aundedt.

Hle.soon became the lion of the fashionable
world, and tile court spared no opportunity of
affording him tile means of gratifcation. On one
occasion he was invited by the Queen to accom-
pony her on horseback through Hyde Park. Having
aliglhted from their carriages at the gates, the
Grand Duke anticipated the pleasure of acting the
part of bean, coralier. But her Majesty, whether
intentionally or otherwise, desired that two of her
equerries should ride by her side, as usual. Alex-
cnder, feeling hurt at this, turned his horse's head
and left the party. He was, however, invited to
the opera in thle evening, when her Majesty did
not fail to rectify the misunderstanding of the
norning, and tile whole court felt gratified at the
reconciliation.

Amongst uomerous political characters with
lhomn he associated, may be mentioned Louis Na-

poleon, than an etile in England. They rode to-
gether on several eocasions and were on terms of
great intimacy.

After the usual introductory toasts, the heanltl of

ilhe Eperor Nicholas was propose, anlong the
gleatest entllolsiasm.

It. trozzo di Borgo. thie famous Rssboan Aolbas-

sador of Italian origin, 'eturning thanks alluded
to the important alliance between England and
Itussia, which doubtless would exit for centuries
to come. He refiarked that in spite of all the
obstacles and difficulties which were continually
presented by France to frustrate their amity, he
firmly believed that wisdom, frankness, and above
all, strength, would effectually overcome all French
nlachinations and intrigues.

Alexander's health having been drank amidst
deafening cheers, he astoni hed the company by
the enae and elegance with which he expressed
himself in the English language. In a short and
pithy speech he declared he never could forget
the complaisance and kind reception he had met
with in thic country, and hie vowed that no exer-
tion on his part chouli be spared to continue the
friendly relations between Great lhitail and
Russia.

Viscountl Mellbournoe, in an elaborate speeich,
passed in review tile various visits of the autocrats
of IRussia to these shores-Peter the (reat, who,
by the ,octs of the day, wascompared to Achilles,
to Evanllder : Alexander 1, a man to whose energy,
to whose enlightened politics and character this
country owed an everlasting debt of gratitude;
atso, the Fmpncror Nicholas, a man of hIonor, of
truth and justice-and now that of his son, the heir
to the throne, as being an additional pledge and
seenrity to the maintenance of peace and concord
between England and lussia : two nations formed
to to•e, esteem and admire each other ; two na-
tions whose discord and dissension would convulse
the civilized world to its center.
The Duke of Wellington congratulated himself

upon tihe fact that the adjournment of the IHouse
of Commonsa enabled him to partake of this grand
demonstration. He could not but feel proud of
the distinction conferred upon him as Field Mlar-
sllal of Iutosia by the Emperor Alexander I, whose
friendship he had tile Iappluess to enjoy, and
whicih was alo continued by tlhe ptceent Emperor
'icholas. HI expressed a hope that the power of
" capitall and enterprise"' would always perletuate
pceaoeand concord betwlen tie the o nations.

With Lord Londonderry's toast to the Ellmpress
mother the entertainment concluded, and a few
days afterwards Alexander bade adieu to the
Court of London, leaving behind him an impression
from all cla.sea that he possessed one of the most
generous hearts. Amongst the numerous recipienc
of his bounty may be mentioned six hundred Polish
reingees, whom he allowed to receive twelve shil-
lings per week uo long as they remained exiled.
On the 31it of May he left Mivart's Hotel and em
barked for the Rhine.

On his journey to St. Petersburg Ihe again visited
the petty Court of Pllrmutadt, where Ihe passed

several days in the charming society of the daugh-ters of the Grand Duke.

Finding all chances destroyed in this equarter, he
diretedd Alexander to visit the more inferior courts
of Germany w, ith :t vie of seeking a wife.

By virtue of the will of Peter the Great, it is irm-
perative that Princes of Russia should marry Gor-
nan l'rincesses, so that thie weaker States may
always, by family ties, seek the protection of Rus-

io, in tihe event of continental struggles. In the
ixth paragraph of this imperishable testament, it

expressly decreed that the wives of the rsiteiia
'ainces are always to be chosen among German
rI'iuceeese, to antiuent tile family relations and"to bind the interests of tGernany to our cause by

increasing our infiluence. ' Ont the other hand Ger-
anny, the nur:iery-ground for royal aspirants of
,-edloeki, ha never sufiered from a tdefciency inf

uither sex, and Russia being tile goal of the arm-
aition of all its montarche, they naturally desire,
at any sacrifice, to win her favor. Knowing well
that their throtes are mere bubbles, they are tie-
ceasitated. for their own safety, to seek in famiiy
ties that protection, without which they would
speedily be overthrown.

)On the 17th of March, 1.10, Alexatpder, for the
necond time, left St. Petersburg on his travels, ac-
rompanied by several general officers and his tutor,
Schukowsk3. IDuring his journey to Warsaw he
was seized with an attack of dysentery, which at
noe time was feared might prove fatal. Having

recovered he departed for Kalisch and Dresden,
where his pale and debilitated appearance created
tome uneasiness. He afterwards visited Weimar,
Frankfort, and arrived on the 12th of April at the
grand ducal palace of DArmstadt, escorted by M.
de Trotta, the adjutant of the Grand Duke Ludwig.

His entrance was a complete triumphal march
from the Louisenplatz to the Barriere of the Haia ;
the whole popalage had crowded to receive him.
The exciting effets of the enthusiasm expressed
by the people could not conceal from their eyes
the results of his late safferings, and by a strange
toincidence the object of his visit to this Court-
the Princess Mary-was also laboring under tile
effects of a severe cold caught at a ball given by
the Grand Duchess Stephanie, at her palace in

lanheim. This dowager Daohese of Baden, who
for many years maintained a quiet and unobserved
position in the fashionable world, has recently
gained a great prominency by reason of her rela-
1ion as aunt to Napoleon IIL Mary's mother,
Wilhelmine of Baden, was also a native of this
Dukedom; a daughter of the same petty Duke
Charles Ludwig, whose eldest daughter married
Alexander I of Russia. Though both Princesses
were of exceedingly easy morals, (Wilhelmione,
fary's own mother, publicly entertained liaisons
with her Grand Equerry, DeGrancy, a French emi-
grant, etc., etc.) the political jealousy between
the Empires of France, Austria and Prussia, exer-
cised a great influence if the resolving upon this

match. On the loth of April, at a private dinner
party in the summer residence of Kranichstein,
Alexander, who had become desperately enam-
oured of the young Princess Mary, (do Grancy I)
formally asked her Ihand of the Grand Duke. His
oter was immediately embraced by the weak
iudwig, who caused thie betrothal to be announced

in the official gazette. The same eveninga the be-
!rot!led presentedd tiel•o:lvt:s to the public at the

pae whl e thei young pair were received with
Irt at ncclanlation•.

Oit the lett of Jtaie the Eiltleror Nieiiilas. with
the Eltaut, ... ritd ifrom St. Plctrrburg ,iI
Franksfort to meet the bride. They alighted at the
lhicea Palace, when Alexander presented to his
father his future wife. Mary impressed with awe
on approaching the monalrcht whoela all Euroipe
feared, sank on her knees, but Nicholas. perceiving
ihr sonflaion. rai•,d the trembling girl to his arms
and embraced her cordially. After a ahort sojouru
the Imperial family left for Biberich and Ems,
where the .Marquiis de Custine thus describes the
appearance of the bridegroom Alexander:
" The HIereditary (rand Duke has just arrived at

:ms, preceded by ten or twelve carriages and fol-
lowed by a numerous suite. I found myself at the
aide of the Grand Duke, among the curiols crowd,
as he descended from his carriage. Before enter-
ing the house he stood for a long time at the door
of the baths in conversation with a Russian lady,
so that I had time to examine him. $e looks his
exact age, which is twenty. His person is tall but
a little too stout for so young a man. His features
would be fine, were it not for a puffiness that im-
pairs his physiognomy. His face is round, but
rather German than Russian, and suggests what
the Emperor Alexander amust have been at the
same age, without, however in tlny way recalling
the IEalmouch type.

it will assume iti dt ftuitive character. The habitual
Iaumor it now denotes is mild and benevolent. Be-
tween the recidy smile of the eyes and the con-
stant eontraeliou of the moutlh there is however
a disrepltauey that bespeaks very moderate frank-
nee•, and perhaps some internal grief. The cha-
gri of youth, the age when Ilappiness is man's
natural due, is a secret always the better kept that
is a imystery even to the suflirer. The Prince's ex-
pression is one of lindness ; his stcp is light and
gacefullynoble-truly that ofaprince. His whole
being wears the impress of perfect good breeding.
If he should ever reign he will amake himself
obeyed, not by terror, but by the attraction of hisinherent grace: unless the necessities that cling

to a Russian Emperor's duty should alter his char-
acter as well as his position * * * * I
have again oeen the Hereditary Grand Duke, and
have hadl a long and ciose examination of him. Ite
was not dressed in uniform, which gives him a stif'
and swollen look. The ordinary costume suits him
much better. His manners are agreeable, his gait
noble, and without the stiffness of the soldier ; and
the peculiar grace that distinguishes him recalls
the singular charm belonging to the Sclavonian race.
There is not the vivacious passion belonging to the
warm countries, nor the iimpertnbable coldness of
the Nord; but a mixture of Southern simplicity,With Scandius visa melancholy. The Sclavonians are
white Arabs. The (lrand Duke is more thian half
•German, but there are German Slcavoeitslls il

IMecklenburg, as well as in some parts of llolstein
andtit Pruieat.
" Notwithstruding his youth, thte Prince's face

is not so agreeable as his figure. His complexion
has lost its freehnesb ; it is visible that lie is a suf-
ferer. The eyelid droolps over the outer cornerof
the eye with a mnelancholy betraying already the
cares of more advanced age. His pleasing mouth
is not without sweetness, and his Grecian profilereclals the medals of the antiqune or the portraits of
the Empress Catharine; but beneath that air of

kindness, almost always conferred by beauty,
youth and German blood, it is impossible not torecognize a force of dissimilation thai terrifies one
in so young a Iwan, This trait is, doublitss, the

eal of destiny, and makes me believe that the
Prince is fated to ascend the throne. His voice har

ma elodious tone, a thing rare In his family, and a
gift he has received from his mother.
"He stands out among the younger men of his

suite without anything to stamp the distance ob-
ervable between them, unless it be the perfect
grace of his whole person. Grace always denotes
nn amiable turn of mind; so much of the soul en-
ters into the gait, tihe expression of the physiog
onmy, and the attitude of the man. The one un-
der examination is at once imposing and agreeable.

,ervous debiiity, remaineid an Ens to recruit her
trenlgth; while our Grand Duke, with his bride
Mary, rlpturned to her father's palace at D)arm-
otadt. Alexander and his gay companions soon
transformed this peaceful German town intoalittle

evels, in the true Muocovite style, completely un-
settled the good Teutonic citizens. Te heheraliers
d'ind"lstrle irom all the neighboring watering-
places, from Himburg, Esis, Wiesbaden -and
laden-Baden, flocked to iDarmstadt, with the view t
of maliing rapid fortunes. The town abounded
toith gamtblers froltmall countries in the *rld. No
respectable female could show herself in the streets
:ithout fear of being grossly insulted, and, how-
cver servile the feelings of the good citizens were,
they seemed rather annoyed at tile disgraceful con-
duct of the imperetal .suite. ite guests might often
he seen sitting at the open windows of ile hotels,
with their legs exposed, in true Yankee style; and
then, attti-ctid iby so strange a tpectacle. a mobt

had asser,,bld, the 1ru-.alns greeted tlem witt I
howls and yells o tihe mlost savage nature. After-

w;rds, as atu asis,,e isorable, they woruld throwI
undtfull of eloppets amoiong the jrowd. Thiec-rambline and confusion caused them much mer-
riment; but, detiermiined to have genuine sport,
pegn, glasses. bottles and other missiles were in-
eluded in the donations, whiich, of coe:rse pro-
duced several broken heads among tle recipients
of their bounties. The police, who were generally
present at these anusements,regarded the discom-

One of the great-
est obstacles which presented itself to the happi. I
ness of Mary was the necessity that she should I
renounce the Protestant and embrace the Greek
faith. Her father, however, who was not so sern-
pulous in religious matters, soon convinced her by
force of persuasion and argument of her folly; and,
accordingly, she received with good grace a mern-
her of the Church who had been expressly sent
from St. Petersburg to effect her conversion. And
thus the descendant of Philip the Magnanimous,
the staunch upholder and defender of Luther, de-
serted that faith for which her great ancestor had
so vigorously fought and bled!

Notwithstanding the uncourteous and outrageous
behavior of Alexander and his clique, the Mayor
and Corporation of Darmstadt resolved at a muni-
cipal meeting, to present him with the freedom of
Itp city. They prepared in an elaborate manner a
magnificent diploma, even at very great cost, cer- -tifying his title to the privileges of their ancient bo-
rough. But Alexander, for some unknown cause, i
eftused this plroferied honor, and the mayor and
corporation had to swallow their chagrin.
Satiated with the fites and pleasures of Darm-

stadt, Alexander expressed his determination of
completing his tour, and, leaving his bride in the 1
rare of his mother, who had engaged to take the i
charge of conducting her to St. Petersburg, ancconm-
panied by his suite he took leave of the Duke
,udwig, lis pre-ent father-in-law.
