IN AT THIE STOCK LANDIIG.

This meeting, in pursuance of the announcement
heretofore made, took place last evening at thoe lo-
cality del.ignated. Of course, it was not to iee ex-
pected that the C:natl street monster mcetings
would be eclipsed in numbero, ,bt quite a cosy
little crowd gathered for tie occnsion, and quite .
lively olie it got to be before the termination.

Mr. Jamles tIif, of Olhe I'ieaiyune, was then intro-
duced, and addrensedi tile meeting at iconsiderable
length, and upon tile concluoion of his remarks tile
following retolotions were read:

Whlerea, distinguished and patriotica citizens,
withllout re•ard to l ieraonal aggrandizemlient, or
partly or sectioti.nl almboition, adoplited and recoil-
mlaeOded a nationil and cocnservative platform re-
presenting tile true sentiment of thie P'residency
uanl Vice-Plresidency, who are enolnently suitable
and frllotworthy ; therfllore ke it

lc.u'trueed, That the United States is a Con-
federacy of Sovereign IRepublifs, and that tlhe sov-
erceigity of the several Stater is limited only 'l tlhe
powers delegatedl in tle I'elderal Constitution : that
tlhe Constitution, the fruit of revolutiolnary valor and
wisdom, and the richest political inheritance ever
enjeloyed by a great and tree peolllei. in, i it-t aplro.
prilate olhere, the Sopreme Law of tllhe land, and tile
Supreme Court is the legally constituted tribunal
for its just and auill,)ru itative expoxition. 'fT e people
in everyorooarter of the Republie fire undler thrl
highest odligations known to mankind, to up!lold
thloe Constitution, with tile same firmness and
fidelity. i1n respect to the protection atforded tile
peculiar institiitioe o oother sections, that, they

iupfold i in regard to it proteetion of their own
in-titnlioniO
That the Union, the product and development of

thle ('costitution is a political edifice, whichl for
vwisdom, patriotism and moeganitnmity is without a
paorallel in either ancient or modern history; thit
it is our strength anod security against dollne-tic
treason and foreigntinvasioun our pride and honor,
our title to respect abroad, ond the light and ex-
ample of tile world in an advanciog age oln civil
liberty, lluman progrens atnd happiness. Its dis-
rnpion weold be the failore of the grand experi-
meat of self-government, and would result, alter a
fiery ordeal of civil war and utter anarchy, in the
establishment of file throne of military despotismo
on the ruins of the Republic.

That civil liberty is based upon law; that the
rights of person, of life, of property, the pursoit of
happines--all that is meant by liberty-consist in
and are secured by obedience to juet and equal
laws, repquring all no to use their own as not to en-
croach upoen the rights of others. That while the
fewest laws possible to meet emergencies as they
arise shtould be passed, yet when they have been
enacted, all the power and resources at the com-
mand of the Government should be ready for their
eaforcement, teaching rebellion and treason that
no quarter or toleration can be extended to any
attempt to subvert the authority and institutlons of
the country.

That John Bell, of Tennesee, and Edward Ever-
ett, of Massachusetla, are tried tatesgenwho have
served their country with distinguished ability,
with dauntless moeal courage, noble eltf-sacrific-
ig patriotism, and with thle wisdom of profound
statesmanship ; that during the whole of the late
sectional agitation, they have towered high above
the storm that has been spreading its fury on the
nation[ and have employed all their great weight
of character and unrivaled eloquence to calm the
raging elemente, and to asustain the Constitution,
the Union and the enforcement of the laws; that
their history, for more than a quaeter of a century,
is a prominent part of the brightest page of their
country's history ; and that they are the standard-
bearers of no party or section, bat of the patriotic
and conservative masses of the wlhole American
oeopleo. -
SThat we have an abiding faith in the in-
telligence, patriotism and oitegrity of the
people ; that the genuine fire of Libertyd, how-
ever temporarily smothered under tihe ashes and
embers el partyism and sectionalism, still burns
with unquenchable energy on thie altar of the
national leart; and in Novemober next, from the
Atlantic to the sounding shores of the Pacific, and tl
from the inland seas on the Norts to the American
Mediterranean on the South, the glad and joyouse
shouts of treemen, gushing forth from tile toll
depths of glowing hearts, with loud reverberating d
melody, will procloim John Bell President and Ed-
ward Everett Vice President of the United States, b
and that under their adluiaistration the Republic
will he settled on its old and sure foundations, tile I
public mind find the repose so greatly needed,
and the American citizen again look with pride and
hope upon his country moving onwrd in thie ac-

hconplishleunt of its heaven-appointed mission.
The meeting was then successively addressed by

Mr. Wilson, Mr. Marr, Mr. Ed. White and the
Preeident, James 1. Freret.' Tile remarks of
some of these gentlemen were highly appropriate
and animated, eliciting tile warmest approhation I
and enthuosiasm of the crowd. The mere names of
Bell and Everett would call forth learty applause,
and when Mr. Freret concluded, by saying that t
when he turned Democrat thlre woold be no Whlligs
left, tile meeting seemed to he electrifcied.
DIr. McKelvey, of tihe Executive Committee, an-

nounced to tile assemblage that a mass meeting
would he held in Canal street somewhere about the
1st of September, and invited their attendance.
The meetingthen adjourned,highly pleased with the

evening, and with the proper spirit, no doubt, per-

mauently aroused.

As there was not at that time a
quoroumn present, according to the riules of the late
Boilrds, a debate sprang uot as to wliether they
could go into an election under the circumstances.

Mesisrs. Campbell, MlcConiell, Greenwood, Liudsay
and Salomon on the Committee on Normal Scihool;
Messrs. Waldo and Campbell on the Conmmittee on
Library and Lyceunin; Messrs. Fish, Mitchell and
Shackleford oni Committee on School Books;
Mtessrs. Wharton, Race, Waldo and Morgan on tlhe
Committee on irlst' High School. The Finance
Committee as follows, was appointed: Mr. Green-
wood, Chairman, and tiessrs.

Indeed, Bradley admits
that he ha0l lod had a fight with an Irishman about two
hours before this event, in consequence of a fracas
which hald occurred, and that an angry crowd of
Irishmen had collected, showing that there was
more beneath the surface than the public saw.
