autumn and winter of 1824-'25: There are many
of our old citizens who recollect 1834-'25-say
General Palfrey, Mesers.

place, and the army of Liberals is yet encamped
at Coculla, abouot ten leagues distant. I have been
favored with a letter from San Luis Potosi, of the
5th instant, which gitves the above as the position

of the two armies, bua the writer stated that Mira-

moen had left WYoll in charge of Guadalasjara, while
he, tilng with him some 15llal men, was muster-
ing and pressing recruits into his army for the
purpose of making alrovement for the capture of
San Luis Potosi, which is now held by the Liberal-
ists.

among the enemies of the Church wherever they

have fought. With such a nucleus, the Church
SPresident makes good soldiers out of raw recruits,
Sfor he intermixes his old and veteran battalions
with the young and nervous enlistments.

] Miramon is good at collecting an army, and he

handles his forces well when he has them, which
is the secret of his success so far against the vastly

superior forces of Juaree. Besides, his Generals
are superior in character and stamina, although I
a cannot endorse the generalcourse of their morality.

Gen. Well is probably one of the best military
I men of this continent, and with good men and

more ambition, would long since have made him-
I self the head man in Mexico. He and our famous
hero, Gen. Scott, formed an early friendship in
Paris, which has been maintained unimpaired
through all the diffioalties between their two coun-
tries; and I have it dfrom good authority that it

was to avoid gs appearance in arms against his
old friend that Gen. Well declined to take a part in
the war between the United States and Mexico.
Such is the character of Miramon's principal mili-
e tary adviser, and I leave it to you to determine

what chance the newly-made opposing Generals,
such as Degollado .is, have against profound mili-
tary strategists.

The greatest stronghold of the Church is about
San Luis Potosi, Guanajuato, and those rich and

lics, as the Mexicans call themselves, to assent in
such a purpose. But as the revolution proceeds,
this people are acquiring correcter notions, and
although they will degenerate from Catholics into

t worldlings, they will still have made that progress
which gives freedom from imposition. I am not
opposed to the Catholic religion, nor do I suppose
the Crescent is, but I am strongly opposed to

Catholic policy, as it is practised in Mexico and
it Italy. It destroys that harmony which makes of
mankind brothers, for an intollerant sectarian,
who refuses to let me have my own house of wor-

t. ship, is an enemy to me and to may future welfare.
Every man should be allowed to have the text of
all religious creeds discussed, in order to form
y correct opinions; and noman or set of men, ought
to set up for infallible guides in matters of eternal
welfare. A mistake propagated by a priest can

to never be remedied in the world to come.
