tlit,-to stpeak andiidly on the subject, our clorp

are presentitig a gloomy appearance indeed. ('ot-

ton is witherintig up and casting oil'squllrets, lools

and younig bolls at an alarming rate, and should

notouar parched-up earth be dienclhed soon, ollr

cotton prospects will be utterly blasted, from the

fact that tile season will te too short for cotton to

make or nataure before frost. A second edition of

that rain would tnot do our late corn any good ;

it is literally burned up.
We of South Arkansas are by no means the only

farmers who feel the etfects of this unpropitious

state of things. In Claiborne and Union parishes,
North I,eoieiana, they are nfllering as manch, and

ill somell places more thain in our State. There is a

considerable oection of coluntry around Minden,

I.a., that I think cannot possibly make a support,

and they have large farms ald rich lands.

I have run out the dry weather subject so long

that 1 have but little room left to say aniything

abiout politics. Our State elections come oil the first

Monday in August next, and we are now ill

quite an excitement. Our great and harlonious
Democracy have Ihrnted all to tfllders. We have

two sets of Democratic candidates, both claiming

themselves to bie the real Sillmoin Pure; Itiothard

t Johnson and HlenryM. Rector are the two aspirants

for glubernatorial honors. i)r. Michell and Col. E.
VW. Gant are Democratic caudidates for Congreso,

but I will not weary you' with all their moves.

They have a double ticket throughout, or two sets

eof candidates running. I think thatthere is about
an equal division among the Democrats between

Douglas and Breckinridge. Col. A. Rust, (of

Horace Greeley tmemory,) our great leader and
head of Arkansas Democracy, is strongly in favor

of Dougles, and it is believed by a great many that
Douglas will carry the State.

The Opposition concluded to run a full ticket in

our State, and met in convention at Arkadelphia
for that purpose; but, after a full investigation,
they became sorry for the Democrats in their split
up condition, and concluded to let them have it
their own way. Baut we will arrange natters and
carry the State for Bell this fall, which I do firmly
believe can easily be done. I assure you that the

great Constitutional Union Party is strengthening
every day.
