He leaves awife and family and a lalme num-
ber of sympathizing friends and acquaintnnces to
mourn his untimely end.

Tihe Ouachita Register of the 19th, says:
We have had several quite refreshing showers of

rain since our Issue: but we fear they came too
late to do much good to crops.
The North Louisiana lBaptist, of the 19th has the

following :
Corn canbe little benefited: it is a failure. Cot-

ton has grown but little for a month past and is
much injured. The smallest we ever saw in the
middle of July. Nevertheless, it will now grow
apace, and may, with a late fall, make a fair yield.
The pea crop is mainly yet to be planted, and of
course will be too late to mature well, except
some quick-growing varieties, not generally cul-
tivated.
Last week was excessively warm, the mercury

ranging, in the hottest part of the day, at from
1020 to 1100 in the shade. Except in our own
parlor and in the store of Rogers and Gibbs, we
heard of no place about town where it did not
reach 1000. With this temperature a marbletable
or metalic substance was unpleasantly hot to the
touch. Bince Sunday night, it has been cooler.

The Rapides National Democrat of the 21st says:.
A sultry and dusty week was relieved yesterday

afternoon by a brief shower, which slightly mois-
tened the ground. .t the time of writing (Friday

t afternoon), the clouds promised more rain, butIthey have been so coquettish ofate that we will
hazard no positive assertion on their behalf. The
river is in exactly the same condition as last re-
dported.

MDlnuslppl Intelllgence.

The Paulding Clarion of Wednesday last gives
the following account of the crops in Eastern Mis-
sissippi :

From the best information we can gather, It is
no exaggeration to say that the corn crops through-
out this section of coylttry moay be regarded as a
failure, On thouanod.of acres of land which of
ordinary years would make a good yield. the crop
will be fit only for forage. This state of things
exists throglhout. this andl the adjoining couoties.
In particular neighborlhoods, whlere they have had
showers ocecasionally, and on rich slough and bot-
tom lands, the case may be somewhat different,
but as a gclneral thing it is about as we have stated.
Tile cotton, too, begins to sullbr severely with
drought, and unless rain cones soon that will lie
cut short also. It will require the most rigid
economuy oil tie part of our planters to support
their farins astd live upon what they will make
until another crop can be made. Many of them
will have to iakhe large plurchases of corn and
provisions, and they will be foltunate to make
cotton enough to pay for theut.

The Amite Democrat of Wednesday says:
The crops in this county will prove a total fail-

ure. We had a conversation with oeveral intelli-
gent farmers on thle subject a fwe days ago, and
tlhey state that about oe-fifthl of an average crop
of corn will be made, and one-third of cotton.
We would advise all who are not making any corn
to purchase their supply immediately, for it is
quoted at very fair prices in New Orleans,but will
doIbtless, before long, Ie enormously bhgh.
The Oxfsbrl Mercury of Thursday says:
The weather for the past few days has not been

so warn as it was sit to Sunday. On that day a
small shower of rain fell. which cooled the air and
invigorated corpoeal firmations. Men of pork in
this latitude must think Greenland a fine country
now-a-days.
