The following is from a letter received by a
well-known firm of this city:

Cents-We are now bordering on exciting
scenes, and may in a few days be in the midst of
it, for aught we know, when the matter is fully in-
vestigated. You have before this, through the
press, learned of the most flagrant acts of incendiar-
ism perpetrated in this, and worse in the counties
above un, within the past few weeks, which is now
being investigated. Much important news is now
reaching us from Dallas and many counties north
of us in reference to the buruning and devastating
of one country. Two white men have been suis-
marily executed in Dallas for inciting the slaves to
the firing of towns and property, and one in Feort
Worth for furnishing slaves with armsfor, the more
diabolical purpose of a general insurrection. Many
slaves are now under arrest in Ellis and Dallan
counties, asd generally testify to the same thing.
Report has jast reached us that a considerable
amount of poison has been produced by the slaves
tlat were arrested. This report is from a reliable
source. Active measures are in force to ferret out
if the plot has extended to this county, and what
knowledge the slaves of this county are in pos-
sersion of, if any,relatire to the matter. We know
not the hoar when our effect3 will be in flames, as
fire seems to be the order of the day at this time.
Our old friend had his store burned in this county
on the day that Dallas and the other houses were
burned. He did business about fifteen miles south
1ot this place. Loss about $8000. The country is

rife with reports-some to he relied on, and many
with some tonndation though greatly exaggeratee,
as always is the case in such times. You ano doubt
will get the particulars when the investigation- hat
been more thsronghly carried into effect.

Our country is literally burned up with the
drought. It is generally thought that Texasthis
year will scarcely make a sufficiency of grain to
bread it; and in this section I can vouch for it,
and travelers report our section as good as any.
tinder existing circumstances, business is bound to
be limited.

Do. CaEoVER AND THE SIAVEHOLDae.a, Larry.
Memixs. Wood and Kingsley. ol Dr. CheeSer'h
Church, have published a letter ahout the lady
slavehollder who enjoyed the Rev. loctor's minia-
trations for a number of years. It will be recol-
lected that Dr. Cleever said that the lady came
from a bMethodist Chuach, and never mnde known
to him any ol her investments in" human beings."
The lady, on the contrary, stated to one of the
gentlemen signing the letter :

"I joined the Church of the Puritans by letter,
from the McCord's Presbyterian Church, lLexing-
ton, Kentuckey--was never a member of a Mothod-
ist Church. Dr. Cheever, for years before I left
his Church, knew, by frequent eonverasations
with me. that I was the owner of slaves. Several
times, alter preaching his strong anti.slavery eer-
mon, 'he came directly to my house to assure
me hre had no applicatioh to me in his preaching
on tle suebject, and did not wish me to feel thathe
applied his preaching onil this subject to me.'

'

The lady was a faithful teacher in the Sunday
school of Plymouthll Clhurchl, and the fact that sht
was a slave-owner was well-known to Messrs.
Ward and Kingsley, Hienry A. Hurlbut. Charles
Abernethf. George It. Phelps, Rev. Dr. John C,
Owen and their families, saind)eacon W. 11. Smitlh.
Deacon Smuith was an officer ii tihe church, and re-
collects distinctly, before hlie went to reside in
Europre, in 1852, it was understood in the church
that this lady was an owner of slaves. Thisu raises
anii interesting question of veracity between the
Rev. Dr. Cheerer and these gentlemnen oa his con.
ga-egation. which aIe will, no doubt, take means to
settle wien he returns from Europe.
