TWELVE SPEEOHES---GREAT ENTHUSIASM.

The Bell and Everett mnas meeting on Canal
street last night was one ot the very largest and
most enthusiastic that ever artembled in this city.SThe preparations were made on the most hberal
and tasteful scale. A large platform extend.d
from the aspe of the Clay Statue, in front, to the
banquette opposite: dire-ftly over the Statue was
a lofty arch of framework covered with canvas,
and illuminated inside, 'o as to show the mottoes
and other patriotic devices painted oltsiais. On
the arch appeared these famous qootationsof Clay,
Wteboter and Jackson, one under the other:

ttn either side of these mottoes were the names
of [tell and Everett, whilst on the pillars were
paintedl extracts from Washington's Farewell Ad-
dress and from one of Clay's great Union speeches.
The whole was handsomely decorated with flags,
and the streets brilliantly illuminated. As the hour
of meeting aplproaohed, a band of music sent up,
its strains; the cannon boomed at the foot of Canal
street; rockets and bombs blazed upward, and the
multitude grew larger by steady streams from
every quarter.
The street became densely packed from side to

side and to an invisible distance in the direction of
the river, there not heing light enough to cover the
whole multitude. The balconies and verahdas
were also much crowded, many of the occupants
being 'ltdies. We cannot pretend to compute the
number of pleople present: but the meeting was
certainly and by far the largest ever held on Canal
street.

Whilst be spoke, the meeting was interrupted,
but in a very pleasant manner, by the arrival of
the " Union Bell-Ringers of Jeflerson City,' with
music bells ringing and ottoed banners and trans-
parencie .

Next camne the '" Young Bell Ringers," with
music and rockets, marshals on horseback, bells 1
jingling, banners, and transparencies with patriotic
mottoes. The big transparency at the head bore
a pictmre of an enormous bell, with the names of
the candidates, and the Union platform. One han-
ner said, '" Young America will protect tile legacy
Iequeathed by their fathers;" another said,
" Young America-we'll take the Union car when t

our bell rings." All the four Districts of the city
were represented in this procession of " Youngt
Bell Ringers ;" and as most, if not all of them, will
cast their first vote for President next fall, they
were fully entitled to the enthusiastic applause
which they received.

iThe meeting in tile rear of tile statue was ad-

dressed by .lec.rs... N. Ogden, Jr., T. IG. Noel,
Col. cEd. White (tie last two of Jellerson City)
and Col. Field. The latter ipoke, in answer to
calls, on both sides of the statue, being second
spleaker on one side and last speaker on the other.
It is impossible, at the late hour of this writing, to
speak of the eloquence, humnor and telling argu-i
ments and hits which characterized the speeches
of the difelrent speakers. It is enough to say, that
the political state of tile nation was handsomely
shown up, and that at the close, after 10 o'clock, a
very large crowd still remained, willing and anx-
ious to hear any new speaker that might offer.

After the adjournment, tile Bell Ringer Clubs
formed in line, with their banners and music, and
paraded the principal streets, by the light of their
-transparencies and that of tile fall moon; not for-
getting to honor the Crescent with a blast of
cheers, music, rocket, and tiger, as they filed along
Camp street.

We notice lthat nponn the hlill lands generally,
throllughout the Slth, whreere tile late drought lre-
vailed, crops of all hkid, lave safered dreadlflly,
to the extent somnetimes of a total failure. Not so
upon the alluvial landn of this latitude, which are
better calculated to withstand the eflects of a
drought than perhaps any other lands in the world.
Tile late "spell,"': however. accompanied by eo
nmuch nnparaletlled heat, came nigh proving a
" leetle too nmuch even for them.
The Alexandria National Democrat says:
Red river is still falling. Boats have great diffi-

culty in navigation. As to the weather, it is too
dry, either as a subjectfor conversation or for com-
fort. There was an abortive sprinkle on Wednes-
day. We regret to learn that the failure of the
corn crop in many of the parishes has entailed
upon the indigent inhabitants great suffering and
want-aye, even starvation stares them in the face.
We trust, for the honor of humanity, that all tam-
pering with the afflicted by political electioneers
will he placed under the ban of a righteous public
opinion.
The Houma Ceres of Saturday says:
Frequent showers have of late favored our parish,

and the planters begin to look more cheerful as the
prospects of their crops increase. But, we fear,
many will be the disappointments when the canes
are ground: for it is extremely small for this sea-son of the year. We have obtained reliable infor-
mation that several planters in this parish will
make full croes, but this is owing to the energy of
their overseers and not to the weather.
From tile Winn parish Sentinel of the 25th we

extract the following:
It is, beyond a doubt, now a final fact that the

drought has cut off the corn crop to such an ex-
tent that many of our farmers will not make
enough to keep thetr through the winter, while
others will barely harvest a suficient amount to
supply their own wants. What the probable re-
sult of tlhis failure ill the corn crops will be, we
are ulnale fully to estimate. but it is easily seen
that many of our poorer farmers must suffer a
great deal. In Winn parish most of our farmers
have paird out, frr the last one or two years, all the
nmorney thIey could possibly get hold of for their
larnds, atl went in debt to their merchants for
their dry goods and groceries, trusting to the in-
coming crops to pay their debts. The present
prospects go to tshow that they will not Ihave the
Ileana of redeerming tlheir last year's pledges, nor
anything wlherewith to live on till anotier crop
can Ie raised.

The cotton crops, which up to last week seemed
to promise some aid to the planters, for want of
rain is fast failing. Many of our country friends
assure tus that at the rate at which cotton is shed-
ding its blooms and squares now, if they do not get
rain in a few days, that crop will be worth less
than half, and somne even think many fields will be
entirely worthless.

The Ferejesn Canlllbals.

Very soon the missionaries had fearful proof
that the reports they had heard about Somosomo
were true. About the time of their arrival, news
came that Ra Mlonhi, otte of the King's sons, was
lost at sea: and it was forthwith ordered that all
his wives should he strangled, that they might
accompany him to the land of spirits. At once
the missionaries entered upon their work of mercy,
and went to the King to pray for the women's
lives. Tuithauka was very angry at their inter-
foerence, but consented to make further search, to
a-certain whether the report of his son's death
was true. It proved to be correct, and the women
were doomed. Mr. Hunt pleaded hard with the
ruling chief, Tuikilakila, on behalf of his daughter,
who was among the doomed ones; but the only
reply he could get was, " I have great love to my
brother." The rest is thus told by his journal:

On the morning of August 8th, we heard the cries
of the poor females and their friends, and soon
they were unmercifully strangled. We were
obliged to be in the midst of it; and truly their
cries and wailingo were awful. Soon after they
were murdered, they were brought to be buried
about twenty yards from our house. This slaughter
of sixteen wsomen was followed by a kind of lestl-
val, which lasted for several days and nights: and
at midnight the inmates of tile Mission-house were
startled by tile hurase blasts of conchs, and the
hideous yells and whoops of the dancers. Many
men aod women suffered tile amputation of a floger-
joint in connection with this festival; and the
whole concluded by thedistribution,toneafternoon,
of one hundred baked pigs, one of twhich was sent
to tile missionaries.

As tile latter were sometimes on the verge of
starvation, even a festival pig was not to be reject-
e, and it was expected of tile missionaries that
they should, ill retullr, show some respect to the
national custolm. At tile Iteriod this was written
Solloollle was tr prelring to a war, which lusted
till nearly tih end of the year. Deuring this time
the cannibal teasts were more frequent, and bar-
barous ceremonies were constantly taking place in
the town. 'The ovens were so near the Mission-
house, that tile smell ftom them was sickening:
and thile young king furiously threatened to kill the
missionaries and their wives, if they shut up their
house to exclude tile horrible steuch. Among all
perils anod annoyances, Mr. Hunt steadily an
earnestly went about his work, always-to use his
favorite expression-- tluring his care into prayer.
