Mi-. •idtor--The information in my last about
the bark Adela, of Boston, having taken fire off
Matanzas and buhrned, and tihe crew arriving here,
turns out, as I expected, all fale. They were the
crew of the elaver Montauk, which had landed her
cargo, and they chartered a schooner to bring
them here, but were drifted ip the coast, and, tall-
ing in with a fishing smack, were brought down
here for $10 apiece.
The ship Star af the Union, sent out by the So-

ciety, arrived here on the 17th inst., took in her
cargo of slaves on the evening of the 18th and
19th, and sailed on the evening of the same day for
Sinon, Afriaon.

The total number received on board was three
hundred and eighty-five. These were what re-
mained of the cargo of the "unnamed" French
bark. The entire number reshipped on board of
the three vessels amounts to eleven hundred and
thirty-eight. It is a question, what shall be done
with future captives? Are they to be brought in
here or to be sent to Boston? If the latter, we
presume that the quarters now here will be re-
moved. It is really a melancholy sight to wander
among their deserted quarters, but a short time
since so redolent of life and contentment. Now, no
sound disturbs the monotonous break of the waters
as it rolls on the shore.
I mentioned in my last that the ship South Side

lost two Africans, by drawning, in transferniong
them aboard. I fear the loss was very much
greater, although no certain data was had by
counting after so disastrous an occurrence. The
U. S. Marshal delivered at the gates of the depot
f three hundred and fifty-five in number to the cap-

tain, and had there been a sea-worthy boat, anad
not overloaded, they would have arrived on board
safe. There seems to be a want of common sense,
at times, in such matters. The Star of the Union
lost a man by the breaking of a pool rope. She
hasher deck covered with a continuous house over
the hatches, with no means of ventillating the berth
deck. This palpable crime was charged as crimi-
nal he;e, by teaing down the house. Her galley
was unable to cook tsr such a force, and they had
to purchase, by exchange, a large copper boiler.

We have been favored with occasional rain-a
blessing much desired.
The Spanish schooner San Jose, Cortel, master,

from Cardenas bound to Matanzas, was blown off
and drifted up toward Cape Carramel, when, not
knowing her wiereabout, hei anchored; and thel
schooner G. G. Baker, Bernard, bound to Texas,
passing by, he had a navigation from the schooner,
and arrived here.

The steamer Baroooa, a small affair in .ize, ar-
rived here, on her way to Jacksonville. Tlhis is
the boat which was to receive the negroes from
the depot when a successful foray had been made
by certain adventurous spirits.

gfri. Editort-A trip of four days by steamsitp
and stage has transferred your correspondent frot
the troubles of the frontier to tte dstxiocti of tihe
capital of the State of Texas, and it is tially a
doubtful question vwhich are the most worried ond
perplexed at the aspect of anfifrs, those who live
on tle Rio Grande and fear the loss of their lives
and properly, or those who live in Austin and fear
for the loss of their political positionsla. If I were
called upon to express an otpilon, however, 1
should say that the Austin folks are the most un-
enviable, for there is a continuat apprehension, an
unceasing dread. We on the frontier can provide
against the attacks of Cortina attd his bandits, or
we can guard against any other physical cevil; but
what chance has the incumbent of a punblic offtice,
whether by appointment or election, to guard
against the blow which sends his head rolling into
the basket of the decapitated The smiles of
friendship and the preferences of the people are
fickle dependencies upon which to build the hopes
of life, for a single act may mar the warmest at-
tachment or dissolve the nmost popular support.

The State of Texas has reason to be proud of
her capital, for a more beautiful location was
never selected. It reminds me of the site of Jeru-
salem, enthroned upon her hundred hills, or of im-
perial Rome, throned opeon the mountains of the
Tiber. Austin is located on thie Colorado river,
in a valley of most surpassing loveliness, and the
cgarom which nature has lent to the scene has been
wonderfully assisted by the taste of the people,
who have gradually collected in and around that
capital. The city at present presents a streggling
appearance, as if there was no order in the plan of
its creation : bt that arises from tihe fact that the
design is, as yet, undeveloped by the lines of the
houses. Land has been plenty, cBhoice lotations
have been abundanit, and thosae who have thau, far
improved in the neighborhood have paid more re-
gard to site than to order. The ltouses are prettily
biilt alnd wel! located, bt they are so osattered
that itis impossible to detine the squares or streets.
Thie same criticism prevails at Washingtoi City, for
a stranger entering the federal capital would never
inspect the map of the town trot the disorderly
arrangements of the hiouses. But when the spaces
are tilled in, vtevn the lines are cloiely drawn, and
when the centers coa be detected at a glance, the
visitor will wonder at the elegance of that design
which now only meets withi some harsh expression
and general disappointmoent. Cities are not built
in a day, and but few generations live to realize
the schemes which the wise of their own tile witth
daeing and prescience alffix to the record of tihe
present to attest to future generations the genius
of their ancestors.

Approaching the city of Austin fiotm the west-
ward, two miles from the city the traveler sud-
denly halts upon the brow of a range of hills wticth
separate the elevated prairies from the sweet and
verdant valley of the Colorado river. I say one
halts, for it is a sympathetic impulse of the mind
as the eye takes in at a glance the wonderfulpano-
rama of beauty before it. Behind you stretches a
barren and apparently desert waste, before you a
smiling garden such as Mloore has described the
vale of Cashmere to be, while beyond the lines of
the dreary prairies begin again and afterwards in
blue outline the mountains to the north swell away
in solemn grandeur. The valley is a constant an-
dulation, one hlll only declining to give place to
another. The swells are so gentle, and the valleys
between so gradual in their formation, that each
elevation seems as if it were artificial and only
thrown up to give a blilding site, while the descent
was formed for a terraced garden.

In the midst of all this loveliness, as it to check
the too exultant spirit, arises a single habitation.
I It is the only sign of humanity in all that grand
picture of nature, and it stands as solemn as the

pyramids of Thebes and Palmyra amid the fruitful
valleys of the Nile. It is the asylum of the insane.
Standing on a commanding hill, built of white

Sock, it is the sole tenant of the scene, and the
effect is to temper the mind at once, from those
vanities which might gain the mastery if there was
no cheek upon the flow of spirits, to a sober sense
of our multidudinons infit•ities.

Passing down the valley further the residences of
of the wealthy begin to crowd the land•cape, until or
at length the capitol and then the surrounding t,

buildings relieve the scene from its monotony of for
verdure. Texas has not been niggard of her re- me
sources, but has expended her wealth judiciously or
and to great advantage. Her public buildings are a,.
many and elegant, and her capitol will compare fee

favorably with that of any in the union. It is none
of my task to describe them, for that cltbrt has
already been done with fullness and elegance in
the papers of this city; but I mnlut say that the, If.
officers of the State do not appear to take tlhat
care of them which every citizen should feel it his
pleasure as well as his duly to take. The capitol ti
is in a savage state of disorder and neglect, not fff

only destruction, but shamefl : for it politeness did n
not suggest that the public stretures ought to be
kept in decent order for the benefit of visitors. yet o
economy should dictate that some degree of pre-
servation ought to he exercised as to tile pioblic
property. The walls of thle buildings and the
columns of thle Alamo Monument are not only
chipped and defaced, hbut they are written ll over p,
with the names of fools who have made thers.elves o
notorious by the blasphemy of writing their coe.
temptihble signatures upon the marble which con-
tains the names and records. the deeds of the ce

martyrs who fought the great fight and died with 1f

' harness on their backs." Not only names but
ribald and vulgar words are traced upon tile fr r-
cades and columns in such cunspienlus lettering
that modesty and gentility must walk.- backwards s
to avoid language too low to be thought, imuch less
to Ibe written.

Africans ono the south side of tihe Island olf Cub('la,
and on being exposed for tale at the nearest uar-
ket town realizedt over $100 per head. Hier method
of landing tier cargo was a novel one, ancd com-
pletely blinded the steamer which was cruising on
the south side of the island. The steamer, observ-
ing a couple of suspicious vessels, at once made
after them; on discovering which one of the ves-
sels, which was a decoy, at once made all sail and
put to sea, closely ppursued by the steamer. She
was overhauled by the steamer, and all her papers
found to be correct, and no evidence of being en-
gaged in any unlawful pursuit.
