we have had to fall back upon the Great Eastern I
for a sensation. She made a little stir on leaving
thii port on Monday afternoon for Cape May, with
two thousand and eighty-seven passengers, each of
whom paid ten dollars for the round trip, and ex. I
orbitantly for everything he was enabled to pro-.
c•ire on board,even for water, which was charged
it twenty-live cents per glass and one dollar per
basin. I am not given to croaking, but cannot re.
yard the Great Eastern as a lucky vessel. Mr.
Miatchin, her first officer, was severely beaten on
Saturday last by several of his crew, who seem to
te a very drunken and disorderly set. The sight t
she presented, while sailing down the Bay, nr- 1
rounded by a flotilla of other steamers, looking
like a Goliath among a hundred Lilliputians, was
beheld by many thousands from the Battery and
Staten Island with great delight and vociferous
cheering, and the spectacle was indeed very ani- 1
mating and magnificent. But the excursion, as I
foretold, proved a completeflasco. The stewards
got drunk, let their water and ice run out, and
neglected to prepare any accommodations below I
for the ladies, so that many of the latter, as well t
as the majority of the gentlemen on board, had to
oleep on deck. The provisions were soon ex-
hausted, and, though the passengers were not
compelled as a last resoorce to devotr one another, t
their salvation from such an extremity is more at-
ribatable to shortness of the voyage than to the

loresight or able superintendence of the directors.
The waiters extorted fees for the slightest arsist- I
ance, and there seemedto be neither responsibility
or direction on board. The baggage was allowed
to remain strewn over the deck ; TIedsworth'
band for dancing refused to play unless it was
paid twenty-five dollars in advance; no water I
could be had for ablation ; the eighty tn anchor
was nearly lost; the how of the vessel was almost
toven in: thie rudder chains broke, and the
steamer was guided by her engines for forty
mitiates, and allowed to run out of her course f
ttirty milees r more. Tine cry o fire was rained in
the middle of the night, for a matress had aetually
been set in a blaze by a lighted cigar; and the
only relief the excursionists enjoyed from heat and t
thirst was given by the pitying heavens, which
favored them with a sharp and drenching shower
if rain early in the morning, as they lay on their
coarse matrcsses on the decks in picturesque dis-
order and dirt.

Indignation meetings have been held on board
and elsewhere; many persons refto•ed to return inthe " colossal humbug," as they profanely called
the Great Eastern, and went home by the way of
'hiladelplai. The company on board was alarm-
ingly primiscnous, and scenes of the mostludierouo
description were constantly occurring during the
trip, which 1 would fain depict if I had the time
and space to dothem justice. The Great Eastern's
speculation tour will hardly pay, with her present
management, and certain self-conceited Britishers
will regret that they did not accept the bona
fide bid of 100l,000 for the privilege of making a
show of her a la Barnum in our principal ports.

The twelve thousand bottles of champagne that
were not drank at the grand Japanese reception
ginen at the Metropolitan Hotel, and other costly
items in the same acconnt, amounting, even when
pruned down, to $t05,0H10, are to be paid for, it
seems, after all, and in spite of the injunction ap-
plied for by Mr. Levi S. Chatfeld to restrain the
Comptroller from settling the bill. Mr. Cltatfleld
avers that the Lelands' expenses connected with
the Japanese Embassy and the great ball afore-

During the past week we have had several light
showers of rain which have served to lay the dnt;
further than this we have no change to note.
The weather is still as warm as we have' experi-
enced during the summer. Cotton picking bha
commenced in our parish, and as far as we have
been ablo to ascertain, the yield is very good. The
prospect for anything like an average crop of sugar
has long since been abandoned by the most san-
guine of our planters. We are sorry to have to
record the prevalence In many parts of the parish
of dipitheria or putrid sore throat, several cases of
which have already terminated fatally.

The Louisiana Baptist of the 26th nlt., says:
No rain since the 16th, and weather much more

pleasant, the temperature ranging about 90 in the
hottest part of the day. Last night and this morn-
ing showers have beenpassing, and at this moment
(Tuesday, 23d, 2 o'clock,) there are indications of
rain, as we tope. Clouds from the North, but
wind from the South-that is, the upper current
from the North and the lower from South. Their
passing we hope will cause eddies and cool places,
and cool showers.

The rain, on the 16th, we are sorry to learn, was
not general, as we find from our exchanges and
correspondents.

The DeSotu Eagle of the 28th Eli. has the folo
lowing:

On Thursday we were blessed with a good rain
and, as fur as we have been able to learn, it was
very general over the entire parish. The corn croa
off the river will not reach one-third of the usna
yield of a seasonable year-a-nd in fact we know
not a single planter on the hills that will make
more than a sufficiency of corn to supply his own
demands, while tithere are many who i scarcely
make a bushel to the acre. We understand that
there are families in Desoto parish actually suffer-
ing for bread not being able to procure it for love or
money, tor the very reason that it is not to be had
in the country. It is awfnlly distressing, with the
most gloomy prospects ahead. It is supposed by
some that a half crop of cotton will be made on the
hills, but even that is uucertain. A good season
from now on is necessary to ensure a moderate
hyield of cotton.
