DramarT axn wtrrn Et sore.-The allusion in a
former communication to the Zodverein of Ger-
many, suggesting the idea of org•uizing the trade
interests of the slave States in the direction of di-
ect trade, has, I observe, caused no little comment.
ft is, therefore, opportune to recur to the organiz-
ation of the famous trade-league with the Federal
Government of Germany. This trade league ex-
ists between certain Stites of the Germamic Con-
federation, and 'i called a Commercial Union.
The German States comprising this trade-league
ore very limited. They possess no reserved rights
worth mentioning. The element of ccntralization l
is complete in Germany. As toState sovereignty,
it is not known in our sense of thlt term. Aud yet,
with all those disadvantages, the people have
found means, within the German Confederation, of
giving unity and power to certain interests having P
a destiny in commerce. This is a facot, and factasta are very stubborn things.

Now the Southern States have much more local
liberty than the German. and State sovereignty is
carrled to a poiot not reognizeod anywhere in ea-
rtpe. The Southern States have, under the Con-
stitution, greater power than the German States
embraced within the Zolverein. If, therefore,
these German communities can so combine under
such disadvantages, why cannot the South, with so
man advantagesa ard such vast State powers,

I will take occasion at some future time to fur-
nish the Exchange a translation of the terms of 8
organization by which the German States have
succeeded in realizing a commercial unity, powerand dprogress, which it would be well for the South

Prom this it appears that the obstacles in the

way of forming such a combination are much less a
with us thanwith the States of the Germanic Con-
federation.

formed has been productive of the happiest and I
most beneeIalresults. The writer in the Exchange
reasons, with plausibility, that our Southern State 4
governments, with almost unlimited political and
commerolal privileges,and free from the cramping P
restrictions of the Federal center, could combine
with much more success and profit than has at-
tended the trade-unions of the Germanic cities.

The great obstacle, heretofore, in the way of 
direct trade between our Southern cities and the
markets of Europe has been the previsidg itmpres- .
sion that we could expen avrmtsdr and capital
more profltablyipr~ s pursuits of Agriculture. vi
Our idea hao.teun thatit was cheaper to devote all
our ps•rgies to the raising of cotton, sugar, bread- B

, etc., and employ Northern merchants and
factors to do our importing and exporting, and i
Northern manufacturers to supply us with the pro-
ducts of their industry. This idea is beginning to
be dissipated. We are finding out that our foreign "
trade in building up Northern cities and enriching
Northern people, instead of building up our own
itles and enriching the people of our own section. tb
Fosreover, besides the economical reasons for a th

-•htige of our policy, there are also political and
socnIl comslderations scarcely loss potent. All in
thesebve combined to give an impulse to the
icovement in favor of SBothern direct trade: and Oe
we daily see evidences of it not only in the com- sti
ipoaaio cities of the Atlantic and Gulf seaboard, di
bat even among the people of the Agricultural

latrlets. All this is a step in the right direction. m
[othing will be more available to secure the peo-
'ple of the South their rights, if the guaranties of si
she Ooastitution should fail to be reapected, than
ear oommetcitlindependence and the retention in
oar midst of that wealth which has for many years
been dmverted into Northern channels.

A German newspaper says the Czar of Russia has
issued a ukase placing native and foreign merchants
on the same footing.

The French steam-transport Isore was lost in the
Amoy harbor with large quantities of powder and
amunitions of war,
The contract between Buenos Ayres and the

Argentine Confederation was ratified, with every
prospect of the establishment of peace. The busi-
ness is extraordinarily active, and the trade with
the United States has largely increased.

In England a new Telegraph Company, with
Allen's patent. proposes to establish a line and
send messages of twenty words to any part of
Great Britain for one shilling.

The Atlantic Telegraph Company announces
that the efforts to restore the Atlantic cable have
failed.

The public income of Great Britain last year
amounted to 7t,41l,000l. The expenditures are
put down at 70,504,000.

In the Goodwood races, Mr. Ten Broeck•s Mag-
giore and Satellite ran second for the Steward's
cup and Goodwood stakes respectively.

The Prince Regent of Prussia arrived at Toplitz
on the 25th of July, and was met by the Emperor
of Austria.

La Pays, a French journal published in Paris,
reports a treaty between Austria and Prussia.

Letters from Paris says that Palmerston ' speech
on national defenses caused great sensation.
Alarm is felt as to the maintainance of peace be-
tween England and France.

The London Herald says that all naval officers on
furlough have been ordered to report themselves
immediately.
