ron this occasion. They had water enough; but i
the great volume of the fire back from the street, .,
and the insupportable heat, smoke and showers of
cinders which beset them to windward, rendered a
their best labors of little avail. It was with the .
greatest difficulty that the fire was prevented from ,
crossino Customhrouse street; and the most unre- i
mitting and fire-defying labor, kept up for houtrs,
failed at Inst to keep the ntames from crotaing to
trie ealt side of IRoal street. So huge and lofty
were the flames, that the whole city wtas lit up,
whilst a broad current of sparks and blazing cin-
ders floated nearly a mile to windward, spriuklirrg
the house-tops and street; as it went.

As to the property destroyed. As we yesterday a
stated, the fire started in the fourth story of C.
Boye's furniture store, near tile middle of the
block, it being the upper end of the Moutgomtly
Buildings, the mort splendid and costly range of
stores on Royal street. Four other stores were in- I
eluded in this row, to-wit : D. Kelhan s furniture t
store, S. S. .lmmway's furniture store, G;. Dupuy'sa
looking-glatss and picture store, and Groecan & I
Bencteau's furniture store, at the corner. Next,
above Boye's, toward Customhouse street, and ex-
tending to the corner, was a range of old but solid
and valuable three-story brick buildings, occupied
as follows: V. Guette, dealer in looking-glasses
and pictures; W. McCracken, furniture manufac-
turer and dealer; Wmin. McCracken, upholsterer
and furniture manufacturer and dealer, occupying
two buildings above and the basement of one, with
J. Ludowig, merchant tailor, in the basement of
the other; Neagle & Carpenter, furniture dealers;
and Faures & Norman, at the corner, importers of
wines and liquors and fancy groceries.

Fronting on Customhouse, next to Faures &
Norman's were destroyed two old brick double
cottages, occupied by C. Bright, Dr. James and
Levi Hubbell. The rear parts of some of the
Bourbon street residences were scorched, and the
fire was only prevented from going, through to
Boutbon by the lofty back wall of Mr. Zacharie'a
property. All along in the rear of the houses on
Royal street were numerous workshops and out-
buildings, which of coarse shared the general
destruction.

The houses attacked across Royal street were
the two old three-story bricks next below the
corner of Customhouse street: one occupied above
by Mr. iluche, and below as a depot for the Erard
pianos: the other unoccupied, and beloning to Mr.
Ilarris. Only the upper stories were destroyed.
The corner building, uted in the upper stories by
tire Irving Club, and below by a cigar store, was
considerably damaged in tile upper part; the con-

tents was saved. Other stores on the river side of
Royal street were plentifully drenched with water,
and somewhat damaged, as the co-t of escaping
tihe fire.

Sctarce a thing was saved out of any of the furni-
lure or picture stores. They were all crowded
t ith line and valuable goods. A large part of

SFaures - Norman's stock, chiefly liquors in casks,
was rolled out and saved.

It i •,nnnihtle to nive a close estimate a- to tlheIt is impossible to give a close estimate as to tie I
whole loss by this conflagration. The buildings
were owned and valued as follows: Montgomeryl
Buildings, (five stores.) belonging to WV. 'Mont-
gomery. $,l0,000: Mrs. Widow Waggamlan, two
stores, itO1,Ol : If. N. Siebrecht, one double store,

10,000: Dr. P. A. Lamlbert, ,15,000; i'. C. IRy,
-5.000: Mrs. Lowell's two little houses on Custom-
house street, about •3000: damage to three build-
ings on east side of Royal street, about $3000.
Total, 111,000 in buildings.

We have not the precise value of the diti-rent
stocks destroyed. That of Faures & Norman was
about -:0,000. That of Mr. Siebrecht was about
el0,000. That of Mr. ll:ye was about $30,000.
The otilher stocks of furniture, ald of mirrors and

pictures, probably ranged between. $30,000 and
350,000. The aggregate of goods destroyed may

be set down at $330,000; making the whole loss
well on to half a mlillion dollars, a large part of
which is covered by insurance in the city offices,
and some of the otlices in New York.

We may regard it as extremely fortunate that,
amnid the incessant falling of tile lofty walls, with
the intrepid firemen half the time within their
reach, no serious aceideut occurred. The only
accident we heard of was to Liucot. Crevon, who
whilst actively in the discharge of his duty, seeing
to tile removal of Ilaures & Normanlal's goods, was
'struck on tile shoulder by a falling sign and se-
verely ijurinrd. He was taken to a neighbllring
residence and promptly attended to. His injury
did not prove to be as serious as at lilst supposed.

Tie ruins of what was no late the linest block on
loyal sIreet present a ghastly spectacle. Thou-
o sands of people loitered rd around yesterday, gaing
at them in silence.

We are sorry we have it not in our power to an-

nounce a ehange in the hot and dry spell of
weather. Tile like has not been known for forty
years. Here in Alexandria the sand is so deep
that we must pick our crossing to go from one
side of the street to the other.

Every day we- have a promise of rain from a
cloudy sky, and it is believed we had seven drope
on Tuesday last. Every Pine WoodsCreek is driod
up, and almost all are out of cistern water. As
our evidence of the unparalleled drought, we cite
a statement of one of our small planters in Calca-
sieu, who has planted seventy-five acres, and ex-
pects to gather seven bushels of corn. We know
of sections ten miles square that will not yield ten
bushels of corn.

The drought has done its worst, and the only
benefit now to be obtained by a good rain will be
to give us drinking and washing water and to settle
the clouds of dust created by every passing ve-
hicle. We can still congratulate ourselves with an
oceasional visit from a steamboat. The Newsboy
was the last boat at our wharf, the balance having
remained below town, unable to cross the bar, in
sight of town. Abhoe us navigation is entirely
suspended. We pity our friends above who have
con stored here and no eans of shipping at hand.
The Rescue, one of the lightest-draft boats above,
has just laid down to rest in three teet water at the
Campte Graveyard. She will find within hearing
many old companions entombed beneath the clear
waters of Old Red.

This gave
new life antd energy t, the Christiaas within. At
te ,taooiet:l time ~ 'hbonand men,, fully armed,
we, e seen anrronb•ting from the direction which
ipromised them aid. and whell tLty perceived the
Christian standard floating over the advaneing
artoy. they renewed the confoict and rusahed n..po.
the foe. Al•, for the poor Christlana so eruaett
betrayed ' The letter was a forgery, the Christian
standard a stolen one, and the two hnourandarmed
men entered the only exposed part of the town as
friendl, but proved to be their deadliest foes, who
set fire to the hones and attaeked the bedseged in
the rear. The remaining (hri•tltaas formed a emare
around their women and children and fought their
way out. gradually retreating, and thus evacuated
tile towen, leaving it to he sacked, plundered and
burnt.

The Dreoes, not satisfied with this triumph, and
determined to exterminate the Christians, then
rushed upon Dei el Komr, which had previously
surrendered and given up arms, throwing itself
upon the protection of the Turkish Governor and
garrison. llere, in one day, these fiends brutally
chopped in pieces every male inhabitant with
hatlchet, axre, sworld, knives, and every other
available weapon. More than fifteren hundred men
and boys thus perished under the'eye of the Gov-
ernor, a Turk, and aided by tihe Turkish neoldiernin
the hellish work. The remainder of the six thou-
sand inhabitants are 'wanderers and fugtives, cut
doTwn wheeverr they are found, without mercy.
Two thousannd women and children, many of whom
were wounded, have been brought to Beirut by

.Englih ships-ol-war, who picked them up along
the sea coat, and by Amerioanos, who, aided by
guards from tile U. S. Consulate. brought many of
the doonmed anti the periahinanpeon their own horses
to leirut. During thiawar English and Americana
have been treated by all parties with great respect,
and all ttroteetants who placed themselvers uonder
the protection of the Drouse have been saved for
the sa0e of tile misrionaries to whose congregations
they belonged.. 0or missionaries have thus been
able to relieve the distresied unharmed, and to
resene scores whose lives they have preserved by
gilng to the scene of action under the protection
ol tihe American Consulate, being accompanied by
a Janieary, or consular guard, with his silver-
headed staff of ofeice. Some of the wounded have
been brought to the seashore by one of the Drune
chiefs, who allowed his nmen to do the work of
slaughter, and then tried to save his own head in
the day of reckoning by his attention to the
wounded and his absence from the scene of mna-
seemR.

Beirut, at the date of mn last letter, was a seene
of wild confjsion aud excitement. An attack was
hourly expected from the Ilruses from without.
while the toslems were threatening the lives of
the Christians within the town. Many Franks Ifed-
to the shipping in the harbor, and thousands of the
natives coared their shops and raahnedto the Kes- t
rouan, the only remaohlng distriet of Mt. Lebaton
yet unilvadod by the i•rsee.

No confidence was feltin the government, the
troops could mnt be trusted, and the death of a.
Moesem by the hand of a Christian had wrought
the Moslem population into the greastltfany. The
military Pasha went himself through the straeetsa,
urging the armed nmultituds to disbad anda dis-
arm, but all to no purpose. Moslem boys went
about armed with hatchets and clubs, and other
weapons. And Moslem women cried out emptblic
plaecs for the blood of the Christians.

In the afternoon the armed populace gathered
in front of the Governor-Generaf's palace, and de-
maoded the immediate execution of the Christtan
acc•usd of the murder. The excitement at this
time was terrific. Franks and Consuls even were
not ,afe i the streets. An officer of the British
lino-of-battle ship Exmonth, now lying in the har-
bor, was insulted and menaced by a Moslem who
presented a pistol at his head; two other EnRlish-
men saw pistols snapped at their breasts, and the
freach Consul hGeneral was greatly endangered;
as he entered tie palace a Moslem sprang forward
and struck at him with a sabre. No blood was
drawn: the man wau struckdown by hisassoclates,

tnd no further notice wau taken of the matter-the
Freanuch Consul wishing no doubt to bide his time.

The British commander, however, was not so
peacably inclined, and issued orders on the follow-
ing day, that every officer should go on shore
armed witlh revolvers and shoot down the first
Moslem whlo should olfr any indignity whatever,
and communincated tihe same to the Pasha.

The local authorities, in the absence of the Gov-
eror-Gcreneral were greatly perplexed. The acting
Giovornor-ieneral ordered the trial of the acnused;
le was found guilty in a few hours and sentenced
to death under a tremendous outside pressure.
They did not dare to execute him., the Governor-
Ceneral being absent, bit the cries of the mob in-
mcreaed to such an extent that a general massacre
Swas feared. The acting Governor-Greneral was in
despair. To save the town he most execute the
Christian ; to execute the Christian under such a.
mob pressure would endanger his own head.

iGeneral lit•mety or Ismnil Pasha, as ha is called
in the Turkish service, a Christian and a Protest-
ant, did much toc restore confidence. Thconsualar
body sent toe him to aucertain what means he had
for preserving the public pence. He was in the
rmountain; whien hreturned lie was sent foragain.
He was then with the acting Governor, reviewing
the evidence of the case of the accused Christian,
having been sent for to share in the responsibility
of his death. The evidence having beencompleted
the aetiog iovornor-Generat, accompanied by Is-
mail Pecisha, proceeded at once to the British con-
sulate general, where the leading Consuls were
assembled. They wishied for advice, they anew
neot what to- do. They declared that the murdererI had been arrested, tried and found guilty by a

legal tribunal, and that he had been justly con.
•l•mned to death.

Questions were asked as to tie right otf Gov- n
ernor to execute a criminal. They contended that ti
he had that right in great emergencies, butthat his it
appro•at of the sentence was nocessary to its g
validity. They therefore wished to await his
arrival, hut dared not, inasmuch as the populace
threatened the town that nihgt if the head of the e
accused was not given them. After some deliber-
ation, the consular body, without expressing any
opinions as to the guilt of the accused, or the no.
cossity for his immediate execution, requested the f
acting IGovernor to exercise tile funcutons of the a
office of Govarnaor-General while occupying that t
positioi. C
