The deceased was t
about 40 years of age. ie left a note to his wife,
stating his intention' to commit suicide, and bidding
her an affectionate adieu. a

StlE.--The foregoing is a true report of tile ircun-
stances of Nicolai's suicide, as shown before the
Coroner ' jury :
But lhow oddly things turn about sometimes'

Yesterday afternoou Deputy Coroner Soraparu ac-
cidentally ascertained that the house in which
Nicolai was found dead was a house of bad repute,
and that Mrs. Nicolnai was not wife or widow of the
deceased, by any legal or churehly tie.

A r;erlman cyprian, going lby te very un-fler-
man nanme of thary White, broadly stated her

I elief that Nicolai was strangled or otherwise
killed in his bed, and that his dead or dying body
was aftelwiard sttaug up by the lPeople ill the
house. She fiurthe stated that tie alleged Mrs.
Nicolai hadl promised to pay her handsomely if
she would keep ryoiet about nlit what she knw.
iMar.\ Whtite was arrested and locked up, by

order of the Coroner: so also were Christiana
Nicholas. or' Niclai, i'lilippina lietrich.it . Popa-

THEI BATT.LE OF MSLAZZO.

The Government of the Dictator Garibaldi has
cauoel the two following bulletins to be publisaed;

NAoereOt. CaMer On MEne, July 201.-Thi morn.
ing. at , o'clock,. an exchange of musket shot took
place : it was thought at first to be an affairofeuto
posts, but it soon became a general action. The
I[oyalists had artillery; on or side there was none.'

A re-
inforcement, with rifles, cannon, has this instant
arrived for as. The soldiers of Spadafora are ft .

Jrlm 22.-Yesterday, at 6 A. M., the battle com-

menced at Helazzo, and was not over before 8 P.
rI. The stroggle was terrible. Therewas fighting
along the whole line. There was a great carnage
of the Bourbonisto, who fought with mnch obsel-
nacy. so that it became necessary to gain ground
foot by foot under a shower of 5rape. The fied
of battle, covered with dead bodies of the enemy,
and with baggage of every kind and fire gene,
was at last conquered, amid cries of "Long live
Italy! ILong live Garibaldi!"

Ouryoung men vied in enthusiasm with the bra•,e'
men of lanribaldi's legion, which was the first ins,
the combat, and the first to charge with the bayo-
net, to storm Melazzo, and also seize the first and
second redoubt of the fortress, still pressing the
Boorbonists close with the bayonet.

Our loss has not been excessive. The legion of
Garibaldi las had a few of its man wounded: our
young men have also suffered very little. but the
loss of the continental soldiers has been considera-
ble. Enormous loss, enormous damage has been
inflicted upon the enemy, who in flying nwas driven
into the redoubts, and from them into the rest of
the fortress. lle was pursued thither, and the water
conduits were cut off.
