Ot Thullrsday evening an Irishlman named Barney
ilr'oy was taken to the First Diistrict lock-up,

badly cut in ]ir headl and one of hii; hands, the con-
sequence of a fialt on Magazine street. lie re-
fused to tell whlo cut him; but he was so badly
wounded and so covered with blood that ofiicer
Amres, the night clerik, sent him to Charity Ilos-
pital. At the hospital his wounds were dressed,
but lie was a: once sent hack to tie lock-up, with
this mesage to ollicer Amrnes: Not to send any
more woundled men to the hospital, as it was the
City Physician's duty to attend to such cases.

Yesterday afternoon a laboring man named
Thomas tlarney went to the First District loc:k-up
and asked for a place to lie down, as he was sick.
The day clerk, Mr. Cirace, seeing that he was
actually sick, sent him to the hospital. The sick
man was refused admission and sent back to the
lock-up, Hlaving heard of the hoepital mandate,
that it was the City Physician's place to attend to
all cases of wounding or sickness at the lock-up,
the officer sent for the City Physician.

l)r. tierthelot leing absent on leave, with Dr.
Icew as his suistitute, and the latter being ulnwell,
with Dr. Scratchley acting in his place, the last-
nnamed physi ian visited lHarney in his cell; found
him rluite sick, wilh a fever on him; said that he
was so sick that lie ought to be in the hospilal :
prescribed for him-; and when we were at the
lock-up last night the poor fellow, lying on tire
hart boards in a dark and lccrless cell, , as in
that dismal place undergoing the results of the
medicine Ire had taken, when Ihe ought to have
been on a bed in a clean and airy room.

l:nlera the officers of the Charity holpital can
show somre legal excuse for suchii cIndict ar this,
turning the wounded and sick from their gate-, it
is the duty of the lItard of Commissioners to inl-
vestigate the matter, and let the public know the
result of their investigation. We never b)efore
heard of such a thing, as this turning away of
the sick and wounded, from an institution which is
supported by the money of the State, a tax on pub-
lie amusements, a tax on all ships brirging immi
grauts to the city, and whicl pays no tax itascll:

BJut I must say that
these persons had told me that they had not come
here to kill Mr. Savelli, but to advise him to leave
the parish. Then five or six, to-wit: Maximilian
Martin, Joardain lMartin, Manuel Ragas, Isidore
Casvi, and two others whose names I do not re-
member, went to Dr. iRogers' to call Mr. Havelli
out. Mr. Savelli came coit with them, and whilst
they were talking with him, Savelli telling them
tlht hie would see whether he would leave the
parish or not, John Diolise struck with his poign-
ard Savelli in ithe breast and I myself, deponent,
being freed from the persons around roe, I went
to Savelli and struckli him once in the right shoul-
der and thrice in the right side with my poign-
ard.

Deponent says that after Savelli was strcck to
death, li, deponent, and all the other persons
whom he has above named, left the corlee of
Savelli at about thirty or forty feet above the
tavern kept by Mr. Grant, that being the place
where Savelli was atopcped, struck and killed.

New Yons;, Aug. 17.-The correspondent of the
New York World at Constontinople, in a letter
dated July 24, says the recent serious outbreaks in
Turkey between Protestant Americans and the
tmob, are touching t,brial rights.

He ran to his
hoose, mounted his horse, and taking a nearer road,
reached Greenw oodbefore the bogegy. Hedeelared
that he intended to kill Dr. Head-as soon as he
arrived. Taking his position in an alley he shot
both father and son, killing the formerin the buggy
and nwounding the latter, who with a pIstol in hand
jumped from the bulgy and was shot by Adams.
We have heard thalt Charles Head shot at Adams
before he left the boggy, and had another pistol in
hit hand when he was killed.

The g eatest excitemnent has been produced by
lhis bloody tragedy. The community had been
living in painful suspense expecting something of
the kind, and at last the deed is done. Dr. Head
was a talented man and a fine physicihn, but he
abnsed the gifts with which Ie was endowed, and
by his recklessness came to his death-by violence.
