physician, Dr. S. C auoppin, was in company with
the wife and child of his brother, the Doctor. A
lady on the opposite seat had a child, which Mr.
C. was politely holding, the cars being very much
crowded. The lady started to go out, and Mr. C.
was politely seeing her out, still holding the child,
when the collision occurred. Ili left leg was
crushed, both bones, in two places below the knee,
and the child hie held was said to be one of two
children killed. le was carried to hi, brother's
residence on Canal street, bearing his pain with
the most uncomplainite fortitude. The bones
of Ili leg were so tadly shattered that it
was believed amputation would be necessary.
Beside tihe child lie held, we heard that one
other child was killed. For a singularity, this was
the first time in her life that Dr. Choppin's wife
ever rode on a railroad. She had been on a visit
at her brother-in-law's place above the city, and
had carriage conveyance at hand. but prreferred
taking the cars for the novelty of it, having never
in bar life been on the railroad.

and that, as the engine ran forcibly into the hind-
car of the other train, precisely at the Jackson
street intersection, the engineer, John Sullivan
was doubly in fault ; firstly, in not slacking at Jack-

Sson street, w thther there was a train ahead or not;
and secondly, in not seeing the other train by the
light of his reflector, which he might easily have
done in time to stop, lhad he been on the lookout.

The only fault alleged against the forward train
is, that there was no conductor at the hind end of
the train, standing out and swinging his lamp, as
is required by the rules of the road, whenever a
train is on the halt.
This is a very serious piece of hbuiness for the

Carrollton Itailroad Company, and we hope will
he for John Sullivan, should he be caught.

De-trutllve Storsn Itn Virginla.

In the Staunton Spectator we find the following:
On Saturday evening last,botween half-past two I

and four o'clock, this place was visited by a most b
violent storm and terriflo freshot. Houses were a
undermined, walls driven in, goods swept away, a
pavoments torn up, gas pipes broken, hogs
drowned, fences washed away. gardens and crops n
destroyed. The streets presented aspectacle sim-
ilar to the raTlids above the falls of Niagara. The
wind blew, the rain descended, and the flood came
in terrific violence. Stones weighing hundreds of
pounds were borne upon the flood some distance,
nod drays, tables, boxes, hogsheads, barrels, chil-
dren's carriages, lumber, and furniture of various
kinds were seen floating down the streetas-ponthe
bosom of the violent current.

The cor oration and individual losses are im-
mniense, Thle individualloss is very great, nluch
more tlian it lies been on anly former occasion of
a similar kind. Tihe flood was greater than the one
of 1855, and the damage sustained, in the opinion I
of some, as great as in both combined. At this
time there is no means of ascertaining the amount
of damages, or even an approximation with any
degree of certainty. Some suppose it will amount b
to $100,000. but we think this estimate is rather i
higb. Persons walking the streets are now com-
pelled to forsake the pavements and walk in the
middle of the streets. Where the pavements were
are now, in many places, deep holes.

The Spoctator contains nearly a column of do-
tails of damages done by the flood.

Our beautiful "City of the Hills" has again been
visited by a most destructive flood, causing a se-
rious loss to many of our citizens.

A correspondent of the Mobile Mercury ftrathes
the following:

Another most grand and imposing etaelel
been witnessed in this place in a daylfght st
which made its appearance in our Westeir
5 o'clock last evening, the 14th. At first nor
position was about 25 degrees above the ei
and its bearing, as near as could be judged,
out a compass, was 15 degrees to the left, or so
of west.

well defined, as that of a silver ball of the same
apparent size would be, if seen before a dark back
ground. Its color and geheral appearaoune was
precisely like that of the larger tars and planetn
sa they appear just on the ave of tR tlih-us.
sparkling and brilliant as the silvery pur 'o a
iadem. Nothing could have been morel mpoidg.

It was seen by a large number of nor oltnseas,
both in town and out, and so unusually, grand and
meagnificent was the eight, that the impression it
made on them mast be as lasting as life.
