IWe have recently had all increase of two new
ste-aimboatt on the lti (:rande river, and there is a 1
•irospect of more yet. The elegant little steamer

exico, whichi ran between Corus Chr.isti and in-ai t
dianola, has been put on the ttie Geralnde and iI in-
tended to run between Brazes Santiago and
Laredo, whllenever tie water will permit. The
steamboat company which has heretofore done all
the freighting on the Rio Grande has also biought
and placed in the trade a new and beautiful little
boat, the Mustang, intended to ply between
Brownsville and Laredo. These improveelenti, it
is to be hoped, will increase tile trade of this
platce b lowering the present extravagant rates
of freight in this quarter. The Mexico is an oppo-
sition boat, and ternporary, as a matter of course.
IHer occupation will be to reduce tile rates: but I
have always noticed that some compromise was
come to soon where the opposition was limited,
and I stppose the mIexico will soon find her profit
in some arrangement with the other boat. So
body can blame her either, for all men pursue
their own interests, and I do not see why ateam-
boatmen should be denied the privilege. I simply
complain that tile people do not help tllemselvte
in such cases instead of doing as they do, that is,
assisting the opposition to run itself out. It is to
tile interest of this people to lower the rates of
freight and fate, and if they would pay reasonable
terms to an opposition boat, notwithstanding ruin-
ously low rates could be had, the result would be
that an opposition could maintain itself: but instead
of doing so, no sooner does competition come
alotng than they encourage both parties to reduce
prices, and if tie old nmonopolists carry for a frac-
tion less than the opposition, away they go with
their patronage to tile one whoe does tile work for
the least pay. The result is that tte opposition
boat. instead of a decent patronage, finds itselt re-
duced to the necessity of beggitg for freight at
ruinous rates, or of being called extortionists and
mounoieolists. w\ho can blame boatmen, then. eor
charging a thigh er centage on their risk, labor
and enterprise, when the peopl have no higher
regard for theta tha se to use them in this way.

Tie Paymaster of the Uiited States Armty has
been lhere, and tile soldiers in tile garrison are now
in the enjoymelt ofe their dines. As a matter of
cotrse, the taown is lively with the tin theee liberal
fellowsr therow about thta with seucll a careless
]land.

Tile proprietors in tile city are makiing tren-
nons exertions at Ipresenlt to break the cur-
rent of the river, whichl sets against the biank
ill front of the mlost business portion of the town.
and threatens to carry away a very considerable
nortion of the city front. levee street is even
now almost inmpassable, and there are strong symp-
tons that furtler advances will be made, if the
river is not turned front its encroachments upon
the town.

We ihad a shooting scrape and almost a lynch-
ing atlair, it is said, on Sunday last, between two
Mexioans. Tile particulars would not interest your
readers.

I am informed that ai great nlany settlers are
now moving into tie county and taking up resi-
deuces in our midst. The great fertility of this
valley, and its superior advantages for stock-rais-
i e, make it one of the most desirable locations
for settlers wishing homes that can be found in tile
western ountrye .We i ave no news of particular interest from
IHexico. A rumor is current that Cortina has
placed himself at thle hlead of a body of churclhl
partisans, and is threatening lMatamorans, but no
faite is put in it.

EL. ('rescntl-To-day being my bith-day, I sup-

pose I cannot celebrate it better than to write you
a few lines of odds and ends. Yet, I scarce know
where to commence, having a variety to pick from
and none of much interest. First, did you or any
one in our goodly city, see a display of northern
lights on the morning of tile 7th ?- At i A. I., not-
withstanding the bright moonlight, from east to
west in the north, there was a brilliant rose colored
arch, with here and there a ray of golden light. It
wasa most beautiful sight. After watching it for
sometime, I tired out; and as IMorptheus gently
wooed me to rest I lost sight of the aurora borealis
in his mazy bowers, poppy strewed.
For a week past we have had real November

nights and mornings; a blanket and quilt having
added very mech to my comfort from 10 P. \1. un-
til 7 A. lM.-a slight fire in the morning being very
acceptable. The drouth is qunite severe now--cot-
ton shedding its formlns, corn withering onits stall;
while potatoes and peas are lparching and dying,
all suffering for Ieraven's refrreshing showers.
Tlere is every prospect of a severe winter here on
stokl, from scarcity of fool for themt.
I have behin out partridge hunting, and tried trap-

ping several times this week with " right smart "
success. But the tramps through tie t-uods would
lure me out, even if there were no bilds in view.
Caged ast aml in tie city so many months ill the
year, the country presents too many tenmpting ran-
hies for me to remeain long at a time in the lhouse,
and I spend one half thle day, at least, ont. There
is but little sickness h troegthis section of the
country, though fruit has been very plentilul. 1
have seldtom seen finer melons and peaches than
I have enjoyed in abundance since ceame up. In
the city we scarce know what fruit eating is.
In politics, I hear and see but very little interest

displayed in the matter, the dry weather and suF
ferclg croles being subjects of far seore interest
tlhan who shatl take thle helm of our terribly mis-
guided Ship of State.

A Prloinol Shooner Sloat Pnllnhslllllt.

A Philadelphia reporter, having thoroughly
overhauled the Moyamensing Prison, gives the fol-
lowing account of the shower bath mode of pun-
islding criminals:
In a cell at the eastern end of the corridor ap-
opireiatod for femnale, stood something like a

wooden chimnoy, vertically against tine wall.
Closer iospection revealed a door io its front, with
staple and padlock. This being thrown open, an
apartment just large enough to contain a human
body was revealed with one of the round perfo-
rated bath cisterns in A topt. The door and sides
are hollow and stuffed with woollen, to prevent
screams from-being heard.

When any prisoner becones ungnvernable, he is
escorted to this cell. The physician, the nurse,
and the superintendent stand by. The maloefactor
is forced into the apartment, tihe door closed upon
him, and the staple secured with a heavy padlock.
Then, in the darkness and stifling air, thle unhappy
cniminal feels tihe rush of tihe descending water,
It comes in a torrent upon hIis uncovered head, and
seems to be beating upon his brain. In vain does
lie seek to ovoid tihe draught. He cannot bend in
tile narrow aperture. Be cannot turn. HIa breath
grows short. Every norve is unstrung. His heart
heats agonizingly. He screams, bat the walls are
deaf, and there is no reply. Het i snfiboatlng--dy-
Sing. And when sense is swimming and lif flicker-
ing, the door is opened, thIe unhappy man re-
moved, and the dying poulses taught to beat again.

Sometimes the criminals, when removed, are
Iblack in tine face, the blood tlooding the head. A
tman in Sing-Sing prison lately expired under this
unishmert. Tine shower bathl at Mmyamensing
has been used three times in seven years. Its
ellfcts are to shock tihe nervous system.and weaken
tile entire body. One woman was lately put to
tie bath test. Sine is known as Jenny Lind, and is
designated by one of the WVardens. as the most
abandoned wonmn in the world. She has been in
irison more tllan one hundred timesn chiefly for
vagnrancay. and is beyond all reformation. She
seems at tinmes to be possessed with. a demon. On
Wednesday nle leaped upon Me.

The telegraph infornm us of the discovery of th.
remains of American and British soldiers, nearthe
Old Port, at Thrntot. Thl-DailyOlobe of that city;
of the 13th, hue-the folowbsg:

Onthe afternoon of Friday, whilethe workm•n
employed at the excarvatolnrfor the 5rildge at the
Old Fort were dgging nea the surfasee, oppoajt'
Dillon's Tavern-they bronght to light the rensalp
of several human beings. It was at once sea-
petted that the bodies were those of the Britlih
and Americans wsot fell in tLd'conflict which took
place in front of the tort in theyear 1813. A con-
siderable crowd soon collectct, and SergeantbMa--
jaor Barlow, of the One Hundredth Mr. Dillon, and
others, went to work along wi•h the lab'erers, and
in a short space of time they socceeded In ex-
huming fifteen bodies. From -the peatin in
which they were founmd, it appeared evident that
they had been buried in a trench near the lae
where they fell. ,'bveral buttons, a bayonet,
pieces of officers' epanletts and Fotion • of elothl-
lug weree found in the trench. On; of the buttons
appears to have belonged to one of themen of the

Sgallant Eighth British. Grenadiers." 'Anotherhae
the letters "P. R." ecngraved upon "ti and shows
that it was at one time attached to theI coat of ta'
of the Pennsylvania Rangers. A third had simply
the letters " U. S." engraved on it. A couple of
copper cents and a Mexolcan coin wero found near
the bodies.

The discovery of these remains will btingto the'
remembrance of those who fongit and bled`ithe-
wao of 1812,1812 and 1814 the struggle whiehtook
place in front of the Old Fort, in the summer of
1813, and which was brought to a speedy cemina
tion bythe explosion of the magazine. At- the
time referred to General Sbraffe was in command
of the fort, his forces only amountigto abouteeven
hundred British soldiers and Canadian militia, with
one hundred Indians. Early one morning the
Americans succeeded, after a sharp conflict, in
landing a force of seventeen hundred men, frem'
fourteen armed ships, in the woods, near where
the new garrison now stands. A detachment of
the Eighth Regiment were sent out to prevent tio
landing, if possible, and in the leroe struggle wtbllk'
ensune In the woods and thickets, they lonst mo
than half their number of men.- One aconnt sta•es
that when they left the fort they were one hundred
and twenty strong, bat on the fsollowlngmorning
only twenty-five answered to their names. Generl
Shraffe, at the head of his smalluforee, made-a tont
resistance, but, finding the enemy were two to
one, he was, at length, after a gallant struggle,
compelled to retreat. The assailants advanced
upon them, but when opposite the fort thepowder
magazine exploded, and two hundred Americansr
with their commander, General Pike, were- kiltei
on the spot, and also a number of Endgiah soldiers.
It is stated that large numbers of the slain were
buried near the spot where the bodies were foned
on Friday. The remains were earefully collected,,
placed in a box, and buried by a fatigue pacty
