Bastrop is within eighteen miles of the Arkansas
line; but degrees of latitude seem to make no dif-
ference inl degrees of heat in a natural way, but to
increase it as the distance from the equator is ino
creased. After all, New Orleans is about as cool
a place as there is in the United States in snummer,
and about as warm as any in winter. But I am
wandering from my subject proper in the discus-
sion of a matter near to my heart, and which I
"warm up " on whenever it comes under consid-
eration; and I will dismiss it with the quotation
of a remark of h fellow-traveler and sufferer, that
" North Louisiana is a little too hot for apurgatory
and not quite hot enough for a something else."
This isn't elegant, but it's mightily forcible.

Bastrop, the seat of the rich and growing par-
ish of Morchouse, is twenty-eight miles north of
Mlonroe, and is a very pleasant little town, and
will compare favorably with a majority of the
parish seats of the State. It is situated within a
mile and three-quarters of Bayou Bartholomew,
a branch of the Ouachita, which is navigable not
only to this point, but up into Arlansas for four or
live months of the year. By this water course the
merchants of Bastrop receive their goods and the
majority of the planters ship their produce, those
in the eastern part of the parish shipping by thxeuf
river. A flourishing business is done at Bastrop,
and the town wears a lively aspect at all times.
Its population is about four hundred and fifty,
and its principal merchants are Messrs. Bobo &
Evans, Silbernagle & Co., M. Levy & Co., C. A.
Williams, Friedham Brothers and E. B. Pettes.
There are Methodist and Baptist churches there,
and a spacious hotel, well kept by Uncle P. D.
Armstrong, the jolliest of hosts. The '"Morehouse
Advocate," the only paper in the parish, is pub-
lished at Bastrop by W. Prother, Esq., who is
doing most valiant battle in the cause of Bell and
Everett, whose advocates are very strong in More-
house. Indeed, I find they are strong everywhere,
but whether strong enough, time will show. Bro.
Prother was off on a hunting expedition while I
was in town. That's the way these country edi-
tors do-and not only that, but they go fishing too,
and enjoy themselves in other ways, as if they had
a right to and did not belong to the same miser-
ably laborious fraternity whose lot is cast with
city dailies, and is severe but brief.

There is a green and handsome courthouse square g
at Bastrop and a handsome brick building in it, m
and the business portion of the town clusters
around thile central quadrangle in a style of arrange-
ment and architecture very pleasant to look on. at
The Mayor of the town is R. A. Phelps, Esq., and Cl
the present officers of the parish are A. J. Bobo, a
Sheriff; James Bussey, Clerk; J. F. Naff, Re- at
corder; W. L. McMurtey, Assessor. There is no M
other settlement of any note in the parish, but at ot
"lone," thirty miles north of Bastrop, Eason & no
Brooks have a store; N. S. Greenwood has one at la
"Plantersville," twelve miles north of Bastrop; vl
the Messrs. Wright have one at Oakridge, twenty PE
miles southeast; Eason& Brooks have one at Lake
Lafourche, twenty-five miles southeast; and B. re
Silbernagel & Co. have one at Prairie lter Rouge, no
seven miles east of Bastrop. at

Morehouse is distant from the Mississippi only i
the width of Carroll parish, and is famous for the OS
fertile quality of its bottom lands and their quan-. t
tity, which is ensured by the spacious extent of the tl
valleys of Bayou Bartholomew, Bayou Bonid6e,
Bayou de G(alleon, Baeuf river, Lake Lafourche, r
G1um uswamp, Prairie Her Rouge and Prairie Jeffer- w
son. Only a moiety of these lands are under cul-
tivation, but every inch of them is in the hands of
those who thoroughly understand their value ar1
are willing to wait to get it, as they know they
will.

Ie ngqpeculiar institution must be left to our own
n management. These proceedings were held at the

led depot, whence we proceeded to the Americant Ho-

tel, where a sumptuous lunch and champagne andon other liqhids were provided, free ot charge. After1. refreshing the inner man, a great rush was made

bIy mostof the party for vehicles to view this bean-
tifol city of fine stores and residences. It has
thirty-three miles of sewerage and seventy-eight
miles of pavement, with a population of 1IA,000
souls. I saw some of the finest specimens of the
horse, noble, large and sturdy fellows, and had the
pleasure of a 2:40 pace behind one of the fast once.
At 4 o'clock we had a splendid dinner at the sarrse
house, with an agreeable flow of liquids and sen-
timents.

To the toast of the Mayor, an interval of many
minotc expiring bIefore a reponse was made from
our side, at the request of many of myfair friends
yeour roodest and humble nubscriber illuminated
them with a specimen of his oratory, which was
heartily received, an also the speeches and senti- 1
ments of our worthy friend .. M.Cohen, and Judge
Alexander Walker of the Delta. For the manner
in which the whole affiir was arranged, we are
under many obligations to the citizens of rlatlo
and the p•oprietois of the American Hotel, who 1
were assofnous in their attentions for our comfcrt:
and, for the benefit of all concerned, we give it a
unanimous verdict of "first-class hotel."

I had determined to go to Buoilae with the part7of excursioniots, but ]ad also made up my mindo
that running along with a special delegation of
250 persons and suffering the annoyances of the
great ruishes I had to make for comfortable loca-
tions for my family, at eachl and every stopping
place, concladed I would retire with my bags and
baggage, and returned to fascinatisg and pictur-
esrque Niagara to spend one more day and gulphi
down another draught of its intoxicating deligllts.

I visited againthe Canada side and had greatplea-
sure in a hearty grip from our mutnal friend,the
A\merican tragedian, Edwin Booth, and an intro-
duction to his worthy mother and his wife, with
whom he is passing some time at the Clifton Ilouse ;
hlie has been unwell for several days past, having
been poisoned with the wild ivy in some of his
rambles.
Mrs. James Gordon Bennett, with her ealeche

and pair of cats and tiger, driven by herself, illum-
inates this village.

I visited the parks and residence of thelate Zim-
merman, which fulfil the fullest description given
of tile kind they have in merry Old England. This
spot is now fitted up for tiee Prince of Wales, and
commands the finest view of the Great Falls, and,
as all agree, he is a good and appreciative boy, lihe
will no doubt acknowledge they are 'a hulckle-
berry albove all his persimonsn. t

My friend Smith, at the international, arranged
me very comfortably, and I left the house in a
mnuchl better ihumor than I expressed in my last.

I departed from Niagara with mnuch reotmance,
the weather being at a delightful temperature,
and the senses never tiring of admiration.

I took the New York Central as far as Rlloelhester
and then by cars to the small town of Charlotte,
on lake Ontario, and was soon comfortably feasted
and bedded on board of tihe Outario Steamboat
Company's clipper Niagara, John S. Warner, cap-
tain, sand T. B. Platt, chief clerk, and were trans-
ferred at Odensurg to to the steamer Ottaw, Capt.
Rantsin, and Purser C. C. McFall; this boat in con-
nection with others of the line being of lighter
draft and built expressly for jumping the rapids.
The view of the tloonusand islonda, going down the
St. Lawrence is qoite picturesque, but very mono-
tonous, low and oncultivated bits of laud and rock;
but when you reach the rapids and pass over this
surging, boiling and mounting mass of waters, sur-
rounded by rockis on earlch side and dashing along
through it at twelve miles an hour speed, you lose
all idea of monotony-; at one moment flying within
twenty feet of Ilge rocks, and then dashing out
among the great billows: the sensation, at the
same time being terrific, is very exhilarating, al-
though you cannot direst your mind of danger, for
an accident to the tiller would cause us to be
dashed to pieces upon the rocks. But I am assured
no accident has occurred in many years.

On the morning of the 12th we reached leont-
real, and baggage all passed without asy trouble
from the Cstomhonuse officer. I understand that
a gentleman of our city, passing from New York,
had the day before met with some detention from
speaking too loud of the quantity of silverware
and silks he had purchased In the States, and it
coming to the ears of the officer, e was coiner-
pelled to seize the trunks, and the owner had to
give bonds and sufler much vexation. The good old
motto, "to think twice before you speak once,"
partieulrly when you are not on your own prom-
saes, would have been very useful in his case.
As soon as it was available, we took to carriage

and visited all the curiosities in and around the
city; mounted one of the lofty towers of the great
and massive stone churches or cathedrals of St.
Jaseph, saw the nuns at prayers in the nunnery,
and looked at thie identical window fromt which

SMaria Monk escaped, the heroine of a novel whicht created so much sensation a few years ago.

Christ Church, situated on a commanding emi-
nence, is an elegant structure of blhe stone, inter-

t laced with a rich, cream-colored stone, to the
very tip of its spire, which gives it a unique and
picturesque appearance. The magnificent private
residence and castleated buildings reaching half
way us Mount Royal, with their fine parks and deco-
rations, add much to the beauty of this charming
scene.

We had n tine view rrom annat Ieasannsoner-
atory, and could see for miles in the distance the
silver waves of the Ottowa river, and running
throngh rich fields of golden wheat, witll the well t
taid out gardens in the vicinity, Mount Royal to tie tI
west and the commanding Belle Isle Mountains to os
the east. on

The rakish bloomer hat (some handsomely orna-
mented with long flowing feathers and plumes,) C
with dresses reaching only to the ankles, gave the t
rosy and ripe-peach complexion of the Canadian
girls an interesting accompaniment. The bloomer I
hat leas been all the rage here and at the Springs
and Falls this season.

On our travels we had for our driver a garrulous
old Canadian, and some of our party being ac-
quainted with his vernacular, induced him to ex-
and. A friend alont g with me, a great amateur in

horses and ogs, being very anxious to buy a
choice King Charles breed, questioned our friend
as to the probability of his obtaining soni of theti
species, when hie, with the greatest sang f'rol,d,
answered that he could get him the best and as
iany as lie wanted, also several cart loads of the

hugest and purest Newfosndlands, witllout asnyCx-
peose, and promised to procure us lwhat we de-
sired and bring them the next day to our hotel:
for which generosity we, as a mutter of course,
dropped an extra piaster into his hand, telling hlhnt
to be sure and keep Iis promise; but up to this
time the dogs and old Canadian are none est.

I left Montreal by railroad to Rousse Point, and
there took the tine steamer America down Lake
Camtlain to Whitehall, New York, passing and
viewing tihe most beautiful scenery, with the noble
Adreondaks on tie west, and the cloud-tipped
Green Mountains of yermont to the east, This
trip is well worth taking, both for pleasure and
comfort, saving you many miles oh hard rail-
reading.

We arrived in Troy the same evening, and once
more I had to bundle carpet bags and my extra
accumulations, gathered by sue way side, in the
shape of bows and arrows and other Indian curios-
iries, and make a desperate dash of near half a
mite to secure state rooms oil tie boat for N'ew
York; some wag having informed us it was only one
square from the depot where we landed, did not
think it necessary to procure a carriage. After
being well srqueezed and nearly maslheod.
