They eon them on etose that they
were eomoe'pled to drop lances, rifes. uistols, hows
and arr-w-s and oterh Indian trinl:eis, as well as
their saddler. The Inliana soon gamed the level
grounol, and fee ontstripyed us. We f!lowed the
trail for fifteel; miles.

While halting to reor our horses, p- pdiy of
about fifty made their appearance about two miles
in advance of us, and sec-med very warlifre. One
company of troops, and C-ne lhundred of our In-
dians went towacrd them. The fifty, at 'r seen,
soon numbered oter five hundred. Our Indians
were first in battle; two of their number being
killed and two woeunded. The Kiowas left threeGlad on the field. There is no accurate ideaso be
formed of how many were killed of their number,
as they are nearly all strapped to their saddles.
When tile main body of troops advanced towards
therr they retreated at a rapid pace. The charge
was sounded; the let and 3d squadrons took up
the charge, while the 3d was kept back as a re-
serve. The third came upon them just in time to
pour several volleys into them. While crossing a
deep ravine, 1 saw several deep off their ponies,
and a large number reeling in their saddles. When
we arrived at the spot not an Indian was to be
seen-both dead and licing disappeared among the
timbers of the Republican. As we gained the last
rise between us and the river, we could just see
them emerging from tlie timber on the opposite
side of the river. We followed after them for about
eight miles lnrthof the Republican, and found that
we were losing ground, when we returned to
where the light flt commenced. After a ride of
fifty miles, we camped on a branch of Supper
creek.

Whilb we were following the main body of
Indirns, another arty attackied the train, but were
sorely di.alppointed. They lost four killed and five
wouinded in return for which they got eight
ponies belonging to our guides. One man, return-
ing from tlie main body of troops with a broken
down horse, was attacked by a party of eight
nKiowas. He killed two and wounded another.
He biroke three of their lances witlh his sabre.
While engagedl with a third Indian, aid arrived and
dispersed tie remainder, flit horse was run
through wilh a lance ; the man himself received a
slight wound in is legs. Thie prairie over whichl
the Indiana ran was literally covered with saddles,
blankets, and various other Indian equipments,
One of our Indians killed has twenty-one arrows
sticking in his body. Wiile returning from the
Republican to camp, several of the Kiowas kept
galloping backwards and forwards upon the crest
of a hill, about three miles distant, probably to
take observations of onr camp for an attack to-
night. Our camp is situated on the side of a gently
rising Tlill, half a mile from the creek. Thaus ended
the skirmish with the Kliowas on Sapper creek.

Aug. 7.--An alarm was raised last night, which,
however, proved false. It was caused by the dis-
charge of a pistol in the hands ot a drunken man;
lie wts immediately put under the charge of the
guard. A man of Company D terned up missing
last night at roll call; it is thoughlt that he was
taken by thie lKiowas. We left camp at 8 oclock,
marched twelve miles andecamped on the Republi-
can Fork. Here we found the horse belonging to
the missing man, but no traces of the man could
be found. The hors

A IIANGED PIRATE IROUGHIT TO LIFE

Tihe New York Leader of the 24th makes the fol- t
lowing extraordinary statement in regard to the
execution of Hicks, who was recently hanged on
tledloe's Island for the murder of two men and a I
boy on a schooner, and who was known to be one t
of the most murderous villains that ever earned a
rope. If the story be true, we demand, in the
name of justice and humanity, that the wretch be
hanged over again, immediately and thoroughly:

There is now no further use in concealing the
fact that Albert W. Hicks, who was- ostensibly ex-
ecuted for piracy, on Bedloo ' Islandon the 12th
of last July, is still living, though in a dangerous
state, but likely to recover the full.use of his facul-
ties and limbs. The sight of his left eye is gone,
and his left arm and lett leg continue paralyzed ;
but apart form thece injuries, he would appear to
have suflbred nothing; and his.residence at his 1
sister's house, in Poughkeepaia, has proved every
way benelicial.
It will be remembered that much comment was

excited by the utterly fearleoamanaer in which
Licks conducted himself previous to hia execution,
lie laughed at tile idea of the gallows, and was
only allloun, :: he repeatedly said, to have
"vthlings condcted accorling to agreement." If
