We learn from a citizen of Calhoun that no more

than half a crop of either corn or cotton will be
raised there this season. The drouth hua been
terrible puen them, which blasted the prospects for
corn, while recently the cotton has been at•acked
with rust with more violence than was ever known
before. The county of Calhoun seems to have
been the extremest Northern verge of the drouta
which has prevailed in South and Middle Mis-
sisaippi this year. North of that good saaonso
have been had, and the present condition of the
crop of cotton is generally up to the avcerag ; but.
a good deal of talk is being made about rust.
Our planters are complaining a great deal about

rust in their cotton. We have no doubt that the
crop has been damaged by it many thousands of
dollars in the last few weeks. In some portions of
the county it has not yet appeared, while in others
it prevails in a very destructive form. For all that
we are yet of opinion an average crop will be
made. Our county has been singularly fortunate
in regard to rains dering this season. The coun.
ties immediately below us--Yallobusha and Cal-
houn-have lhad no rain at all scarcely, while Mar-
shall, Tippah and Pontotoo have suffered for the
want of it. In some neighborhoods in our own
F county, not as much as was wanted has fallen; yet
as a general thing, we have had plenty.
