From what we can learn of the cane crop in the Tsugar parishes generally, the yield of sugar thecoming season must be small. On both sides of
the Mississippi river, from Potate Coupee and

Bayou Sara to New Orleans, the drouth has pinch-
ed the cane severely, and even if the rains of the
rresent week have reached them, they cannot
rsake more than half a crop, and probably lessthan that. From New Orleans down they have
had some fine rains, but the storm of the 11th of
Ongnst did great injury to the cane.
On thie Lafouree and in Terrebonne the rainshave been partial; some have good crops and 
tome have suffered severely by the drouth. The
same fact holds good in St. Mary. From St. Mary,
up through St. Martins, Lafayette, Vermillion, ,
Opelousas, Avoyelles and Iapides, the drouth has
been severe and the crop has consequently suffered

Upon the whole, the prospects for the sugarplanter the present season are quite gloomy, and p
under no circumstances can the yield come up toone-half of a full crop.

U
out the aid of Garibaldi,) and if, the King having s,
fled, the revolutionary government applied at
Turin for aid to maintain order. In that case, it is
believed that the request would be complied with
and troops would be sent.

The note which some of the Paris papers have
spoken of as having been addressed by Count
Rechhberg to the government of Victor Emanuel
does not exist, or at any rate has not been re-
ceived. On the other hand, it is believed that a
circular or memorandum is prepared, in which
Austrlia will announce her intention of anticipating
Garibaldi's avowed designs against Venetia by as-
sliming the offensive in the case of his succeeding
in upsetting tie present government of Naples and
of puttinghimself in its place.

It is positively asserted that ten rifled cannon,
missing from the French arsenals, are, or soon will
be, in the possession of Garibaldi. General Turr's
visit to 'Paris is said to have been connected with
the transfer. What is believed to be quite certain
ts, that Signor San Camrldo, Garibaldi's envoy to f
the French Goveonment, solicited permission to
loave rifled cannon for the Sicilian army cast in the
French foundtrieis. It is not stated what was the
answer to this request, but it may, perhaps, be
taken in connection witlh the southwardjourneyof
the ten pieces of ordnance above mentioned.
