Several engagemelltts took place whllich reiulted
in noi particular benefit to either party, until about
tihe 5th of August, when the Liberal generals plan-
ned aa attackion the city n c(;cadalajara, intending
iol ttackr it sere(tly wbeh Gelcerial Veil would
think they were busy in watching Miramon. The
alter, by some means obtained a clue to the move-
lent, and not only gave Wolinotice, but prep ured

to mtake a movement bimself. When the Liberal-
ct- oimnleneed tllheir inarlt. therefore, ngainst
;aldulajara, liramnon quietly withdrew om entIon
he a circuitous route, and mearyhed in a parallel
ine with his enemies, hoping to attack thecl in the
reae when tley were attacking Wollt in front.

Thile plan would have worked well but that now
lhe Libeiral received secret inforn tion of Millra-
nn'; moveull. ito tn isi news Gen, Doblado im-
tndiately diverged from his proper line of mnarch
eor liua'ialajara and took the road to Lagos, where
tce bIped teo intnerclpt Miranlrn. The town of
I.ago- i situatted anmong the Cordillera, and is
'cee-,utdcid by natural iortifications, and into this
pla'c sllnamon incmediate'y retreated when he dis-
c,'errci that his movemclnt wasn crmprehended.
Dorlado attacrked him in lagos with fury, and tile
ight is reported to Ilhae continued obstiinately forl
cict dayso until the 1 lth of Auguot, when MiraIoni
with l c t of' hirs force, clt his way through the
enremy and took lic way to tilhe City of Mexico.

The light was a brilliant one on the part of Mi-
ralmon, considering that he had only 2c000 men and
his enemy had at least 10,000. lie is said to have
been wllounded, together with General lMejia, hissecond in command. Iis friends say that ihe en-
tangled himself for the purpose of deceiving the
Liberals into an engagemlent. If he did there is no
fact at at present which gives colorto the report. In
the battle of Lago the Liblerals claim a decided
victory, for thley captured tile enemy's cannon and
many plrionerl. Their own loss, however, was
very considerable, and among the number of the
dead was a General of D)iviiin, Pacheco. I haveread four reportrs of tile battle, emanating fromlirt cla-i oficecrs, and there is not a word in themas to when, where or how tile fight took place, nor
what was done; but every one contents hilmself
with a grandiloquent announcement that they had
gained a glorious victory. I have no doubt that
Miramon considers that he won thle fight, and prob-
ably if the truth was known he did. What par-
ticulars I have written, have been gathered from
pirivate correspondence.

The result on this fight will no doubt be of a very
disastrous nature to Miramon, for he has lost
ground so steadily sinre bis campaign against
Veran Crz that any serious drawback now would
leave the road open for the army of Doblado to
enter the City of Mexico. However,Woll still main-
tains himself in Guadalajara and Miramon has a
strong parly to back him; so the fate of the coun-
try is not settled yet.

Ctorning nearer home, Gov. Vidanrri still carries
matters after his ownmr fashion in tile State of Nueva
L.eon. lie has recently impcosed a new tariff or sub-
cription on certain of the foreign merchants, and his
terlcs wnere tlat tlhe motey shoull he paid or the
merchants ishould leave the State in four day'.
Most of tile nierchants left and are now on the Lio
G;rande waiting for some change in allhirs in Mon-
terey which will allow them to return and resume
their business.

Gov. Vidaurri has also issued a sanguinary order
to thie local oflicers of thln haciendal or neigihbor-
hood ofSeal(nregorio, that he ihtends to hIld themn
responsible for the assassins who assaulted and
killed Gen. Zuaznla, of whose death I wrote you iby
tile last steamer. Aranlbcrri, tile leader of tile
revolutilonary firces, hac answered that he alone
is resonsible, iiving ecolmaneded and directed
thie rtv which did tile deed.

The report is current in Matanmoras that parties
are now busy in this State enlisting volunteers to
assist Arambcrri in Ils attempts to overthrow
Vidaurri: and it ic said that Gov. Garcia, of this

ntate, has furnished this secret party with a con-
,iderable quantity of arnms and ammunition. I am
told that two wagons, loaded with muisketl, have

iquietly left town. I Ielieve, however, that Vidaurri
will maintain hinmself, for ie is undoubtedly popu-
lar in Nuevo Leon, and he understands how to
govern Mexicans better tllhan the majority of men.
Ills latest movemnent, in fact, demonstrates hia
stren;lth, for I ailc tole1 that he has left Mlonterey-
eor Vera Crlz for the purlpese of pretecrring

charges agaoinet den. Degitlado befolre the (overn-
nvt[ at Vera Cruz. lie has lately reconciled Iia
dliliculties with iGov. Ioblado, of h(;iunajuato, and
they are now warnl friends, and, it is reported,
adherents of Comnonfort.

The police of tile Second art Third Districts
were sharp after hilm, tracing him throughout hiswhole route, but not catching up witht him. He

was at last found concealed under a wharf at Al-
giers, and arrested and brought over to the city by

oflicer Pecceora, of the Second )istrict; an int-
portaut and creditable arrest for hiim.
Dr. Drew held the post-mortem examination

ipon Quintero's body, and found death to have
been caused by a stab in the back, between the
lilth and sixth ribs, cuttingthe lobe of the lung and
passing just hall an inch below the base of the
heart.
The Coroner investigated the case yesterday.

The following testinmony was taken:
Feiaitlnco Ctarc;a, sworn--Yesterday, 2d of

September, about t1 o'clock A. M., I was coming
from tile restaurant on St. Philip street (Benito
odlacthate). I went to mily room, on tlrsuqlce
street, between Chartres and old l.cvee streets.
.hile 1 was sitting down at the door of tihe house
withlJuan Gonez, I saw the deceased, Pedro Quin-
tero, coming along Urulines street, going towards
the levee. As Quintero was passing by, I asked
where ihe was going to: lhe replied that he wast
going to the market to get some sugar-cane for hil
oyater stand. lHe (Quintero) then asked me which
was the way to get to my rooln. At the same
time, Joseph Serrano war coming down from the
levee, and met Quinteiro at the door of the alley-
way of the toase where I live.
They, Qiintero and Serrano, went into the alley-

way to thie lhouse together. Qutintero went into
my room. Serrano went to tile flor above, to him
own room, and came down with a knife in his
hand, awd was going towards my room, where
Qlintero was, whenI Juan G(mez met hin and tried
to sto ]in, but Seriano tlpushed G(;omez asitc, adt
went into the room. 'ltuintero was standing beside
the bed, when Serrano camie up to hiim without
saying a wor, and gave him ta thrust with the
knife, which Quintero fendedi off, saying, " Don't
kill mte this wany '" and turnedl partly aroiund, when
Serrano stabbed him in the hack. He then tried
to give tuintero another stab, when Gomez caught
hold of the knife and took it away from him. Ser-
rano then turned around, and walked out of the
room. Quintero stood about talf it mninute, when
he fell and died. Serrano lives in tile uppher story
of the house. Quintero does not live inl te house.
I am not aware of any difficulty having existed be-
tween these men previously. I did not see ally
fight between them.
LJan I('ointz, sworn-Yesterday morning, Sep-

tember 2, about 11 o'clock, I came in company
with Garcia from tile St. Philip street restaurant,
and after getting breakfeasT went to the house on
Ursulines street, between Chartres and Levee
streets, and went into Garcia's room, where we sat
down together near the window. Whilst we were
there, Garcia saw Qulintero going towards the
Levee and asked him where he was going to.
Qlintero replied Ihe was going to get some sugar
cane for his oyster stanld. Quintero asked Gareia
which way to go his ((Garcia's) roomn, andGarcia
told him, "the alley way, next to the cigar store."
At tile same time Serrano was coming from the
,evee, and they, Quintero and Serrano, met to-
gether before the alley way.

Som-e minutes after they went into the alley way
Quintero went into Garciaa' room and complained
of having received a blow in the side, but never
said who gave it to him or mow he got it. I re-
marked to him that the guard of ais watcih was
broken, (a black silk guard). After this, in a few
minutes, Serrano came into the room with a drawn
knife: I wanted to stop him, and cried to him,
"For God's sake, what is the matter, what are you
going to do ?" tie replied something which I did
not understand, pushed me one side and passed
into tile roolm; when t turned around 1 saw Serrano
stab at Quintero,and when Quintero turned around
Serrano again stabbed him in the back.

On Tuesday, in the Philadelphia Court of Bes-
sions, Pasamore Williamson applied for a writ of
habeasc corpus for the release of Sina Conquest, a
colored woman, in the custody of W. T. Co~enest,
a native of Virginia, but now a resident of that
city. Mr. Conquest was summoned before the
court, and made affidavit to the following effect

" That Sina Conquest was held to service as a
tlave by him, in the caunty of Aceomnac, and State
cf Virginia; that in the month of July, RO60, he
returned to the city of Philadelphia, where he now
resides, bringing with him the said Sina : that prior
to leaving the State he informed the said Sins that,
by the laws of the State of l',nnsyIeania, she
would Ihe free upon her arrival; that he does not
detain, and has not detained the said Sina, and has
no claim, and does not claim to hold her to service
within the Commonwealth, and that she is at lib-
erte to depart if seh desires so to do."

BMr. Pierce now addreeed the eourt, and desired
that Sins rnlght be instructed as to iler rightn. iHe
ha-1 understood that she wished to return to Vir-
ginia to see her hasbandywwhno was ill.

Jddge Ludlow called Sioa, a genteel looking
colored woman, and remarked: " In obedience to
the writ, your master has brought you here, and I
desire to say to you, that by the laws of Pennsyl-
vania, having been brought here by your master,
he residing here, you are a free woman, and your
master hau told you. If you return home, by the
laws of Virginia and a decision of the Supreme
Court, you will again be a slave.- You must elect
which course you will pursue, and allow no one to
interfere either way with your determination."

Sina, in a decided tone, said to the Court: " I
thienk I would rather go hack: I would be better
satisfied tnd contented on my native soil, and I
feel I will be better ail'in the end."

Judge Ludlow said he had no doubt but that she
would be far better ofni in the course she intended
to pursue.
