tested by old Con-cordia. The lauds of Carroll are
for the most part new as compared with those of
Concordia, and are of extraordinary fertility. The
only parish which exceeds it in the matter of cot-
ton production is Tensas, Concordia is next below
Carroll in amount, and Madison is a good fourth,
making nearly as much as Concordia. Of Teacas
and Madison I do not propose to treat at length.
They lie between Concordia and Carroll, on the
Missisaippi coast, have ;th same characteristics of
soil and production, and like them their population
consists of a handful of white inhabitants to an im-
mense proportion of negroes. Tensas has about
thirteen hundred whites to about fourteen thousand
slaves, and Madison about the sane number of
whites to about ten thousand slaves. They are
both exceedingly wealthy, and together produce
about one-fourth of the whole cotton crop of the
State, while the four, viz: Carroll, Tensas, Madi-
son and Concordia, make nearly a half of the whole
crop of the State. The lands are very valuable,
and almost all the planters very large operators.

Carroll is a parish of large territorial extent,
and is making rapid progr, ss in wealth and in-
creasing considerably in population. This pro-
gress is noticeable particularly in the western part
of the parish, where the opening of the Vicksburg
and Shreveport Railroad h'a- given an impetus of
improvement and settlement to the comparatively
inarcessible section west of Bayous Maion, the nav-
igation of which is very unreliable. This railroad
has now its temporary terminus at tDelhi, in the
southw.-stern part of the parish, and is making
quite a place of that little namesake of the caplital
of Oude. 'T!: lands opecnl to clearance by this
road are of a fertile description. The population

Ial his part of the parish--that is, west of Bayou
IMaon--his always been considerable, and, in-
deed, a majority of the voters of the parish. who
are about nine hundred in all, are there rident.
But they are not generally of that capitalist class
which can most thoroughly develop the agricultu-
ral resources of the country; and these small
properties will ooih be bought up by large owners,
in the progress of thcat inevitiile rystem of the
concentration of wealth which is now going on
th'inoghout the country, and which promises to
root out of all the most productive regions of the
South the great body of the class of small agricul-
turalists-a consummation not to be desired, how-
ever, though it will tend to the advancement of the
wealth of the nation at large.

Floyd is the parish seat, and thong a flourish-
ing and growing town, is not the chief center of
commercial interests. Lake Providence, the great
shipping point of the parish,has that preeminence.
Floyd is about twenty miles inland from the Mis-
sissippi, and is located about the center of the
parish. Among the merchants there may be men-

MclKain and D. S. Travis have stores at
Monticello.

Lake Providence, the principal town of the par-
ish, is located on te bank of tile Mississippi, and
is held to be seventy-five miles above Vicksburg
by water, and therefore about four hundred and
seventy-five miles from New Orleans. Lake Provi-
dence is a place of commercial note among
the river towns, and a heavy business is done
there. It has a fine wharf-boat and all unusually
good hotel-" The Sparrow House." Its stores
are extensive and heavily stocked, and in all wares
can be constantly replenished, being on the great
thoroughfare of commerce which is always open.
The principal dealers are Hays & Guest, Simon
Lewis, A. Feiber, S. P. Bernard, Drew & Tomp.
kins, R. C. Simms and H. Stein. That old, widely
esteemed and admirably managed paper, "The
Lake Providence Ilerald," is published here, T. B.
R. Hatch, Esqt, editor, and one of the most expe-
rienced and talented in the State. It is a journal
of deserved and wide circulation, but very " demo-
cratic " in its political tone.

Carroll parish is so well supplied with water
courses and lakes within and on its borders as to
ensure it abundant quantities of bottom lands--in
fact, it is almost all alluvial, and its uplands (so
called) are unusually productive. The most valu-
able lands are along the Mississippi, on Bayou Ma-

HAVANA CORRESPONDENCE.

Mr. Ed;for- By the arrival of the Osceola at

Batabano, on the south of the island. news has
been received of the end of Gen. Walker's last
attempt on Central America. He had entrenched
himself at Truxillo: but the coemmander of the
British steamer eIarus, arriving immediately after,gave him an order to abandon the town, giving
twentyafour hours to decide. Walker saw no
alternative but to obey, and left the town, leaving
behind him eiibt of L. wounded followers, (one
of whom, a colonel, died previous to the departure
of the Osceola) and the greater part of his ammo-
nition and stores. The learns took on board the
surviving seven men. -tlen. Walker left the town
with only eighty men, .but according to last
advices his force was reduced to twenty-five men
by the continued attacks of his enemies, and it
was reported also that he had been severely
wounded in the face. His route was by the sea-
side, with the intention, no doubt, of procuring a
vessel to proceed to Rnatan.

When the Osceola was leaving Trouillo, Gen.
Alvarcz, chief of the department of Yoro, was
making his entrance at the head of 300 disciplined
men. If these manage to catch poor Walker, his
adventures are likely to end forever.

The British steamer had not arrived yesterday
up to 5 o'clock. Should she come in this morning
previous to the sailing of the Bienville, I shall give
you a summary of her news. Great doings are
expected here, if any faith is to be put in the threats
of a Spanish naval commander. I am confident
that the whole afltir will be amicably arranged.

By tile last Spanish mail, I see that about 400
men were about being shipped at Barcelona for
Saint Domingo, under the command of the Colonel
Don Francisco Fort, and fully authorized by Hcr
Catholic Majesty's Government. Colonel Fort
takes with him a fair number of oficers to take
tile command of thle other emigrants previously
shipped to said Island.

Ctoniderable uneasiness is felt here in the mer-
cantile community with regard to the standing of
sevcral houses who have lost by tile unaccount-
able flight of Senor Solano Alvear; but to the
present moment no new failures are reported, nor
to I believe there will be any, at least any that
could effect American interests. Government will
be obliged at last to inspect the books of some of
the agencies of European Join stock companies,
as the conduct of the Madrid Insurance Company
h,• called forth the just indignation of the people
here.

Anoiier cargo of slaves has been landed at
Canimar. Government is, however, now showing
itself in earnest to put a stop to the trade, and
several officials have been disgraced for being
found implicated. The late Governor of Sagua, I
belicii , has been ordered to Spain, but he being
a young man with a fortune of nearly $0t,000,
made in a few years, I do not suppose that he will
be much chagrined at this sudden order for his re.
turn home. There is one thing, however, of
s'hich I am perfectly sure, and that is, that Gen.
Senano has not sullied his hands with the touch of
any bribe money from the slavers here.

The nephew of the famous slaver Vitnos, I am
assured, has arrived, bat part of his cargo had
been taken by a Spanish man-of-war. It is also
said that a French vessel was captured off Trini-
dad. It is said that orders have been sent to
Matanzas to arrest Don Jose Bare, Don Ignacio
Montalvo and Don Jose Fremeda, all wealthy

which had been landed.
Another cargo of Chinese has arrived-the

French ship Alexander Belphienne, with 19i emi-
grants.

On Sunday last I proceeded in the afternoon to
Guanabacoa to witness the drawing of the prize of
5$10-awarded by the ex Queen of the Bleds, Mer-
ced Plana y Arredano, to one of the poor girls of
the village--the fortunate number was drawn by a
child 0 years of age, and the tears started from the
beautiful eyes of the elegant Merced as she bent
down to receive the humble embrace of her future
proteg'. The $510 are to be deposited in one of
the banks to serve as a dowry.

That same evening I entered the principal church
of the village to see the image of the Virgiu of the
Assumption. patron saint of the town, which image
was carried in procession, at about 8 o'clock, to
the house of the Camararera, Sre. Doha Margarita
Medina de Saez. The miraculous image was mag-
nificently attired, and in fact the procession was
the best conducted one I have seen on the island.
A novelty to me was the sight of several of the
handsomest young ladies of HLavana, all dressed in
white and with wax tapers in their hands, having
at their head the lovely ex-queen of the Blues,
Sealorita Dona Attagraeia Sicre. At the house
where the Virgin was to be deposited, its owner,
the Schoer Doctor P. Pedro Pablo Saez, had a mag-
nilicent tablle laid with refreshments for the persons
invited; and several verses in honor of the Virgin
were read, amongst whichl I remembered one, an
impromptu of a young poet named Saturineo Mlar-
tinez, which was much praised. 1 would translate
you some verses of the poet Str. Groutier, but have
not time.
