Mesdames Colson, Strakosch and Fabbri, Signoris
Ferri, Susini, Erraniand others have also consented
to lend us their sweet voices for a handsome con-
sideration, which may be approximately estimated
by means of the statemaent made by the Directors
to the effect that their expenditures for the season
will amount to more than four hundred thousand
dollars. Madame Cortesi and Signor Musiani, un-
rivaled in the s•hool of impassioned and impulsive
singing, will alternate for a fortnight with Patti.
Carl Formes is also secured, but the engagement
of Tamberlik, who will come up rather late in the
season, is the greatest triumph of which the man-
agement can boast. Being anxious to visit this
country, this most celebrated of living tenors was
brought to terms with less difficulty than is gene-
rally met with in securing an artist of half his fame
and talent. Such is the glimpse afforded us of the
operatic programme, but to expect a rigid observ-
ance of its promises, express and implied, would
be to look for that jewel consistency in politicians.
The campaign is began too early, but those en-
gaged in it rely for the present upon strangers
more than our citizens to sustain their premature
commencement, and we trust their dependence
will not betray them.

The gymnastic tournament at Niblo's Garden,
in which "outsiders are counted in," has been
conducted as yet without the occurrence of any
serious casualty, the accidents happening to the
amateurs being such as are calculated to excite
more merriment than sympathy.

To me, the
Professor does not seem half so entertaining as
formerly, but his family, youthful, charming and
talented, is very interesting. Mrs. John Wood
takes her benefit to-night at Laura Keene's.
"Jenny Lind" and "Our American Cousin"
constitute the entertainment she proposes for her
patrons and admirers, who would fill the Academy
of Music as quickly as this bijou theater. They
will regret to learn that she starts for Europe next
week, where her professional engagements are
likely to detain her for a long time to come. She
is the queen of soubrettes, and in caricature and
burlesque opera, she is unapproachable.

The number of her victims is legion, but, though
confined to a vile durance, she sticks to her title
and nobility.

Our girl is neither the initial chapter of any
work that is to be, or the conclusion of any work
that has been. She is neither a prologue or epi-
logue-neither a whole or a part; neither Alpha
or Omega. She may have commenced existance
in the ark; may have washed Noah's dishes or
milked Methusaleh's cow. She may have run
through her first edition on the summit of Mount
Ararat, and reappeared, " revised and corrected,"
to assist in gathering up the fragments of that feast
which filled seven baskets. She may be a loose
leaf from some work originated in the years be-
yond the flood; she maybe the dim online of soome
project, intended to create "perfect treasures,"
which never grew to perfection with its author.
She may have been born before poor Mrs. Lot be-
came seasoning for pork and beans; or she may
have been ushered into this land of the living by
the last Liverpool steamer. There is, at all events,
but little difference in her appearance at the differ-
ent times we take her up-sometimes a little leaner
or a little fleshier-a little more genteel or a little
more shabby; sometimes bound in "cloth," some-
times in "half calf;" and always, like the popular
serials furnished by our fashionable magazines, "to
be continued" for an indefinite period.

It is supposed that conservative and legislative
powers govern the nation. It may seem so to
men-to office-seekers, politicians, and would-be
Presidents. Women know better. The real ruler,
the Lycurges of the land is " Our Girl." If she
chance to be the cook, heaven only knows how
many justifiable life-takers she may have con-
demned to death, or how many hardened criminals
she may have pardoned. The organs which
digest a dinner have great influence upon the di-
gestion of justice; and the judge who assumes the
black cap and reads in tones of solemn awe the
soul of his fellow-creature into that everlasting
torment which he believes awaits him at the other
end of that hempen cord which breaks his mortal
neck; the preacher, who, in his afternoon sermon,

had sent them at an inopportune moment to visit
her ; and to her husband with a sharpness which
indicates broken glass between her teeth? Had it
anything to do with the husband's feeling 'cut,'
and going forth aggrieved, and casting his vote on
"the other side of the question," which now
glories in its majority of one-that little pebble in
the stream whose circles shall go on widening and
widening over illimitable space?" Does not the
ghost of that antique glass goblet which was re-
duced to vulgar fractions last night, and which no
money can replace, multiply our girl just so many
times as the many fragments would go to making
up one goblet ? Does it not keep gliding up infront

1 days tinged with lapis lazuli and the Saturday
I nights moistened with mops and scrub-brushes, and
isn't a feeling of being pin-stuck and pinched pre-
valent in the family, which, in the witching times
old Salem wots of, would have seen something
plumped into the nearest stream to " sink or swim,
survive or perish," unaccountably resembling our
girl? And doesn't that individual, socially re-
garded as quite down stairs in the equality point of
view, use her weekly stipend, that infinitessimal
fraction of your weekly income, as a pair of ster-
ling stilts, mounted upon which she holds her head
higher than the head of the family, moving about
with a spirit of independence you have never yet
acquired yourself in the house you call your home?
And doesn't site finally walk out of it with the ut-
most sang froid, just as you have brought yourself
to the spirit of humiliation exacted from you by
this high priest of the household, our girl?

Is she not the staple product of every State in
our Union, never ruined by rains or destroyed by
drought? Does she not stand with her heels on
our heads, her hand in our loaf, her tooth in our
t treasury? Is she not the topic inexhaustible at

every social gathering, at street cdrners and in
,market places? Does she not rear her hydra head
among our roses as well as in the midst of our cab-
bages? Does she not secretly scent lier handker-
chief at our toilette table? Do we not feel bound
to openly admire the fit of her elegant kids on
holydays, without betraying the secret that we have
missed our own ? Do we not adroitly conceal the
chagrin we experience when, after having once
seen our wife or our daughter wear her "love of a
bonnet," tihe chef ld'-rure of some Parisian modiste,
we behold its counterpart, gotten up by some
country milliner, next Sunday on the tossing head
of our girl?

Behold her influence upon conversation. Be-
neath the brilliant chandelier she works like a
worm in brains, which have bent over abstruse
sciences and revelled in the rich recreations of
belles lettres and the arts. The rosy red lip, which
seems formed only as a gateway for sweet smiles
and words of affection ; the eye of clear and intel-
lectual depth, the cheek of beauty and the charm
of relined manners, all are but harpatrings vibrat-
ing to the touch of our girl. It is a note high up
among the ledger lines of woman life; and once
struck, becomes an endless scale running throughl
the gamut of talk till intrusion or interruption
closes the instrument with a bang, or demands
some other strain. She is a piano which no wo-
man refuses to play. Let the well thumbed keys
but show themselves, and no "hoarseness," no
" cold," no excuse, whatever, is found for leaving
the revolving stool vacant; and there are plenty
to gather round at once to turn over the leaves, and
render every assistance to the player. " Our
Girl," in fact, is rarely a solo, she is oftener a
" quartette," or quintette, or sextant, if such, with
crotchets, with trills, with shakes, with quavers,
semiquavers and demisemiquavers, ad libitum.

Poesy, politics, sentiment and religion hide their
diminished heads before the olympian front of our
girl. Her entree, her demeanor, her wardrobe,
her flippancy, her short comings and her long-
goings, her heavy handedness and her liglht finger-
ing; her great inheritance of that failing which
putdear mother Eve out of paradise-lier radical.
ism, her conservatism; her eel-ish-ness which pre-
vents one from holding her after having her, and
her obtuseness, which renders force necessary to
ejejct her aftershle once has gained a foothohl in
the fnamily--all brought forward against our girl,
favors tihe belief that she is handed down fromn
generation to generation by some mystic agency,
which has appointed her the great avenger of somen
wrong inflicted upon her class in the kltchens of
h Ioouscholds crumbled to dust centuries before the
I matadon laid his bones to bleach in the dooryards
of departed races. We are prone to believe that
since tile days of aniideluviann culinary operations
our girl las noomehowdegenerated. \\e are prone
to believe also that she is posse-sed " o1 a devil;"

and whore and what are the means hy whichl it shalli
be east out? She is a murderer, but we cannot

hang her; she commits arson, but we cannot pun-
ish her; she throws people into rivers, (though
they seem to throw themselves) and all we can
say is " found drowned."

She is a forger, but we do not manacle her; she
is a defaulter, but we do not arrest her: she is a
witch, but we do not burn her. What shall we do
with her? She has become a necessary evil-a
national institution-as much a part of us as our
President and our HIouse of Representatives. HIow
are we to umake her worthy of the position she
occupies? She has gained an eminence from
which it is impossible to thrust her. She knows
her importance, and, like those reptiles which
carry the venom of death between their jaws, she
creeps among the long grasses and weedy paths
of social life, content with her sphere, because
conscious of her power. We are her nominal mas-
ters-her real slaves-the proclaimed king, but the
actual subject. It is only by constant change of
" help" that a Northern American housewife can
maintain her own ascendancy in her household.
The servant becomes the usurper the moment the
mistress, weary of watching, chauces to fall asleep
upon the battlements. She wakes to find her
weapons wrested from her grasp, her ramparts
defenseless, and " our girl" in possession of the
fortress.

To do away with the whole evil at once, most
our educated women become the slaves of the
cookstove and the wielders of mops and scrub-
brushes? Must their softwhite hands do the duties
of drawers of water and hewers of wood? \When
we would find a gentle companion with whom to
discuss our day's affairs within the precincts of our
homes-cheerful conversationists with whom to
chat of books, of music and pictures-with whom
we would share the refinements of life and the
luxury of leisure, are we to put on a sort of social
submarine armor and dive down into the waves of
kitchendom to bri gher, like the buried portion of
a wreck, to the urface? Our lip curves involun-
tarily, and our nostrils fly upward, as we imagine
ourselves waiting there while she washes the
grease from her fingers with hard soap, and dries
them on a crash towel behind the door. Nay!
let our wives be our ladies-let our servants be
educated to properly fill their stations. We rear
rare temples in which our " upper classes" shall
enjoythe benefits of culture and accomplishments;
our servants are turned into the precincts of pot
and kettledom literal know-nothings.

Why have we no schools with competent princi-
pals and preceptresses which will turn out finished
chambermaids, who will sweep carpets witihout
forgetting to brush down cobwebs or cleanse the
corners; laundresses, who will not be wholly
ignorant of their office ; waiters, who can compre-
hend the art of good table attendance; cooks,
who understand chemistry and know something of
tthe laws of digestion-who comprehend that a
man and turkey are two quite different things to
stuff, and who do not require the bit of informa-
tion to be added to their stock of general know-
ledge, that the turkey has a gizzard and the man
has not.

The present aggravating state of servant-evil
might be greatly reduced by the judicious efforts
of men wise enough to found means of proper
education for this class of people. Direction and
overseering does not suffice. They should them-
selves knoto the art and science connected with
their labors, to enable them to feel that degree of
interest in their tasks whichbrings all work nearer
a state of perfection than anything else. To pro.
duce educated and accomplished family cooks
would undoubtedly interfere with the affairs of
family physicians, but would not poor human na.
tare be benefitted by the change ?

A Ruined Land and City.

A correspondent of the San Francisco Bulletin,
who is traveling through Sonora, writes to that
paper from the city of Arispe, as follows:

Failing in every endeavor to engage an escort in
Santa Cruz, I was at last reluctantly compelled to
attempt to cross with my servants alone the wide
desert that intervenes between the frontier and
Arispe. The road was utterly unknown to us:
maps could not be obtained, guides were out of
the question, and with such verbal directions as
were accessible, we launched out into the wilder-

noi, anTie aiiti walls of buildings, and at mid-
day encountered most extensive ruined buildings,
with silver and copper smelting works, on a stream
supposed to be a branch of the Sonora, which we
rightfully conjectured to be the hacienda Baca-
nuche, twelve leagues above Arispe, the granary
of the far-famed mines of La Cananea. The de-
vastation of this beautiful estate is pitiful to behold.
The spacious and beautiful mansion hurled and
crumbling to decay-two handsome chapels with
their roots partially demolished, the ornaments
and pictures still upon the walls, the sacred para-
menta strewn befolbre the altanr, and in the foant,
where pious hands had sought the holy water, was
placed a grinning skull, in mockery of the desola-
tion.

A huge scorpion trailed his loathsome body over
the altar-shrine, reminding me involuntarily of the
anathemas fulminated in Scripture against the citis
of the heathen. Without, the view was not less
gloomy. A large and luxuriant orchllard devastated
by fire-long lines of accequias-wide grain fields,
once cultivated, now bare and sterile-numerous
corrals, mouldoring furnaces and vast piles of cop.
per-slag remained to attest its former opulence.
Bacanuche must have been a pleasant place in
other times, when the wide halls of the old manor-
house reechoed the voice of nmusic and of min-
strelsy; but melancholy and sick at heart, I turned
away from the contemplation of this memento of
national decadence. brunt Santa Cruz to Arispe
not a human being owns a habitation and a home.

From its isolated and retired position, this place
was peculiarly exposed to the attacks of the Apa-
chites, from which the miners were accustomed to
escape by enteringl tie smine and setting the savn-
ges at defiance. On tie 15th of Nov., 1793, the
Apaches, eluding the vigilance of the frontier gar.
rison, made a sudden inroad in force, and pene-
trated as far as Espiritu Santo. The inhabitants
took refuge,as usual, in the mine, but the wily en-
emy, not to be balked of his prey, filled the shafts
and adits with dry wood and applied the torch.
Mortal eye raw not their agonies, but when the
troops arrived, inanimate corpses of three hundred
and eighty victims of every sex and age were drawn
from the galleries-not a soul remained alive of all
that busy people! Such outrages were not passed
over as lightly then as now, and the Col. Vasquez
appeased with a bloody holocaust the manes of tlie
slaughltered. In tlhe old archlives 1 find it recorded
that more than two tihousand Apaches were known
to have been destroyed in the nine mouths' cam-
paign which followed.

Arispe, the capital of the State under the Span-
ish rule, once a polploos and loueriling toewn,
peopled by the best tamilies of tihe province, is
now a poor miserable heap of rubbish, occuplied
by some eight hundred or one thousand sonls, who
may be considered mere tenants-at-will of the
Apaches. In Santa (ruz, the savages entered the
precincts and carried off cattle the night I passed
there ; but that is nothing compared to thie state
of ailairs in Arispe. The river of Sonorn, on
which it stands, is depopulated as foar as the Presi-
dio or Bacuachi, which must soon in turn succumbl
to the presence of the foe. The northlern road to
Santa CruE, passed the great mines of the Cananea,
is virtually closed and the country abandoned. On
the south road, leading to the capital, the Apaches
robbed the Governor of Iris baggage, and dispersed
the escort, a few days ago. The very baggage
mules have to be corralled alongside the guberna-
torial palace to prevent their being carried off
Only a fortnight has passed since they entered tile
suburbs boldly, in broad day, wounded one young
woman and carried off another captive.

Under the old dynasty numerous public buildings
were erected here, such as the Commandancia,
treasury, hospital, barracks, penitentiary, etc.,
most of which are now in ruins. Till a late period
many relics of the olsen time were still preserved,
including some hundreds efsuits of armor worn by
the soldiery of the Presideo in their campaigns
against the Apuchien. 1 saw tie curious old eoney
chests, of massive oak, which formerly graced thie
treasury, but their empty sides gave forth a hol-
low sound, indicative of tie poverty within.

Tihe ladies had once tile relrutation el being tihe
most amiable, most beautiful and nost refined of
uany on the PIacific coast of lMexico. being mostly
desetendants of oldt Spanish Ilmilies or repute;
biut almost all lthe better class have emigrated tomnlre fatvored elimees.

I could ohtino but little reliable information con-
cerning the former state of the itly. iThe wortlly
padre, a man of inure than ordilnaery intetlligeltce
told me, with a Ihae of great gravity, that it had
been " en el tieelpo del rey" the seat of the vice-
royalty of New Spain. Iln tile year 17i1, theres
were eighty-four mines wolked illc th e district of
Arispe, some of tllhem of extraordinary ricilneso ;
nlow I believe, not one. 1Most of tlhes old nationcl
edilires are leveled to thie ground, and tihe archives
are being destroyed piecemeal.
