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i eEt•. MILLSON•'S LETTER.

The hn. John S. Millson of Virginia was, we
elvse, the only Democratic member of the House

of Repesentatlvee from the South who voted
against the KansasNebraska bill. His reasonsfor
so voting were given in an able speech delivered
in Congress, and were, to a great extent, the same
which impelled Mr. Bell and Gen. Houston to vote
in the same way. Gen. Millson went against his
party on that ocasion, but time has shown that he
was not so far wrong as wa supposed. Certainly,
his eonstitents nstead of finding fault with hitm.
have since returned him to Congress, at every
election, by increased majorities.

Gen. Millson has recently made a speech before
his constituents in which he expressed his prefer-
ence for Mr. Douglas as the Democratic candidate.
Besides that, he has writter a letter, which we lind
published in the Norfolk Herald, wherein he dis-
cousses, with uncommon ability, the dissensions in
the party, deplores their existence, and denies
that there is any sufficient cause for them. We
have room only for the concluding paragraphs of
Gen. Millson's letter, as follows:

For this separation (of the party) I see no justi-
floation, and hardly an excuse. It seems to be con-
demned by the whole people of Virginia- for even
the friends of Mr. Brecknridge have publicly ap-
proved the course of the Virginia delegates-and
they, t will be remembered, refused to consent to
the separation. If they afterwards connected
themselves withthe seceding members, it appears
to have been from some discontent at the nsttle-
mest of certain claims to scats In the Convention.They doubtless supposed these points of difference
were eraneonualy settled; and whether they were
or not, itwould he littleprofliable to inquire.

But did they demand the disrption of that great
historic party, whose suncesses have been re-
flected, for so many years, from the pages of our
statute books? Did they justify the dangers tothe Union, which these gentlemen believe will at-
tend the election of Mr. Lincoln, now, by these
very acts, rendered so probable ? Must the peace,the happiness, the safety of the American people,
yield to the superior claims of aggrieved con-
testants of seats ip a nominating Convention?

We have maintoined for some years past, a
fierce controveray with the Repoblican party,
upon issues relating to slavery. It has now pene-
trated our own organism, separating and estrang.
ing Its members. The truth is, both quarrels re-
late rather to speculative diffelbrcnces of opinion,
than to evils or dangers, of which there is any
well-founded apprehension. I allude, of course,
to evils and dangers resulting from federal legisla.
tion. And yet the quarrel has never been fiercer
than now. The explanation must be sought, not
in history, but in psychology: it is, that there has
never been so little to nuarrel about. Since the
establishment of the Republican parte, thie object
proclaimed as the bond of their association has
been pronounced, by the highest judicial author-
ity, to have been placed beyond their reach by
the Constitution. We might well, then, have been
tranquilized by this assurance of our safety ; and
even those who think it prudent to trust the de-
fense ofslavery to a political party, should have
confessed the wisdom of reconstructing the Demo-
cratic party, upon its ancient principles and
measures. This opinion I expressed in Congress
some years ago.

But instead of doing so, we have only been more
ingenious in devising, and more importunate in ex-
acting, new tests of Democratic orthodoxy, in
some of the many relations of the slavery queotibn.
Has there been nothing in all this, of a willingness
to perpetuate discord, rather than to restore bar-
mony ? Is there no latent purpose to throw the
Southern mind into a state of morbid Irritability,
that would make disunion possible, if not easy? I
much fear there is. I am sure the Virginia monm-
bers had no such purpose, and were moved by no
such feeling. Perhaps, indeed some of them ex-
hibited a more comlacant. willingness to adapt
their course to the views of others, than may be
altogether approved. I could wish, at least, that
they had adhered to their objections to the pro-
posed additions to the creed of the party.

That there is a purpose to accomplish the de-
straction of the present Union, I have much reason
to fear. How extensive it may be, I have no
means of knowing. Most of those who are parties
to this design, would withdraw from the Unmon, at
once; not for what may be, but for what has
been, and now is. They complain that we are not
a harmonious and homogeneous people. I fear
they have never comprehended the osublime pilo-
sophyof our national Union. We never havebeen
and never can be ahomogeneous people. It lsbe-
cause we are not a homogeneous people that our
Union wasfurmed. It is a Union--a Confederation
of NMaTIOes, each controlling the customs and
social habitudes of its own people, and all together
ordaining a grand system of free trade and inter-
national Intercourse, and pledging reciprocal pro-
tection against foreign and domesticviolence. Had
we been one people--one in climate and produc-
tion, in manners and opinion, in interest and pur-
suit, in religion and social relation, oar present
Union could never have been formed.

Bat it is feared the Covenant of this Union may
be broken. A ruthless majority may trample upon
this Constitution. A subservient Senate and un-
scrupulots House of Representotires, encouraged
and soupibrted by a dishonest President, may snap
asunder the oaths that Iind them to their duty,
and throw down the guarantees that hedge our
safety. An obsequious judiciary may refuse to
raise its strong arm for our protection, and theon-
then will come the dread realization of our dismal
forebodings.

When sauch "thoughits from the visions of the
night" come upon men, is it strange there should
be an image before their eyes-like the spirit that
passed before the face of Eliphlaz, which made the
hair of his flesh stand up, and of which, though it
stood still, he could not discern the form.

We cannot reason with the passions. Love,
hatred, jealousy revenge fear cannot be touched
by argument. If we wilhindulge timorous appre-
hensions, Iknow not how they can be removed by
any process of reasoning. Yes, all these dreaded
evils may come; and they maynot come. In the
lifetime of this Government, now more than
seventy years old, they have not yet come. No
act affecting slavery, that was ever complained of
as wrong, has ever yet been done, except by the
consent of the South. The legislation of 1807 and
18119 against the slave trade, the Missouri Com-
promise, the Oregon restriction, the Compromise
acts of le05, wcre all favored and supported by
Southern statesmen. What may come hereafter,
we cannot tell. Our present safety is not less as-
oured because remote evils are possible. Per-
hapesposterity may be ellied on to gunard itt ownwellfare.wenare.

Why should it be thought that the Constitution is
too weak to protect ous from aggressions attempted
't the Union! Why most we escape from the
Union to find remedies from the wrong ? What is
the Union, but the Constitution ?-what the Con-
stitation, but the Union? All the relations of the
Union are relations only of the Constitution-ill
the rights and powers of the Constitution are rights
and powers also of the Union. if, in the Union,
then, we suffer wrong, it is the Union that suppliesthe remedy. It is the Union that provides a Sen-
ate, a House of Representatives. a Judiciary, and
every other safeguard of our rights and interests.
It is the Union that is wounded nod sunfers with uo
from every blow struck at the Constitution; and
those who counsel secession, on the bare appre-
hension of injoustice, forget that to flee from wrongs
nommitted against the Union is to flee from reme.

For my own part, I have never dreamed of sob-

muting to any aggression. I have never been tril-
ling to surrender the least right. I have rejected
all compromises and repelledi veryeneroachment.
linBt I should as little deserve the confidence which
my constituents have so long reposed in me, if 1I
sought to disturb their tranquility with groundlees
alarms, as if I failed to warn them of impending
danger.
