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THEm POLICY OP SEWARD.

In the coming Presidential election it is very
likely that the vote of the State of New York will
decide the result. That great State has thirty-fire
votes in the electoral college; which is nearly one- !
eighth of that of the whole Union. It has as many
votes as Texas, Louisiana, Mississippi. Arkansans
and Tennessee, all combined.

For this reason New York has alwas been the
theater of a great struggle at every Presidential
election. Until the last tirsc,when Fremont carried

the State by a plurality only, it was always, we be-
lieve, onthe winning side. In several cases it has

pmate its side the winning side by the ieavy elec-
toral vote to which the State is entitled.

Fremont carried it, as we said above, by a plu-
rality-notby a majority. The vote at Buchanan o
ad Fillmore, added together, exceeded Fremont's
by nearly fifty thousand. Assuming that the rela-
tire strength is now the same, it is enasy to ee that
nothing is necessary to beat I.incoln there nowe,
even if there be no disaffection in the Republican
ranks, except a simple union of all those opposed
to him.

But there are other circumstances connected
with the contest in that State which operate against
the Lincoln ticket. The principal one of these is
the defeat of William H. Seward for the Black Re-
publican nomination at Chicago. Seward, upon
every principle of right and justicee, was entitled
to the nomination, and his friends, especially in
New York, were keenly disappointed at his defeat.
He had made the Black Republican party all that
it is. He had shaped its policy, directed its move-
menis, and furnished it with brains. He had made
it the great power in the notion that it has become,
and had marshalled its forces until they came
within sight of the prize of victory. To be set
aside atanch a moment, to be rudely displaced by
an obsencre Illinoinan, whose services to the party
counted but as dust in the balance compared with
Seward's, was a blow that Seward himself felt as
keenly as any of his friends, but one which he was
too politic and sagacious to complain of in the ear
of the public.

But, note his conduct since the canvass opened !
Whathas he done? IHe has gone to Massachusetts,
Vermont and Michigan to make speeches, but not
a word in New York! He has gone to canvass in
States almost certain for Lincoln any way, and has
neglected the very ground, his own State, too
where the brunt of the contest is to be met ! An
this he has done when his term in the Senate is
about to expire, and a Legislature is to be chosen
which will have the disposal of his seat. One
would suppose that this was an occasion, above all
others, when he would confine himself to Now
York alone. But he keeps studiously silent upon
the very field where the contest is to be decided,
and escapes to Michigan, the vote of which, every-
body admits, is certain for Lincoln by an over-
whelming majority. Even if it were not certain
for Lincoln, it counts only six in the Electoral Col-
lege, while New York counts thirty-five.

Is there not something suspicious in this conduct
of the great high-priest of Black Republicanism?
Is it a strained inference that he is seeking his own
revenge, for the loss of the nomination, by con-
triving the defeat of Lincoln? Van Buren defeat.
ed Cass from similar motives, in 1844, by running
upon a separate ticket. Seward, too sagacious for
this, can defeat Lincoln by withholding his sup-
port at the exact point where it is most needed.
When we consider how cool, wary, long-headed a
man William H. Seward always has been-what a
Machiavellan policy he has ever pursued-how cun-
ning and crafty he is-how he has always triumph-
ed over every obstacle in the way of his personal
sueeess-we find an explanation of his abandon-
ment of New York, at this most critical period in
the fortunes of his party, in nothing else than a
desire to avenge his own defeat by procuring that
of Lincoln, and to reestablish himself at the head
of the party which it has cost him so many years
of hard labor to create and make powerful.

Seward knows that if Lincoln be elected his
party will fall to pieces and become utterly
powerless, long before the close of his Adiministra-
tion. On the contrary, if Lincoln be defeated, the
party will again rally around Seward. His friends
will say, " we were defeated because our repre-
sentative man was set aside." Lincoln's defeat,
in short, will rcestablish Seward at the head of
the party-his success will destroy the party, and
involve Seward, along with the rest, in the com-
mon ruin.

They utterly mistake the man who think Wil-
liam H. Seward will play second fiddle to any-
body. With him it is "aut Cesar, ant nnllts.

'

He attempted to control Gen. Taylor's Adminis-
tration. He attempted to control Mr. Fillmore's.
Bat he could not do it, and there is no man in the
Union he now hates more cordially. Those who
think that Seward would consent to be Secretary
of State or Minister to England under Lincoln's
Administration, don't know the man. He thinks
he has a right to be the head of the Black Repub-
liean party-but if he cannot be, he will not
willingly permit any one else to occupy the posi-
tion. He has it in his power now to defeat Lin-
coln by losing the State of New York to him-and
if we read his conduct in the present canvass
aright, this is, assuredly, the game he is now
playing.

The nomination of Gerrit Smith by the radical
Abolitionists may be another device of Seward
and his friends to defeat Lincoln in New York.
This ticket may detach fifteen or twenty-perhaps
twenty.live-thousand votes that would otherwise
be cast for Lincoln. One thing is very certain-if
1eward chooses to pass the word privately around
among his leading friends, that New York must
not vote for Lincoln, the State is lost to him with-
out doubt. And if he loses Now York he loses
the elootion altogether.

Let our friends, therefore, take courage. All is
not lost yet. The snccess of the anti-Lincoln
ticket in New York insures a portion of the elec-
toral college of that State for Bell and Everett.
The indications now are that if the united vote of
the South be given to the Union candidates, there
will be a sufficiency of additional votes from the
North to elect them by the people, and keep the
struggle out of the House of Representatives.
