One of the worst storms experienced for many
years visited us on the 14th and 15th inst. It was
accompanied with large hailstone and heavy rain.
It rcomnmined oin Friday evening, tile 1ili, anod
continued unltil Saturday, at r o'clock A. M. Tile
water rose this time ii feet or more above high
water mark, and washed away nine houses, besides
three look-out houses, with boats and sheds.

There were four towboats blown ashore; but
two, namely, the Junias Beebe and Ivy, got of be-
fore the water fell: the other two, the St. Charles
and the Ocean, are at present lying high and dry.
A ship is ashore inside the bar, and the bark
Sheffield is on the bar. The brig Leghorn is high
and dry in the marsh; likewise the pilot-boat
Cornelia. The steamship Galveston is ashore
astern of the Ocean.

The house next to the Lighthouse,'belonging to
Mr. George Osgood, was completely washed away,
and the family. consisting of man, wife and four
children, barely escaped with their lives, by secur-
ting themselves to floating logs; the father being
up to his neck in water, and holding his baby
above his lhead. They were rescued from a watery
grave by the crew of the Junius Beebe, the captain
of said boat receiving them in a kind and most
gentlemanly manner.aA coffeehouse and grocery belonging to the same
gentleman, in charge of his eldest son John, and
a man by the name of Kennedy, was completely

washed away,and the two men are supposed to be stal
lost. g
