TALK ON 'CHANGE.

The talk to-day on the liago was chiefly devoted
to the accounts of the recent storm, full details of
which will be found in another column. The storm
of the 16th September, 1855-five years ago-de-
stroyed everything on the coast from Mobile to the
Iligolets, while on Lake Pontchartrain its effects
were scarcely perceivable. The effects of the
storm on Saturday last were not experienced but
for a short distance from the seaboard, conse-
quently fears regarding the crops are allayed.

The receipts of cotton continue on a free scale;
they were from Saturday morning last up to last
evening 17,427 bales. The largest load was that
of the Magnolia, Capt. Phelps, from Vicksburg,
being .1434 bales. This is the largest load this sea-
son. The receipts for the same time the corres-
ponding days last year-Saturday, Sunday and
Monday, 17th, 18th and 19th September-were
11,7I5 bales. The receipts at Mobile last week
were 10,547 bales against 9839 bales for the cor-
responding week last year.
tLet us have some talk, plain up and down talk,

with the planting community. We admit, we con-
cede, we grant, that the drouth of the season has
cut short the crop materially, reduced the pro-
spective yield down to 4,000,000 of bales. With de-
pressed markets, with sales at lower prices than
last year, say nearly one cent. e lb on an average,
the stock now on hand is double what it was last
year at this time, with receipts daily augmenting.
True, some, or perhaps many planters, have not
storage room, and are compelled to send forward
their pickings as fast as baled; other planters may
be desirous of placing their merchants in funds for
advances. This, of course, is highly commendable.
The receipts at some of the inland towns are

enormously in excess of last year. We will take
the market of Sclna, Ala.:

It will be perceived that the receipts of new
crop at this inland town were previous to the 1st
September '2090 bales-nearly 1800 iot. over last
year. If the other inland towns can make as large
a beginning, the talk is that there will be suflicient
cotton raised to go a good way towards liquidating
the indcltedness of the country. The crop in
North Carolina will be larger this year than ever
C before known. Although the drouth has shortened
d it, yet the new land brought into cultivation will
more than make up the dilference. A correspond-
-ent in that State says:
id Enough has resulted from the experiments of a
few years past to settle it as a " fixed fact," that
North Carolina henceforth may be set down as a
cotton State. The soil and climate of a large por-
tion of the State render the cotton crop the most
productive, while added to these the system of
composting, marling, liming anI the use of other
fertilizers, contribute to make it less liaile to the
diseases and casualties which so seriously affect it
in more Southern States.

The shipping agents and brokers are active in
D keeping up the rate of freights. Some of them are

t' keeping regular entries of the daily receipts of
cotton; in fact, not a hundred bales of cotton
s changes hands but what some of the dexterous

agents are made acquainted o lit.
The great Manchester Cotton Supply Association

is again in the field for procuring a supply of cot-
ton, independent of the United States of North
America. The latest intelligence from India states
they can expect a crop once every three years
from the same land. To produce 2,000,000 of bales
W of cotton would require 42,000,000 acres of land, so
says the annexed extract, recently received from
india :

Cotton, quite equal to the average of American.
might be delivered at a seaport, from any part of
India, at a cost of lid. per lI. But this low cost
of production would not much affect prices in
Liverpool, till India cotton is produced in sufficieat
quantity. To reduce prices in Liverpool, 2,000,000
hales, in excess of the present supply, are wanted
from India: and to produce this quantity, by the
present method of cultivation, would require an
extra 42,000,000 acres of land, allowing a crop of
cotton from it once in three years, and an extra
4,1010,000 or 5,000,000 of laborers. In the opinion
of Mr. Warden, however, cotton in India, though it
may be much improved, can never be brought to
equ al American cotton. The seed itself degene-
rates. The uncertainty of the market is one ob-
stacle to the growth of cotton in India. Major
Wingate stated that although cotton may be exten-
sively cultivated in India, a sufficient quantity
cannot at any time be relied upon to make thlls
country independent of American cotton. The
production of cottln in India is determined entirely
by the price. With a short crop in America the
price rises; and if the price of cotton in the mar.
kets of the world falls, then the cultivation of cot-
ton in ludia is immediately contracted. Cotton can
only be cultivated once in three years, advantage-
ously, on the same land. In most soils, where land
is allowed to be fallow, a rotationi of crops is not,
however, largely practiced.

After the above admission from India, it is no
use to talk of India competing with the Southern
States of this confederacy in the cultivation of
cotton.

THE LATE GALE.

SIBTEASEI AI.i.nb, September l l, 1~i).
MA. Editor -- I presume that ere this your

numerous rcaders are apprised of thoe terrible
storm that has desolated our beautiful and popu-
lous lake coast; but, being on the spot, 1 venture
to give you such items as l can gather by the way.

At noon yesterday, as the cars approached with
passengers for the mail boat, a heavy storm was
found to prevail, and Capt. McBaker very pru-
dently left as soon as he got the mails on board,
without waiting for passengers, as the wood work
along the line of the oailroad was washled up. so
as to prevent the coos going beyond thle Wlashing-
ton Itotel. At 5 o'clock 1'. Mi., however, tlhe good
steamer Alabama, Capt. Boardman, got ender
weigh with a good numlber of passengers, includ-
ing the gallant boys of Washington Fire Co. No.
20. The wind somewhat su)bsiding, all weunt
merrily on until Iay St. Louis was reached, when
the many passengers for that place began to stir
the boys (stewards and waiters) up witlh a sharp
stick to get baskets, carpet bans, etc., ready for
disemsbarlking ; but to the general dismay and as-
tonisuteut of all, there was no wharf to be found !
and alter vainly searlching fosr that rather important
point of debarkation for some time, we steamed
away again : and on reaching Pass Christian, an-
other fruitltse search for whllarf or landing place
was instilutcd. Again we bent our course forward.
At Mississippi City, at Biloxi and at O)cean Springs
the wharves were entirely gone. The night was
excessively dark and stormy, and our course was
glonomy, desolte and even perilous. About II
o'clock we were hailed by the crew of tile schooner
Oregon, capsiized near lssissiippi City. The crew
were clinging to tloe wreck and were all brought
satel on boeard the Alabama. louring the night
we oassed to other dismasted schooners; names

At doylight this morning, we found ourselves off
Ocean Spriogs, a whlarlless, desolate looking place
enough ; but now we are opposite Biloxi, and tile
scene before us beggars description-not only are
the wharves all gone, but the houses uuroofed, and
some blown down and entirely destroyed. Our
friends, the "boys" of Washington 20, were to
have spent last night and to-day with their fellow-
fireman, tGus RIichards-but, alas! Gus had no roof
left, his house having been almost entirely demol-
ished by the pitiless storm. The whole beach, as
far as the eye can reach, is one mass of wreck
and ruin. A more desolate prospect I never be-
held.

The following statement is from a well-known
citizen of Biloxi; and I give it to you as the best
as well as most reliable resumd of this melancholy
disaster that I am at present enabled to possess
myself of. Did time and opportunity permit 1
could give many incidents bols amusing and pa-
thttic, but I leave these foe a luture occsion:

"replloemir 16. 100i
" The gale yesterday was more severe than that

of xl1l.
" The following were the parties who expe-

rienced heavy damages and losses in real estate:
"Jacob Elmer, $12,000: John Brown, $7000

Jacob Wetzel, $5000; R. Lameuse, $2000; Gabriel

Marooau, $2000; A. Bernard, (Henley) $10,000;
S. Frilonder, $2000; Mrs. Hohn, $1000; Mr. (a-
ronza, $2000 : Sol. Mills, $2000; John Colley, $2000;
Mrs. Holley, $500: Mrs. A. C. Nixon, $500. A lot
of stores were entirely washed away and lost; in
fact, all buildings near the water's edge were en-
tirely destroyed. James M. Bronsomine and Mr.
Cripple also lost their Ilouses. At present, it is
impossible to estimate the amount of loss: but it
cannot be less than $30,000.

All the wharves are gone, and the whole beach
is a solid mass of ruins, such as@bnes, drift wood,
dry goods, etc."

The only loss of life that I heard of at Biloxi was
that of a barber near Capt. Brown's hotel; but ray
friend, the HIen. James Beggs, who has been at
Biloxi since last night, and will see you ere this
reaches you, I doubt not, will give you full datails
as to all occurrences in this vicinity.

At Mississippi City the wharves are all gone, but
we found the indomitable Col. Barnes perched upon
the 

" 
pierhead'" of Tegarden's wharf, ready to

make fast our lines and receive us with a hearty
greeting.

But, alas! the heart sickens at the surrounding
desolation! Misery and destruction surround us on
every side. Truly, hath the wind raised and de-
molished houses built upon the sands, and great
was the fall thereof.

To Capt. Boardman and Capt. Jack Otway, of
the Alabama, too much praise cannot be given;
]aving the large delegation of firemen and a great
number of passnngera.wsxpectedly thrown upon
their hands for forty-eight hloure,insteadof eight
hours, they fully succeeded in giving satisfaction
to all. Whatever information I can gather from
Pass Christian and Bay St. Louis I will give you by
this conveyance or to-morrow's mail.

THE GALE IN MOBILE.

Great Stor•m and Oceflowr in Mobile-DDantageand a
Loss of Propert-l-Fires-Business part of the a
illy ender Waler.

Oipecil to thie New Ori ni i'reecntn

Moisr.t, Sept. 16, 1860.
I1Mr. Editor-One of those watery disasters

which should make Mobilian seriously consider the
propriety of guarding Lthecir city willth a sufficient
levee, befel Mobile yesterday, hbut little more than -
a month having elapsed since a similar but less dis-
astrous calamity afflicted it, on the 12th of August I
lat past. The flood of yesterday approximated
more nearly than any other since to the memoarable
overflow of 1852, and was of portentous conse-
quence in tihe amount of damage done, and the s
proof afforded of the constant liability ol the city
to like disaster.
On Friday night the wind blew in gusty and

variable blasts, with spasmodic showers, but it
was not until morning dawned that it settled
steadily into the quarter so ominous of evil to
Mobile. Having finally determined its point of the
compass, it set inl determinedly from thle south-
east and, after day-break, blew great guns from
that quarter. The fierce gale backing up the
waters of the bay and driving them in huge waves
back from their course golfward, the water rose
upon the city with extraordinary rapidity, the
merchants saving no sufficient warning to give
them time to remove merciandise from tihe lower
floors of the stores. In a short time the wild waves
were dashing furiously over the wharves, and the
waters were rapidly and steadily submerging Front,
Commerce and Water streets, the streets intersect-
ing them and Upper and Lower Royal street. All
the available muscle of the city was soon congre-
gated in the endangered part of tihe city, which
was a scene of wild excitement and frantic toil; in
every store a crowd of men working with desper-
ate energy to place perishable commodities out of
reach of the water on such stagings, piles of boxes,
barrels, etc., as could be hastily erected.

In a short time the water stood from eighteen
inches to four feet deep on the floors of most of the
stores throughout the greater portion of the busi-
n.s part of the city, and the intruding waves were
dashing against their temporary beach nearly up
to the back doors of the Battle House on St. Pran-
cis street, while both ends of Royal street were
submerged. The depot and grounds of the Mobile
and Ohio railroad were under water so deep that
the fires could not be lighted in the furnaces of the
locomotives.

Steamers were floated up on the wharves, many
sustained much damage, others cut and run for
safety, flat boats were sunk, and the wharves sus-
tained great injury. At twelve o'clock the excite-
ment was at its height. A great wind was blow-sing with excessive fury, tearing up trees, ripping
l oef'lates, dashing down sign-boards, and driving
torrents of rain before it with a violence which de-
fied shingling and weather-boarding to exclude it.
Forced by the wind the water swept through the
submerged streets in billowy surges like the waves
of the sea, throwing from their footing men who
were wading waist deep where erst they had
walked Iigh and dry ten feet above the level of
the waters of the river.
Another element now came to aid the excite-

ment of the scene, and the clang of the fire bells
tseemed to madden the blasts of the gale and the

fury of the waters, and stimulate them to wilder
wrath. The steamer Baltic, laying across theF river, had taken lire, but it was extinguished with

the loss of a wheel-ihose. Another alarm suc-
ceeded, which amounted to nothing, but was suc-
ceeded by yet another and with disastrous cause.
Tile warehouse of Messrs. 'Poneroy & Marslhall,
between Commerce and Water streets, took fire,
and soon presented the singular aspect of a great
column of fire rising from the sea of water in
which the lower part of the building was deeply
submerged. The tire spread to Messrs. Goodman
& Jones cotton warehouse, which was also con-
sumed, with about a thousand bales of cotton.
The fire department had for once too much water
and was disarmed by its superfluity. It covered
the engines when they came within working dis-
ltance. However, three engines, Nos. 8, 3 and 5,
gallantly dashed through the flood, and gainung an
elevated spot where they were not entirely cov-
ered up, did good service. No need of suction host
in that battle.

As the day declined the wators gradually and
slowly receded, the wind shifting to a safer quar-
ter. At night the wind blew fitfully and at times
violently, and the equinoctial gale expended its
if last violence in deluges of rain, which fell in solid
columns., To-day te sunt is shinitng, but with
cloudy light, and tit waters have receded to their
propur place, leaving the city very wet and very
nmudy, and mc;tiantile men very busy in looking
alo the condition of their goods,
The damage by water to mereshandise alone is

estimated at about a million of dollars. News
from the doings of the storm down the bay and on
the coast I have not received. It is needless to
say that the New Orleans and Mobile mail boats
neithller arrived nor dieparteed. Tot rSeT.
