Northern ll iser like other bfsin rs men there,
have tdteid the art of advertising more thor-
oughly•an-publishers and business men in the
outh. And'thbey have foanu that the best way to
ll the orperiodicals in to seek out the name of

ever manstnd woman in the country that will be
likely to'become subcribers to their publications,
and esend npeeimen onubers to their address, and
to establish agencies in every city, village and
hamlet. Every country postmaster acts as an
agent. But who ever receives a specimoen number
of a • outhern magazine or review The writer of
thisowvs born in the South, and has lived here all
his-life, and is now nearly fifty years old, without
having had the pleasure of seeing a Southern
magaine or review during his life, except DeJow's
ant the Southern Cultivator. And although he
hes often heard of such things, and has been anx-

elnsto anbscribe for them, he never could learn
where they are published or who are ageeta. His
desk is always revered with reprints of foreign
Sreviews and magazines and Northern publications,
but none from our own press except the two men-
tioned just snw.

Let Soothen publishers come openly into the
market by obtaining lists of the names of every.
body, and showing their wares, establishing agen-
oise, ofbferoing inducements to club subsocribers, and
they will find the Southern people ready to lift
theminto life. But as tong as they continue to do
bmdiness In dark corners only, they Ought not to
conmslain If their more unning competitors suc-
eed, while they ctarve. Let them show what

they have for osale.
A TRUE eOUTHBzRNE.

There is undoubtedly some ground for our cur-
respondent's complaint, no far as the dereliction of
Southern publishers in the matter of advertising is
concerned-but he might easily have found ont
something about Southern magazines and periodi-

atls if he had read the Crescent regularly. On
several occasions we have alluded to and enforced
the claims of Southern literature upon the people
of the South, and have designated by name such
publications as we thought worthy of encourage-
ment. Among these we have cited specially the
Southern Literary Messenger, a monthly magazine
published at Richmond, Virginia, now a quarter of
a century old, and edited with great ability by a
Southern gentleman, who was for two years the
Washington correspondent of this paper. The
Meesseger is not only a literary journal, in the
modern sense of the word, but is political to the
extent of being ever ready to defend the Southband
her institutions, without invading the domain of
party politics. Its contributors are men of solid
ability and established reputation, and its contents
are nusally a happy compromise between the
light literature of Northern magazines and the
heavy and solid intellectual food of the British le-
views. if our correspondent, therefore, wishes a
Southern Magazine, and a good one besides, let
him send three dollars to Maecfarlane & Fergson,
publishers of the Southern Literary Messenger,
Riohmoad, Virginia. If he wishes a weekly liter-
ary paper, there is the Field and Fireside, published
at Augusta, Georgia, which, though established
only a year or two ago, has acquired a wide and
deserved popularity.

The advice which is given to Southern publish.
era and dealers in literature is good advice, and
the suggestions made in regard to advertising, etc.,
i more generally adopted by them, would lead to
good resulta The seocret of uhccess,at this day, in
any business dependeutupon popula _i ;tronsge, is
aodertisieg-brt it is a secret which' poblishing
houses seem to find out more slowly thanthose en-
gaged in any other pursuit. Our columns teem
with advertisements of clothing merchants, dry
goods merchants, druggists, etc., who are sensible
enough to know that the public must be kept con-
stantly informed of the wares they have for sale,
and who know that no money is so profitably in-
vested as that which is paid for advertising. But
comparatively few of our publishers and book-
sellers seem to appreciate this fact, and people
consequently send oifto a distance for articles in
that line that they might obtain at home If they
were only apprised of it through the columns of the
daily press.

In the North it is different. Bonner, who pub.
lishes a trashy weekly in New York, has made an
immense fortune in a few years, by simply spend.
lug fifty thousand dollars a year in advertising.
Frequently a whole broadside of a New York
daily is filled with advertisements of new books.
In the South we are improving in this respect, it it
true-abut we are not yet up to the " spirit of the
age." We believe that in a few years we will have
a recognized, exclusive Southern literature, su-
perior in quality to that of the North-ard that
there will be no excuse for any Southerner to send
elsewhere fow something to read, in respect of
either periodicals or books.

are makingfor a grand reception.EL•tnk, Sept. 14.-Judge Douglas arrived hereat 4 o'clock this morning, accompanied by his
wite. All along the route, notwithstanding the
snseemly hour, meetings assembled at the depots,
and the Judge was called out and compelled to
speak a few words to the crowds. This morning
he suffered from a severe cold. A mass meeting
was held this afternoon, at which t000 persons
we present. Notwithstanding the bad health of
Judge Douaglas, he spoke an sour and a half,
fermibly vindicating the principle of Popular Sover-
elgnty. He made no allusion to Mr. Dickinson,
and very little to the Breckinridge men, simply
ehaacterliing the leaders as disunioniste and ese-

eessonolats, and denouncing them as bolters from
the Democratic party and Democratic principles.

Naw Yoar, Sept. 14.-The Douglas State Com-
minttee met today for the purpose of considering
the proposition recently made by the Brockinridge
State Committee, viz.: The adoption of ten
Breektnrtdge electors on the Douglaa ticket, and
two Brecklnridge candidates for State officers.
The proposition was rejected by a vote of 7 to 5.

HAVANA CORRESPONDENCE.

Speisi alt the News Orinaus rescont.]

HAVAN., Sept.12, 1360.

M!r. Editor-I write you these few lines, to be
forwarded by the steamship Star of tile West; the
heavy rain which is now falling and the beastly state
in which our streets are, impedes me from going
out, however, to inquire whether she is signaled d
from the Moro Castle, so that I am in doubt
whether my trouble is of any use.

By the Spanish man-of-war steamer Francisco
de Ask, arrived yesterday from Truxillo, we have i,

received further and important news about Walk-
er. He has been captured, and is now in the hands
of his enemies, who will probably make short work
of his existence.

It appears that after having been commanded to -
evacuate Traxillo by the commander of the Brit-
ish screw steamer Icarus-as I advised yeou in my
last-he took the direction of Imon, about thirty
miles from Trixillo. On the 2d the Icarns left the
port of Truxillo, accompanied by a small schooner,
both vessels carrying troops, under the command
of Gen. Alvarez, and, entering the Negro river,
they captored on its banks Walker, Ruttier and
seventy other individuals, the greater part ick, and
all in a most wretched condition. They were taken
back to Truxillo, with their arms and baggage,
and then given op by the commander of the Icarus
to Gen. Alvaresz, with the sole condition that Walk-
er and Ruttler should be properly treated, and
that the seventy individuals who accompanied them
should be allowed to return to the United States,
under oath never to form part of any expedition
against Central America; the United States Con-
solar agent paying their passage home.

Gen. Alverez agreed to all these conditions, the
prisoners being shut up in the castle, and it was
believed that the two chiefs, Walker and Ruttier,
would both be shot next day.

A general crusade against Walker was preached
amongst the Central American States as soon as
his landing was known, and the Diario del Marina
of to-day publishes a spirited address of the Presi-
dent of Nicaragua.

About 1Meico nothing is said; everything has
been hushed, and there are no blusters about bom-
barding Vera Cruz. Uncle Sam has perhaps
stepped in and wanted to see what was the fun.
In the Prensa, I believe, I saw some remarks

about the American squadron at Norfolk, and ac-
cording to the writer's views it was a poor attempt
at a squadron. They have an idea here that you
folks do nothing but drink, and as to fighting with
fints and beating Englishmen, you may perhaps
brag about it; as to military and naval tactics,
that is another question. God knows! they maybe
right, after all.

All I know is this, that all the intelligent Span-
iards that have traveled in the United States and
returned here bring with theTn quite different ideas
from those they had on their departure.

The royal lottery is to be drawn to-morrow.
On Monday last there was a grand procession in

I the streets in the vicinity of the Monserrate church.

The streets were crowded with people and the
houses were adorned in a very gay manner. As
soon as the Virgin entered the church there was
quite a rush in one of the principal streets, caused
by a band of twelve mulattoes, armed with dag-
gers, who insulted several ladies, wounded several
people and murdered an old negro who came in
their way, and, after all, managed to escape with-
out even seeing a commissary.

The schooner G. W. Lindsay, Stewart, arrived
on the 8th at Cardenas from yonr port, and the
bark Horace, Beets, left this port for yours on
the 9th.
