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MIR. RiLECINIUDGltlEI'S SPEECH.

In the Louisville Courier of the 13th we find
what we suppose is an anthorized copy of the
speech delivered by Mr. Breckioridge at Lexing-
ton, Kentucky, on the 5th of last month.

We have read the speech with some care. as we
were anxious to see what Mr. Itreckinridge had to
say. He begins by declaring that he aptears be-
fore the people under unusiual cireemiotances, but
thatho wishes to repel certain accuisations that
have been made against hillt, and ta shnow to the
people that the political principles of which he is
the representative are the true principles of the
Constitution and the Union.

He then denies that he intrigued for the nomina-tion, or that he was anxious to receive it: bht
that he united with other citizens of the State in
sustaining the claims of Mr. tGuthrio for the nomi-
nation, content, for himself, with the prospect be-
fore him of six years service in the United States
Senate. All of which we believe to be true. Butwe think Mr. Breckinridge has given undue import-

ance to the charge. Nobody believes that he "in-
trigued" for the nomination, or that he would have
done so, even if the nomination had been equiva-
lent to an election.

Next he denies that Douglas is the regular nomi-
nee, but does not declare that he himself is. He
says, however, that the real question is, not who is
the regular nominee, but who represents the best
principles.

Mr. Breckinridgo next answers the charge that
he had signed the petition in favor of pardoning
John Brown, by declaring it wholly untrue. The
same also of the charge that he had supported
Taylor for the Presidency in 18. On the con-
trary, he made stump speeches for Cass. Nor was
he, as has been asserted by some, an emancipa-
tlonlst in 1849. He was a candidate for the Con-
vention against the Emancipation ticket, and was
elected. Equally unfounded was the accusation
that he once said he would make political discerimi.
nation between citizens of different religions be-
Ilef, and between citizens native and naturalized.
He never said it.

So far as we are concerned, we have never pre-
ferred or circulated any of these charges against
Mr. Breckinridge, and are therefore under no special
obligation to publish his denial of them. Yet it is
but fair to do so, and we will say further that, for
us, Mr. Breckiuridge's denial was not necessary.
We did not believe the charges; and even had we
done so, our opposition to him is on other and
higher grounds.

The orator, having cleared away all these per-
sonal accusations, next proceeds to prove his con.
sisteney on the subject of non-intervention, squat.
ter sovereignty, etc.; and, according to his own
construction of his language on various occasions,
makes a satisfactory explanation. He attacks Mr.
Douglas for acting in bad faith, in that he did not
observe his promise to abide by the decision of
the Supreme Court in the Dred Scott case. Touch-
ing the subject of disanion, Mr. Breeckinridgo de-
nies vehemently that he ever did anything, or said
anything, or thought anything, that would justify
such a charge. All of which is no doubt correct.
But the charge is, not that Mr. Breckinridge him-
self is a disunioniat, but that all the disunionists aresustaining him-nand this circumstance, it is feared,
would influence Mr. Breckinridge, if he he elected,
in the policy of his Administration.

Finally, he concludes with an eloquent perora-tion, exhorting the people of Kentucky to stand
by sound principles, with the assurance that they I
ihM sooner or later triumph.

These are the principal points of Mr. Breckin-
idge's speech, and we have endeavored to state:hem fairly. It was an able speech, and we have
no objection to make against the propriety of its Itelivery. He did not answer the questions pro- I
posed to Mr. Douglas at Norfolk, nor were they
presented to him.

The great question, though, in our opinion-theovershadowing issue in this contest-is, not what
Mr. Breokinridge has done, or Mr. Bell, or Mr.
Douglas-or what they now think about old thread-
bare issues of party policy. The great question,
after all, is whether Lincoln is to be elected, and a
sectional administration fastened upon the nation.

If the different national candidates, and theirrilends, instead of disputing among themselves,would address themselves to the work of defeating

Lincoln, there would be something worthy of astruggle. As it is, everything portends the elec.
Ion of a Black Republican President, by a minor-

ty vote of the people. There is time enough yet

o combine against him and defeat him. Unless I
hat can be done, it is a waste of time to be dis-easuing outside matters, either personal or po-
itical.

An Englishmallwho made the voyage froml Me--
sina with Garibaldi, on board the transport Acma-
ran, gives this account of the appearance and
manner of the itan :

Pauting and scvelteritg all of is were, idle and
listless enough : but the eneral moved antong the
various groups Upon deck with a kind and apt
word for each of them, evincing that readiness of
recognition, that perfect accuracy of recollection,
that memory of men and things and circumstances,
however trifling, which are ranked among the in-
nate privileges of royalty. He had on his usual
dictatorial suit, consisting of the unfailing flannel
shirt, with a sil( bandanna kerchief thrown loosely
and widely ro nd the neck by way of a scarf,
light gray trousbrs, and the modern wide-awake
hat with the turn-upi brim.

The prodigiois breadth of the Generals should-
ers, his colossal chest, and the natural dignity and
lion-like majesty of his countenance, again and
again incline a beholder to overrate his real stature,
which is certaitly not above the middle size. You
must go near him and measure him by the standard
of common meln, before you recover fronm the error
into which awe for that commanding figure leads
you. The hair, on a nearer inspection, is dark
hazel, almost llnck, darker by far than the beard,
which is tawny or reddish. tle wears the hair
rather long. The beard is full, and relieves the
length of the oval face, which maight otherwise be
thought excessive. The temples are somewhat
compressed about the region of the eyes, and a
very strong oblliqe depraession is observable aiout
the eyebrows. The cheek bones are high, and the
nose comes down between them in t perfectly
straight long line, even with the slightly slanting
forehead. The complexion of that small part of
the face which is not hidden by the beard is not
merely bronzed or sunburnt--it hac a pectliar
sanguine hue, thickly studded with endless trec klcs.
This remarkable tint, the features, the color of the
beard, joined to the calm, bat deep expression of
tite dark eye, at contribute to give hisi countenance
that ounmatched character which won for Garibaldi
the appelation of the " Lion
