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TALK ON 'OHANGE.

It was rather quiet on Carondelet street yester.
day, nor was there much done in other localities.
The chief topic was about the storm and its effects.
The advices from some of the parishes bordering
on the Mississippi river and down on the Lafourche
are of the most gloomy nature. The estimates for
the yield of sugar are reduced as low as 150,000
hogsheads. Not only the cane, but sugar-houses,
pnrgeries and dwellings have been blown down,
creating almost frightful losses to many individu I
als, cultivators of the soil. We have received very I
few details from the cotton-growing section, other
than tile rain Irhas been unusually severe; in fact,
the late storm was one of tihe longest and most se-
vere since the year 1812. At that time there were I
no large cotton fields with well-opened and snowy
bolls, nor no splendid sugar estates for the wind
and rain to operate on. True, there were some
diminutive fields of car e which suffered. In 1819
there was another devastating storm, something of
tile nature of the gale of Tuesday last; but the
effects in the interior were circumscribed, because
there were no large fields of cotton on which it
could cast its blighting effects. The receipts of
cotton at this port thatyear were only 98,000 bales.
The rapid strides in the cultivation of the great
staple can be duly considered. In the year 1820 I
we received at this port 116,000 bales; in 1t59 we
received proper 2,155,898 bales. In 1820 we re-
ceived 26,038 hhds. tobacco; in 1830 we received
80,955 hhds.-though the receipts of tobacco in
1819 were 38,550 hhds. The increase in the culti-
vation of tobacco has not kept pace with the King.

Some good-natured individual has kindly asked
us to inform him of the different qualities of cotton.
As we feel disposed to enlighten the present gene-
ration, we find that, on reference to our old ware-
house as long ago as 1821, almost two score of
years, the following definition ruled: Good Cot-
ton-Clean, bright and even; good, firm staple and
rich color. Good Fair-Tolerable even; not quite
so bright or so clean, but handsome-looking cot-
ton; a little mixture of Fair, say 1-5; strong sta-
ple. Fair Cotton-Rather inclining to white, mixed
with about 4 of Middling quality; some little cut
and seedy, but no ordinary. Middling Cotton--Ap-
proximating to blue, but not quite decidedly blue;
staple strong ; somewhat cut and mixed with Fair;
dirty and dingy bales to be included; but still
nothing very ordinary, or even, strictly speaking,
ordinary. Then, again, there is another definition
of Middling-say, mixed parcels; nothing very
ordinary or good but in the common run of a large
parcel; color not so very important, but not de-
cidedly blue. Ordinary Cotton-Low, blue or
foxy, but nothing very bad. Sandy and Dusty
Cotton-Why, one hundred pounds of dust and
sand to be found in a bale of five hundred pounds.
If any of our numerous readers can give a truer
description of the ought-to-be qualities of cotton
than tile foregoing, we desire them to go on Ca-
rondelet street and "talk" It out. Though there
are ten different classes of cotton quoted in our
cotemporary, the Price Current, three are consid-
ered as nominal and one blank.

Tihe European advices received yesterday were
up to the 22d iult. There were no quotations re-
ceived by the first dispatches. It does not make
much difference. We have quotations of consols.
The opinion is current that they will not aid our
money market for the present. Speculators, or
would-be speculators and operators in breadstuffs,
appear to be very quiet. If several of the New
York shippers are not terribly bitten, then Mark
Lane reports maybe deemed as entirely worthless.
The mails via tihe Jackson Railroad were received

yesterday-that is, up to the 20th and 30th ults.
from New York. A steamer has been engaged by
the Jackson Railroad Company to run from the
lake end of the Carrollton Railroad to Pass Man-
chac during the interruption on the railroad. Full
details of the storm on the line of the road as far
as heard from are given elsewhere. From the
Lake-shore villages, Bay St. Louis and Pass Chris-
tian, we learn there was no damage sustained.
The tide did not rise as high as during the last
storm (15th Sept.) by four to five feet.
Thice was soime talk about freights being sure to

be rmaintained at present rates, say d. The Bulls
in the freight nurnkct say there will be very few
vesselsr come hitrher rom rn ports; that
thre are soene vessels from Liverpool chartered
or engaged at td.; that shllip-masters are instructed
by their owners, or a majority of them, not to ac-
cept or take less tihan these ligures. Possibly we
may to morrow lhave a talk withl a Bear; if so, we
will report his views. In the meantime, there ap-
pears to be nine large ships more in port at this
time than at the corresponding time last season.
Of the sixty-nine ships in port, thirty-eight are
above nine hundred tuns burthen. There are only
two British vessels. Of other foreign vessels, there
are three Spanishl ships, which, of course, will be
loaded for Spain; one Bremen ship, and one Rus-
sian ship. There are thirteen American add five
Spanish barks. There will be no sugar shipped
North this season; small-sized vessels will only be
required for the West India trade.

Mn. HILLIARD AT TEMPERANCE HAot.--It being
known on Friday morning that lIon, IHenry W.
Hilliard, of Alabama, had arrived in this city on
his return from the North, his consent to address
the people that evening was obtained. Though no
time was allowed for a newspaper announcement
of the fact, and but a few hours for its circulation
by handbill, the hall was densely filled. Ills well-
known captivating style of oratory, and the inci-
dent of his quite recent determination to give up
Breckitridge as a hopeless and already defeated
nominee of his party, and to support Bell and Eve-
rett as the only reasonable chance to heat Lincoln,
combined to interest tihe public greatly in his po-
sition and views. To say that he made an able and
eloquent speech would appear superfluoous in the
estimoation of those who Ihave ieen accustomed to
hear him-he always makes oauh elforts.
But his speech on thli occasion differed materi-

ally from any other speech of the canvass, made
by any speaker on any side. He made no conl-
parison of latforms--no elharges against any can-
didate before tihe people of tihe Soutlh-n allusion
to any vote or pledge of either of them; but based
his support of Bell and Everett exclousively upon
the necessity of defeating Lincoln and the eminent
fitness and conservatism of the Constitutional
Union nominees and their party. Mr. Hilliart said
very truly tlhat no well-informed man, either North
or South, could indulge the remotest hope of the
election of either Breckinridge or Douglas, and he
showed that there is a hopeful prospect of the
election of Bell and Everett-a certainty, almost,
of their election if supported by a united South.
He had enjoyed, as hlie explained, opportunities Ibr
ascertaining public sentiment in every part of the
Union, and his opinions of tie contest were nma-
turely formerd in view of all thate h lad seen and
heard.

Mr. Hilliard's address was interspersed with

many beautiful and appropriate allusions and many
elorquent passages. which elicited tire most raptur-
ous applause of the audience. tii defense anrld
panegyric of the Union as the safeguard of all our
rights, at hIome and abroad, was greeted with tihe
loudest shouts of applause-the heartiest we have
heard during tihe canvass. It was a speech emi-
nently calculated to do good, and we are glad to
hear that it has done and is doing good in this com-
munity.

In the name of the Constitutional Union party of
Muscogee, we return thanks to Mr. Iilliard for his
eloquent and effective effort.

This actor is not a man who can read "Hamlik's"
soliloquis with as mach judgment as Kirby. One
would thiunk, to hear him doing them, that they
gave hint agreat pain in the stomik, and was aw-
ful hard to go.

THE DAMAGE UP THE RIVER.

FROM MOBILE AND THE GULF SHORE.

Arrival of tIle Jackson Rallroad Sufferera.

So gradually and unceasingly do the reports re-
garding the late gale in the country pour in upon
nous, that we find it hard to classify them properly,
or to give half the details. We shall give all that
we have been able to hear since our issue of
yesterday.

THE DAMAGE UP THE RIVER,

The steamer Vicksburg, which arrived on Wed- t
nesday evening, reports that all the coal-boats in
the river, from the mouth of Red river down, have i
gone to the bottom. A stern-wheel steamer, name
unknown, has foundered below Baton Rouge.
Three steamboats were blown ashore below Don-
aldsonville. One of them was the Cincinnati packet
Stephen Decatur. At Bayou Sara the wharf-boat
had been blown up the bayou, and at Baton Rouge
the wharf-boat had been torn from her moorings
and blown three miles up stream. Capt. Pickett's
Opelousas packet Silver Heels, worth $10,000, was
sunk at Carrollton, and will, no doubt, prove to be
a total loss, her stern being under water to the
hurricane roof, and in danger of breaking in two.
The Dr. Batey, a cattle steamer,had her chimneys, 1
pilot-house and hurricane roof blown off at the
Stock Landing.

From passengers who came down the river on
the Vicksburg and Dixie we learn that great dam-
age was done the plantations up the coast, and a
number of prostrated dwellings and sugar houses
were passed. Among the latter were McCall
& Brothers' refinery, Richard McCall's refinery,
Mr. Loughborough'as sugar house, and Mr. Chopin's
sugar mill.

By the arrival of the steamer Lizzle Simmons,
yesterday morning, from Vicksburg, we have re-
ceived the following accounts of the damage done
by the storm of the Ist inst., at Baton Rouge and
its immediate vicinity. Along the river eighteen
coal boats, belonging to the company that owned
the yard opposite Baton Rouge, were sunk, and
the Mason Mining Company lost three of their
boats in the same manner; both companies to-
gether losing nearly 160,000 barrels of coal. The
steamer Uncle Ike, belonging to and owned by the
Baton Rouge and Grosse Tote Railroad Company,
was sunk at the Company's wharf; no lives lost.
The boat will prove a total loss.

The old steamer Natchez, used as a wharf-bont
at Baton Rouge, was blown from her moorings to
the opposite shore, some two miles above the city.
The steamer Henrietta was blown along-side a
barge loaded with railroad iron, and the barge and
boat both sunk in a short time. Two boats be-
longing to the State were also sunk near Baton
Rouge. In the city, no damage to any consider-
able amount occurred, except the unroofing of the
Harney House. The clerk of the Simmonsinforms
us that no damage was sustained by any of the nu-
merous villages along the coast, though several
sugar-houses were blown over.

FROM THE SUGAR PARISHES.
We yestenday published some accoun of the

great damage done to sugar plantations in the
southwestern parishes. Later accounts show that
the ruin to sugar-houses and cane-fields wasspread
over a much larger extent of country than that
mentioned in our previous reports. The accounts
received are too meager to enable us to offer any-
tithing like a general detail, yet they satisfy us that
the sugar planters have sufered a severe loss, for
they were preparing to grind, and many of their
sugar-houses were ruined just as they were ready
to begin work. The flattening of tile cane-fields,
it is believed, will damage the cane very much, if
it be not speedily cut, and on the largerplaulations
this is next to impossible. There is little question
that the sugar crop of Louisiana has been very
.materially interfered with by the storm.

FROM MANDEVILLE AND LEWISBURG.
A friend who yesterday arrived from Mandeville

has politely furnished us with the following memo-
randa of the storm over there :

Our bath-houses are all gone with the excep-tion of three; fences blown down and the water
very high, completely flosling our streets, nud
washling away our small bridges. The main steam-
boat wharf is partially destroyed. No building
blown down except the restaurant of Butman, be-
ing a part of the Lake Shore Hotel, and the awn-
ing and balcony of the hotel. Our citizens are
very busy this morning in clearing up the rubbish,

d andour energetic Mayor, with a host of hands, is
busy in repairing and making up for the damage

y done our wharf, and it will be ready for passeno-
gers to land tysnorrow (this) numring. The isiury
to our Lewisburg friends is about the same as at

e Rsandeville.

FROM THE COTTON COUNTRY.
Persons from that part of the Mississippi cotton

country adjacent to the Jackson Railroad, report
that the storm was very severe among the cotton
fields, most of which were white with the open
bolls, ready for picking. The damage cannot be
estimated, but all accounts agree that it has been
severe to many of the planters.

MOBILE AND THE GULF SHORE.
This stormn was not so serious at Mobile as it was

here feared that it would be. Still it was felt, as
appears from the Mobile papers of Wednesday.
The wind was strong, the rain heavy, the bay rose
some; merchants in the front of town began rais-
ing their goods, but the expected overflow had not
come, up to 8 o'clock at night The blow was
heavy, but not serious, among the vessels at the
mouth of the bay.

The mail boat Florida, which left Mobile for this
city on Tuesday, got aground at Grant's Pass,
being grounded during the high water raised by
the gale, and was left aground. Though she rests
in'an easy position, not at all threatening damage
to her, she is still so hard aground, and in such a
position, that it will require an immense anmout of
labor and a great sum of money to get her off.
Her mails and passengers were taken off and
brought-over by the California, which arrived yes-
terday morning.

The California stopped at the Pass and the Bay,
and brings the gratifying intelligence that but little
damage was done at those and the other shore
towns.

ARRIVAL OF THE JACKSON RAILROAD PASSENGERS.

The steamer Ariel, which, as we yesterday
stated, left for the relief of the railroad train
which was stopped by the water between Frenier
and Pass Manchae, returned yesterday at about
noon with no less than two hundred and seventy-
five passengers, msany of them ladies and child-
ren; also the mails, which had been brought down
as far as the cars could get.

Mr. B. Florauce, the Director of the Company
who went on the Ariel to superintend things, in-
fomssa us that the boat landed at the Manchae
bridge, which, with its wharf, was as sound and
good as ever. The water had considerably re-
ceded from the inundated part of the track, and
the distressed passengers had succeeded In getting
back to Manchac. These passengers, as well as
others who had come down on subsequent trains,
were crowded in the towns along the road as oar
up as Amite ; the hotel at that place being crowd-

ed, and Tickfaw and Pontchitoola having as many
as they could accommodate.

The Ariel laid to until these people could come
down to Manchac,the track and the cars being all
right above that place. But the little boat was
unable to bring all the people that came. All her
lying and sitting room was taken up by ladies and
children, and the multitude of gentlemen had to
rough it as best they could. They did'nt mind it,
though, for the prospect of getting to town was
a joy which smoothed over the inconvenience of
such travel.

.\fter landing her 275 passengers and the mails
at the Jefferson Railroad wharf, the Ariel put back
to Manchac to bring over another load of passen-
gers. The Ariel, or some other boat, will proba-
bly continue to communicate regularly with
Manchac, until the eight or ten or fifteen miles of
damaged road this side shall be repaired. It was
believed that the Ariel would return with the rest
of the travelers some time last night.

The inundation of the back part of the city be-
tween the New Canal and the Carondelet Canal,
and back of Claiborne street, (which, as we yeas-
terday stated, was still rising the night before, and
inundating the sidewalks on Common street as far
in as Rampart,) stopped rising at about 3 o'clock
yesterday morning. It soon afterward commenced
receding, but so slowly that it had fallen only three
or four inches up to 6 o'clock last evening.

The scene of people removing furniture, and
wading, and rowing about in skiffs, and poling
along on rafts, was as busy as the day before-the
scene being one of the greatest novelty to the
looker-on. At those street csoosings where the
streets were flooded but the banquettes dry, or par-
tially so, the people had erected rude bridges, and
appeared to enjoy life as if there were no invasion
of the lake around them. But the people further
back, who had from one to two and three feet
water in their houses, were not so gay or con-
tented, by a great deal.

Among the sufferers, we regret to state, is our
friend Peter Casgily, whose extensive steam-wash-
ing establishment on the Common street road,
was itself washed out, in a manner neither pleasant
nor profitable. The machinery is entirely covered
with water and mud, and therebyrendered useless
until long after the flood shall subside. Worse
than this, Mr. Cassily's splendid pen of English
breed hogs, some 500 head, were caught by the
flood, and are probably all drowned.

We hope to hear of the more speedy retirement
of the inundation to-day.

THE RUINS ON CAMP STREET.

The Mayor's gang, working all Wednesday night i
and up to yesterday afternoon, at the ruins of Mac-
pherson's drug-store, in the afternoon found the
body of the negro Allen, the porter of the store,
terribly crushed, and foul with decomposition.
The body was taken to the First District lock-up, I
whence it soon had to be removed on account of
the terrible stench it created. Mr. Krahl's body,
(found the night before) and the body of the ne-
gro, being the only bodies searched for, (no other
person being missing) the Mayor's gang ceased
their labor and retired, and left the ruins to be
taken care of by their proper owners. Mr. Krahl's
body, though taken to the lock up at I o'clock yes-I terday morning, was not removed till the after-

noon. It was foul enough, and this created some
talk; especially as it was believed the deceased
a had friends whose duty it was to see to the body
properly and promptly.

This business leaves another troublesome and
almost hopeless investigation on the hands of the
Coroner.

THE SHIP INDEPENDENCE,

The old wrecked ship Independence, which
came over from Algiers during the gale, and dam-
aged several steamboats, lies aground at the foot
of Canal street. It will be a troublesome thing to
remove her.

MISCELLANEOUS CITY ITEMS.
Frot'N UAIS YESTElRAY.-The remains of Capt.

John L. Lamothe, whose shocking and inexplica-
ble suicide we yesterday mentioned, were last
evening conveyed to tile tomb by an extraordina-
rily large assemblage of his friends and his breth-
ren of the military and fire departments. The Or-
leans Hattalion of Artillery, the Fourth Company
of wllich corps lost their Captain in the deceased,
and Orleans Fire Company No. 21, of which the
deceased was the founder, foreman for several
terms and an honored exempt member, turned out
in full force. Other firemen were present, and the
concourse of gentlemen in citizens' dress was
great.

The hearse was accompanied by six pall-bear-
ers ; two members of the Artillery, two members
of the Fire Company, and two others, Messrs. John
