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TALK ON 'OHANGE.

The talk yesterday was of the general stagnation
in the cotton market, which has existed for three
days past. The knots of operators, or would-be
operators at the several corners, seemed to be per-
fectly mum; factors were quiet, appeared easy
and cool under the stagnation. It is hardly neces-
cary to allude to the disturbing causes in the cot-
ton market; that it is disturbed, even with the
favorable intelligence from the other side, is mani-
fest from the sales yesterday only reaching 3500
bales, and the day previous 4000. The sales for
the 11th and 12th of October last year were 0000
and 11,000 bales, say 20,000 bales, at prices ruling
for Middling at 10l@l0tc--about the same as at
this present time.

There was another batch of the Canada's mails
delivered yesterday at our Post-oflece. Really these
delays in the delivery of the mails are becoming an
injury, as well as being designated a nuisance and
evil. Further private intelligence from England
say that the harvest is safe ;fat the largest por-
tion was under cover; not by acceptances and ad-
vances, but in barn. The weather was favorable,
with prospects of its continuing so. There was
very little speculation going on; possibly as soon
as our trans Atlantic friends hear of the result of
the Black Republicans in Pennsylvania, they may
take it into their minds that the Bouth will be ex-
cited, considerably riled, and greatly disturbed at
the prospects of the Black Republican candidate
for the Presidency; that holders of cotton will ad-
vance; that speculation will increase; that large
purchases will be made under the belief that the
great South will rise en masse; that cotton plant-
ers will at once resist the encroachments of the
Black Republicans and the inauguration of Mr.
Lincoln.

If the Southern planters should just suspend the
raising of cotton one year only, and raise only
corn and wheat, with a little meat, what would our
good cousins on the other side of the Atlantic do?
True, many, yea, thousands of cotton planters
would only have to stay at home one year and dis.
pense with their annual journey to the North and
to Europe. This would be no great hardship;
more than seven-eighths of the annual traveling is
only followed because it is fashionable. Let
fashion, snobbism and servility be dispensed with
for one year, and suspend for one year the raising
of cotton, then it might be practically arrived at
how the manufacturers of the world would come
out without one year's supply of cotton only.
Now the talk is serious; let the South suspend the
raising of one crop of cotton; what would be the
result? Quien sube?

The weather came out rather on the autumnal
order yesterday. Though the northers are bracing
and stimulating at this time, wet, rainy weather,
with frosts, are not desirable at this crisis of the
crops. We do not desire frost before Christmas ;
in fact, the country does not require frost at all.
As for rain, it is hoped it will only come in showers
now and then. We have had storms enough of
winds and rain for the last four weeks.

The receipts of cotton have been light this week.
The stock on hand on the 13th of September last
year was 172,649 bales. The stock this morning
will be two hundred and fifteen thousand bales.

The movements in tobacco have been in unison
with the stock, rather light. The last Louisville
review speaks of the weed as follows:

Tihe market, under the influence of warm, grow-
nlug weather, large receipts for the season, and a
heavy accumulation of stock, has been heavy, and
prices for all grades except choice Cutting have
declined 50175c. 14 100. The stock in store here
is estimated at 4h00 hogsheads. We quote:

The above remarks do not carry out or confirm
the very dubious advices we received about eight
weeks ago--that the drought had cut short tile
crop one-half some people talked of. We think
that the contractors for the Spanish Government
at 101 will come out very well, particularly as they
had secured four thousand hogsheads anterior to
the rise, which will make a fair show towards the
first year's requirement.

The usual weekly circular of Col. Lonsdale, Son
&- Co. will be found under the usual head. We
are yet rather bad off in the stock of the berry.
The consumption of coflhe has reached and passed
its production. We cannot expect any decline for
the present. A want of labor in Brazil will prove a
great impediment to the future supply from that
country.

However,
as a majority of them are filled with Black Repub-
lican news, it does not make much difference

when they come. But is not Postmaster-General
Holt going to increase the number of assistants in
our Post-office ?

We refer with pleasure to the card published in
this morning's Crescent, and signed by a large
number of merchants in high standing.

small Share in aid of his purpose.

Fagnani, now in Paris, has been painting a por e
trait of Lord Byron from a miniature painted at 1
Venice in 1l20, and given by the poet to Madame i
de Boissy, then the Countess Guiccioli, and whichl
has never before been copied. Madame Boissy, as
we are advised, pronounces Fagnani's copy the
best portrait of Lord Byron in existence. The
face, we learn from one who has seen it, is very
beautiful, although some think effeminate; the
collar is turned down, and the figure is wrapped in
a cloak of Gordon plaid. Two copies of it have
been ordered already.

The British bark Java has arrived at Tybee with
fifteen of the crew of the American ship Eveline,
which foundered on the 28th of July. The crew

were eight days in boats, and three of their num-
ber died.

The cars of the Paris street railways carry

FURTHER FROM EUROPE.

ARRIVAL OF THE STEAMSHIP ETNA.

BosroN, Oct. 12.-The sateamshipEtna, before re-
ported at Halifax, reached her dock to-day. Her
mails were delivered to-day-those for the South
were sent off by this evening's train.

The Etna brings the following additional news:
Garibaldi had consented to allow a deputation of

Venetians to publish a paper at Naples to excite
the Venetians to a general rising.

The King's soldiers at Gaeta demolished the res-
idence of the French Consul during his absence,
under pretence of connivance between him and
Garibaldi.

Formal orders have been given the Piedmontese
commander to avoid a conflict with the French
troops in the States of the church.

It is reported that Count Farini retires, as a com-
promise between Garibaldi and Count Cavour's
administration.

The remainder of the military contingent of
14,000 men had been called under arms.

way, Messrs. Baring, Brothers & Co., of London,
having taken steps to recover their advances of
millions of dollars.

OxrAn CITY, N. T., Oct. 12.-The Overland
Pike's Peak Express arrived at this point to-day,
bringing dates from Denver City to the 4th inst.

Gold dust to the amount of $6000 was shipped
from Denver City on the 3d.

George W. Brown, the Bell and Everett reform
candidate, was chosen Mayor of the city by about
nine thousand majority, carrying every ward.
Almost the entire council elect is of the same po-
litical complexion. The usual party divisions seem
to have been entirely ignored in this election.

STRIKE OF THE TOWBOAT EuINEcERs.--The En-

gineers of one of the Towboat Associations,having
concluded upon receiving higher wages, struck on a
Thursday; that is, as many of them as were in
port. The wages have hitherto been $125 per f
month for first engineers, and $75 per month for I
second engineers. The strike was for this in-
crease: $175 per month for first engineers, and
$125 per month for second engineers.

The strike, as we hear, was based upon the fact V
that engineers on the up-river steamers have long b
been doing similar engineering, no better nor more
laborious, at the wages now claimed by the tow-
boat engineers.
The strike took effect on Thursday. The first

and second engineers, after seeing their boats
safely moored and all the machinery in order,
packed up their duds, and, in accordance with
previous notice, abandoned their situations.

The Towboat Association, having been duly fore-
warned, had already procured other engineers,
(some good, some indiferent, and others bad, as
our information goes,) who were ready to man the
engines at the call. The Association, on Thursday
evening, fearing that the striking engineers would
interfere with those who had taken their places,
applied for and obtained the presence, at the tow-
boat wharves, of a posse of the Third District
police, with Lieut. Mazerat at their head. There
was no disturbance or attempt at a row of any
kind, though the opinion has been expressed to us,
that the presence of the police prevented an antici-
pated difficulty, which might have taken place in
their absence.

We have conversed with several of the striking
engineers, who flatly deny that they intended any
interference with those who took their places; say- I
ing that they believe they are entitled to as good
wages as the engineers on the up-river boats, and
that, though poor, they are confident they can I
stand on their strike till the towboat owners shall
find it proper to pay the schedule of wages which
they demand.
The Towboat Association treated the police,

which they had summoned for protection against
the danger which they believed threatened them
in the most liberal manner, in the way of cordial
greetings, champagne, etc. The police, having no
interest in the issue, further than the simple dis-
charge of their duty in case of a disturbance, were
much pleased with the treatment they received

from the Towboat Association; as they certainly
had good cause to be.

The Towboat Association and the engineers were
equally proud yesterday. It is a row exclusively
their own, which time only will decide.

Tint Lace FORGEa.-•We yesterday omitted
mention of the most interesting police item of the
preceding day, namely, the arrest of the perpetra-
tor of the forgery on the Mechanics' and Traders'
Bank, and his accomplices, and the whole history
of the transaction.

We nmust explain why we had no report of this
affair. We were at Chief McClelland's office in the
afternoon, and had not the good luck to meet him
or any of his specials there. Subsequently, we
looked as usual over the arrest book in the police
office, but found none of the arrests entered there.
We have for years been in the habit of finding all
arrests reported on the books. Had we seen the
arrest of the forgers recorded on the book, we
should have hunted the Chief and his officers, and
would have given the particulars of the business in
yesterday's Crescent. Though the arrests were
made on Thursday, they were not entered on the
book till yesterday. The following history of the
forgery we copy from yesterday's Bee:

1n our edition of yesterdny we reported the fact
tlat a forged check for $3300 had been paid by Mr.
1. de Armas, paying teller of tile Mechanics' and
Traders' Bank, on Wednesday morniog. Thie wtole
affair was traced out yrsterday by detective officers
Thos.

trainsctlon, with the perpetrator of tie forgery, a
well.k own horse tradler •od gamblcr named Jamees
Scevens, anld hl associate, a gambler by tie inate
ol ibharley I)elorrest.

The history of tise atronge nfibir ief a follows:-aOn the 5thll of October John T. Hardie & Co., the
cotton brokers of No. 41 Carondelet street, drew a
chckr on thle Mechnaoncs and Traders' Bank, No.
1iD, for fl0O, to the order ol T. L. McGlill & Son,in
payment of a small account. This cheek Henry
MeGili, the junior partner, loaned to Stevens to
nopy from. Stevens bought a cheek book on this

bank in Corson & Armstrong's store, on Monday
afternoon, in which tie eheeko were similar to
those used by Hardie & Co., and copied the filling
in and aignatnre exactly, makin% oot the false
check for $110, dated tle 9th.

He drew it to the order of T. L. McGill & Son,
and forged theii name on the back. When he
went into tilt bank Wednesday morning he stepped
up to the delsk and wrote upon the back the name
of Eugene Giroult, a young gentlemtan of irre-
proacebale character, who has been for a long
time a clerk in toe employ of McGill & Son. The
peying teller Mr. de Armaa, was sno accustomed to
faving Mr. iranult endorse checks aof this firm, that
this fact, added ta the genuine appearance of tile
cletk. saused him to pay over the amount witout
thinking of examining it closely.

The same day Mr. de Armas found out his alarm-
ing error, and went at once to the Chief of Police,
where he had a consultation with detecotive Boylao,
whom he was acqumainted with. Together they
searohed all that veonfog for some lune hot oauld

obtain none, Yesterday morning, as soon as theUani was opened, Boylan went to see de Armas,
and told him that on reflection he believed there
msat have been a genuine check in the case, nsed
as wopy, and they might get a clue by hunting up
this copy. Ite Armas examined and found that
cheetbco. 149 wasthe only one of Hardie & Co.'s
out standing.

They went at once to the office of Hardie o Co.,
and foundthat the check had been given to McGill
& Son. Soing to the office of that firm, Mr. de
Armas stepped up to Mt. Henry McGill, who was
sitting at Idesk, and asked him what had become
of the check for $170,and whether he would not
let him see it McGill promptly answered that he
had it In his pocket and had f'orgotten to get it
cashed. Boylan quIetly seppe round behhind Mc-
Gill without being seen by him, and as MeGill
drew out the check, all dirty and rumpled, with
several other checks for smaler amounte,frem the
breeches pocket on the right aide, Boylan looked
over his shoulder at it. McGill suddenly tooked
up, and their eyes met. He knew Boylam very
well, and the instant he recognised hlme turned
white as a sheet, and- trembled all over. McGill
handed the checkto Mr. de Armas, and told him he
could take it and return it when he pleased. Boy.
lan here interposed, and said McGill had better
come to the banck with them and get the check
cashed and marked. McGill made no objection,
and they went round there. All the way McGill
showed marks of nervous trepidation, which con-
vinced Boylan that notwithstanding his position in
society, wealth, fine busineos prosPects and honor.-
able family, he had connected himself in some
manner with this forgery.

After coming out of the Bank they walked to
Henderson & Gaines' store, on Canal street, in
front of which they stopped, and while leaning
aaainst the mammoth pitcher there Boylan cross-
questioned him closely asto whether he had not
loaned that check to any one. He denied having
done so, but said he had been intoxitated several
times since he got it, and it might have been taken
from him. He made explanation after explana-
tion, contradicting himself in each one, and at last
he saw he was exposing himself no plainly he
refused to talk any more, bt said if Boylan would
let him go he would hunt up all the information he
desired.

Boylan agreed to this immediately, and they
parted, bct without the knowledge of McGill, Boy-
Ian set detective Howard on his track to watch
him. Boylan then examined several hundred of
Hardie & Co.'s checks with the forgery, and it was
not a fao simile of any but one; that one was No.
149, which McGill had in his pocket. This made
the thing certain against MioGill. As Boylan us-
petted, after a while McGill went to meet his con-
federate. Boylan got on his track again, and he
went into Natchez alley from Camp street. Boy-
lan saw Stevens and DeForrest waiting- on the
corner of Magazine street and Natchez alley, and
at once suspected them, sohe got Howard to watch
them, and going up to McGill, told him he must
come to the Chiers office.

Stevens and DeForrest followed them until they
were going through Lafayette square, when they
probably suspected how things stood, and 'while
Stevens waited behind, DeForrest ranup and called
out, "Harry, where can we see yon?" McGill
answered, "I am just going to see about a nigger,
and will be out in ten or fifteen minutes." vWhen
Boylan got McGill in the Chiefs private office, he
and Ibard had a long talk with him, but a profitless
one until the telegraph bells struck the single tap
for noon. As he heard this, McGill jumped up
from his chair and said, " What time is it, 12?
Well, Tom, I tell you, I am honest in this matter."
Boylan answered, " That's what I have been wait-
ing for you to say all the morning." McGill con-
tinued, "I did loan that check to Stevens for him
to make the forgery, and here is what I got for it."
With this he pulled out five one hundred dollar
bills, and threw them sporningly upon the floor,
while he was seized with a powerful ft of deep
emotion. Mr. deArmashad come in, and Boylan
sent him out to find Howard, and see if he could
recognize Stevens or DeForrest as the man to
twhom he paid the money, but Howard had lost

sigo.t of them, and there was little doubt but that
they had determined to leave the city.

Locking up McGill, Boylan and Izard started off
at once to hunt up Stevens and DeForrest again.
They discovered that a man answering DeForrest's
description bad just changed one of the $1000 bills
paid out for the forgedi check by de Arman, at the
Crescent City Bank. They next foundthata pros-
titute named Louisa, who lived with Stevens as his
wife, was searching for him, as their landlord was
going to move, and they would have to change
their residence that day. She had been twice toI MIcGill & Co.'s office asking for "Mr. Harry Mc-

Gill," to learn from him where Stevens was, which
isan indication of the intimacy existing between
Stevens and yoong McGil.

Boylan and Izard found this woman on Canal
street, and followed her without her knowing it.
After she had been walking about tihe streets about
two hours, she met DLeForrest on Dryades street,
near thle corner of Philippa. Boylau at once took
him into custody, and at the same time they sawI Stevens' head as he was looking round the corner.
As Boon as lie espied the detectives, Stevens start.
ed down Philippa street at break-neck pace, and
Izard ran after him. Boylan stopped a furnitureVwagon that was passing, and jumping in with Dt-
lorrest, made the driver put his horse to a gallop.
Izard drew a revolver and called to Stevens that

he would shoot toim if he did not stop, and as Boy-
lan wrs gaining quickly on him in the wagon he
halted aod surrendered hinmself. The two men
Iwere taken to the Chief's office, and Stevens freely
confessed in the private office, Ile said MeGill h•d
talked with him on the subojeet some time ago, but
within the last week lie had driven hiim to it, coming
to see him when lie was sick with the dengue
t fever. He said that on MIonday MIlGill showed him
the check for F170, and some other smaller ones.
Stevens took up one of the others and said it would
be easier to forge that signature than Hardie's,

Swheti Mctill replied, " But these firms are not ini. the habit ol drawing for large uamounts, and would

attract the atteution of the cashier, whereas you
can saflely makte out a check of itardie A Co. for
any amount between two and tbhree thousnand dol-

Stevens was tI
once before in a sorape of the same kind in the fi
North, but his father paid everything and hushed
the affair up, in the hopes of his son's reforming. e
The news will be a crushing blow to tihe father, ii
who is an honorable old man.
