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TILE PRINCE ON HIS TRAVELS.

The Prince of Wales, otherwise called Baron f1
Renfrew, has at length reached New York city. e
When we last paid him our respects he had just s
landed on the territory of the United States, at b
Niagara Falls. Instead of coming direct to New v
York city, however,he has made the tour of what
the New York press calls the " rural districts

no doubt much pleased with the physical aspectof I
this great country, but horribly bored with the 'I
disgusting flunkeyism and toadyism to which he t
has everywhere been eyxposed.

We have read, with some anxiety, the different J
reports of the thirteen Jenkinsea who have fol- a
lowed the Prince around. It is not every day t
in the year that we have a live Prince and an a
embryo King traveling about over the "land
of the free and the home of the brave"-and
the unusual circumstance piqued our curiosity t
to know how he would be received and treated.
Our special solicitude, however, appertained to
his reception in Washington City, and his treat-
ment by the Old Public Functionary who presides
over the White House. We took the liberty, on
the authority of our special private correspondence
with the 0. 1'. P., to announce several weeks ago, r
that, so far as Washington City is concerned, it a
would be "all right." We knew that Gen. Cass
was there. and that what he does not know about
royal and aristocratic usages and customs is not r
worth knowing at all. We knew that the British t
Minister was there, and would see that everything s
went off pleasantly. But, above all, we knew that f
the venerable Tycoon of the Republic-the Old
Public Functionary himself-was there, and would ,
see to it that the Prince was "put through" in e
regular and royal style. Our assurances have
been fully justified. The Prince has had his visit
to Washington-he has dined and wined with the
O. P. F.-he has rolled ten pins with the presiding t
divinity of the White House-he has sailed down
the bright and beautiful Potomac, and danced
quadrilles innumerable upon the deck of the
steamer with some of Columbia's fairest daughters.
In short, the Prince has had a splendid time gene.
rally in the Federal city. We predicted that he
would, several weeks ago, and every Jenkins in
his retinue concedes the fact.

Front Washington to Richmond, and thence to
New York city, was the programme of travel, and
the Prince is now the guest of the great metro-
polls. If he can escape the inflictions of the
official dignitaries who infest that city, and who lay
violent hands upon every distinguished stranger,
from a celebrated pugilist up to a representative
of royalty, he will be a lucky Prince. We fear
that he will not-that the sovereigns of this
country, where everybody is equal to the best, in
his own estimation, will as usual pursue him into
every house he enters, watch hib every movement,'
and raise everywhere an intolerable din about his
ears. These " sovereigns," perhaps, mean no
harm by this sort of thing, and are only following
the usual American fashion of rendering homage
to distinguished personages. But it is none the
less disagreeable, for all that-and the Prince,
when he escapes from them, will feel, no doubt,
like the deer which, escaping from " hounds and
horns," plunges into a thick forest, and feels safe
only when altogether beyond the reach of pursuit.

We should think, to speak seriously, that the
Prince of Wales has done a good thing in coming
to this country. He has seen the magnificent
possessions of Great Britain in North America,
over which he will one day be the ruler. He has
stimulated the loyalty of the people by his per-
sonal presence among them. He has visited, hur-
riedly it is trie, the country which is peopled
mainly by the descendants of Anglo-Saxons, and
which l has derived from Great Britain many of its
laws, its customs, its forms ot religion, its love of
liberty, and its progressive, self reliant and tide- 1
pcndent character. lie has found us, it is true,
torn by civil disvensions, and excited on que:liouns
of politics and parties. But whatever may be his
opinion ofl' our form of Government, and of its
capacity to endure and continue, of some things he
cannot fail to be convinced--that we have a mag-
nificent country--that we are, oil a general aver-
age, the happiest people on the globe-and that
under a peaceful and stable Government, if we
can alhays have it, we are destined to occupy a
commanding position before the great nations of
the earth.the earth.

A MAGNIFICENT DRY GOODS STORE.

Among those business houses in this city which
aim to keep up with the times, map be justly in-
cluded the well-known dry goods house of Messrs.
Giquel & Jamison. Founded in 1844, sixteen years
ago, by the gentlemen who are still at Its head,
and conducted with a thorough knowledge of the
wants of the Southern community, it was not long
in achieving a wide popularity and deserved pros-
perity. After so many years of success at their
well-known old stand on Chartres street,they have
at last found it necessary to seek them a store and
a locality better suited to their great and growing
business.

That they have done so, and in princely style,
has long been apparent to the public. The im-
mense live story iron front building, now being
completed, on the South side of Canal street, has
been built by Messrs. Giqucl & Jamison expressly
for their wholesale and retail dry goods business;
and all who have examined it readily agree that,
whilst it is by far the largest, it is also much the
most splendid dry goods building in the city.

It entirely covers a lot of 30 feet front by 160 in
depth; is twice as high as the neighboring houses,
and fully as high as the St. Charles Hotel. The
ground was purchased for $i0,800; the cost of the
building complete will be $o0,(00; making just
$110,000 invested in the store alone. Mr. Freret is
the architect, and Messrs. Jamison & Mcintosh the

a builders: J. Breen, the painter; Messrs. Lyons &
Lee, the carpenters and joiners ; and Mr. Louifer
the gns-fitter. The splendid iron front was cast by
Mr. Luther Homes. We took a look through the
building on Saturday, in company with Mr. Jami-
son, the resident partner here, and had ample op-
portunity of observing what a truly noble strue-

The retail department, on the street floor, extends
entirely to the rear of the building, terminating
with a splendid and gigantic mirror. The shelving,
counters, everything, are mode's of neat and beau-
tilul joiner's work. The light has free access,
through two skylights; one in the middle, from the
top of the masin building, and the other at the rear,
from the top of the rear building, which is only two
stories high. The central skylight is a splendid
affair. The oval a•erulrcs in' the floors decrease
in size as they ascend to the root; each is sur-
rounded by a railing of solid mahogany; the whole
effect is that of a splendid dome, of church-like
height and beauty.
