.. A PRACTIOAL JOUE.

S I have heard it said that "all the world and his

wife" were in London in 1861 to see the Crystal
Palace. Of nourse I was there, and, after spend-s ing most of my mornings in the wonderful struct-

ure, systematically examining, catalogue in hand,

An IOnulndattonl In Switzerland.

The following details, published in a Swiss paper
Sofa recent inundation of the valley of the Rhone
in the Valais are interesting :

At 7 o'clock on the Itt of September, the tele-
graph of Brigue informed the authorities at Sion
that the Saltine had overflowed its banks during
the night, and that an avelanch of stones and peb-
bles had swept away the bridge of Brigue. Half
an hour later it announced the carrying away of
the bridge of Naters by the Rhone, and already
the water .rached us black and thick-a sinister
herald of an inundation. The waves rose higher
and higher during the entire morning. At 10 V
oiclock all the barriers were under water, and to-
wards noon the ever-increasing masses of water G
rushed past with a roar like thunder. The in-
undation had already reached the left bank on the
Champ-See and Chnodolene, near Sion, anid a
breach was being niade above the bridge of the
Rhone. In a few minutes all that bank ol the river
was a vast lake, under which the crops disap-
peared.
The Rhone continued its terrific ascension during

the afternoon, and towards evening the waters
reached the parapet part of the bridge, against
which beat pole-mrle timber which had been floated

t along the river-sleepers of the railway, beams
belonging to the bridge, the woodwork of dwelling-
houses, and an enormous mass of other materials,
with entire trees, which threatened to break down o
the bridge. The bed of the river was covered
with field crops and spoils of every kind. It was a
lamentable sight, particularly for an exclusively
agricultural country, and of which the most neces-
sary resources were thus lost in the waters. The
entire valid population, assembled by the beating
of drums, struggled with unheard-ot ellbrts at thi-
places of the disaster, but uselessly. Towards 8
at night two enormous breaches were opened along
the gardens on the right bank, and shortly alter-
wards vast masses of water had covered the calti-
vated grounds of the plain; the waes descended
nearly to the foot of the railway terminus, and the
earth-works of the railway in the Cilomps Neof l
havirg been swept away like sand, the inundation
extended even to the high road opposite Corbur-
ser:ors.

F rom that momentthe plain disappeared entirelyunder the waters of the invading river, and rnight
enveloped the valley of the Iihone alid the roar-ing of the floed. The railway train was able to arrive with great dificollty as for os Ardton, aod the
entire lite is since interrupted--we ore iselated.
Since daylight this morning, people are occupied
in saving the atlortunate persone who toolek refto
on trees during the night. Their cries of distress
couldb heheard at Sio fronl all parI of the coon-
