Selleor Tao embarked for Eu-
a rope on the 7th ult. The Spanish Minister R•mea
a had recommended all Spanish subjects in Venezu-

ele to the protection and care of the French Min-
ister, but the Venezsellan Government had issued
a circular, addressed to all citizens and authori-
ties, recommending that all the subjects of Spain
should be protected, and all their rights, with
safety of person and property, be carefully re-
spected. The only point of Romea's demand
t which was not replied to in a satisfactory manner
was the indemnification to Spanish subjects for in-
juries inflicted upon them by the Federalist faction,
and with regard to that, Senor Tao had been sent
Sto Spain to make arrangements, but the Spanish
Minister, Seior Romeo, construing his instructions

I as being positive, had no resort left but to demand
I his passports, which were forthwith granted to
him.

The notorious schooner Wanderer, that has been
so long in this harbor, cleared some ten or twelve
1 days ago for Savannah; bntI saw her four or five
evenings since at her anchorage up this harbor.
There is not any doubt when she does sallthe coast
of Africa will be her destination. The vigilance
displayed by the commandersof the United States
rnizers off the coast of this Island, it is believed,
hasi detained her so long here.

Itis a matter commonly reported here that the
steamship Granada, which you will remember
cleared at New York to go round Cape Horn, will
be at a not distant outpost very soon, with a cargo
t of" blackbirds" from the coast of Africa. Atfirst
I was disinclined to believe this report, nor do I
now vounh for its authenticity; yet, having heard
.It reported so often, in so many different quarters,
Sand a person well known to be closely connected
withcertain slave traders having,ea few days ago,
mentioned it as being a fact to an intimate frienda of mine, I have felt bound to send it to you, as I

before said not pledging myself for its truth.
Our excellent Captain-General is using his best

endeavors to put a stopto the traffid by discharg-
ing from office the Lieutenant-Governors of any ju-
rifdiction where Africans have been landed, and
who have not used their best exertions to prevent
the same. He has promised to try by a court-
martial any such officer who has been guilty of
the offense in any case where there is a probability
of convictlon, and I believe at this very time the
Ilte Lieutenant-Governor of Sagua la Grande is
being tried by court-martial for such an offense.
At any rate, he and two other Lieutenant-Govern-
ors-those of Trinidad and Cienfugos, I believe-
have been removed from office.

On the 10th inst., in the public road between San
Gil and Calabryal, near Villa Clara, Don Rafael
Blames, a young gentleman of great respectability,
was found assassinated. The authorities at once
set to work to discover the assassin, but without
success up to the latest advices.

The dead body of a white man was found, on the
morning of the 13th instant, in the Rio Macon, ina
sheet or cloth, and that again tied in a straw ham-
per, usedto bring fruit from the country on horse-
back. He had no doubt metwith foul play.

We were
then going at the rate of fourteen knots an hour.
Bat all my eloquence was of no avail, for in a short
time after I found another immense trunk and sun-
dry packages which entirely filled up the little room
let, and dispelled all my visions and fond hopes of
a cabin to myeade. However, I found my new
shom tolerably clever, and although we could not
botkdress or retire at the same time, or hbe in the
room together, we managed to get along very corm
fortably. We numbered on board some hundred
and odd passengers, in lirst and second cabins,
composed mostly of Canadians, English returing
home, and a few Americans traveling for health or
pleasure. The tables at luncheon were well pat"
rontsed, when we all took a good look at each
other. There were quite a number of ladies, but
thank Heaven but oene child, and the result seemed
quite satisfactory, for the comfort and pleasure of
all consists in having agreeable and sociable com-
panions when yoe are thrown amongst a promis-
cuonscrowd for a long time in a confined space.

It is very amusing to listen to the remarks of
green ones to the sea, on first starting and in
smooth water,and witness the dexterity with which
they handle a knife and fork at the first meal, and
the quantity of provisions they stow away. Fat
pork has no terrors for them; ale and brandy and
water are in demand; roast beef and chicken
wings disappear in frightful rapidity. The waitere
are in immense request, and everything goes on
swimmingly. "How delightful'it is to be at sea,"
exclaimed a young miss, "I had no idea it was so
nice. (We were in the St. Lawrence river, but
from bad weather were obliged to be in the mair
saloon, the shore not being visible from the mist.)
How I do love it, it is so smooth and pleasant.'
"Don't cry till you get out of the woods," said
papa, "you'll get enough of it by and bye." " Bu
y we are not in the tooods, papa; we are at sea."
a "Well, you'll wish you were before long, I'm
thinking." For two or three days it was very
pleasant--although the weather was raw and cold
while sailing down along the coast of Labrador,
with the gusts of wind piercing and fresh from
Greeland's icy mountains.

On the third day out we could have been taken
for a lot of the natives of said Greeland, so ruddy
and robust we looked and felt. But, alas! that it
should be told. On the next day, when we were
well out on the bosom of the broad Atlantic, buf-
feting with its gigantic waves, and rolling and
tossing, dashed hither and thither by its mighty
power-a change came o'er the spirit of our
dreams; the banquet hall was indeed deserted-
bright eyes that shone were dimmed and gone,
(to their berths) and all but me (and one or two
others) departed; and I'd have gone too, if I
.could. It's all very well to talk or sing (upon
I dry land) about the sea, the open sea, etc., and a

" life on the ocean wave and a home on the roll-
ing deep," but the actuality is a very different
affair. Cooped up in a small stateroom, or limited
to a certain extent of space, in which you may
travel backwards and forwards-thus far shalt
thou go and no farther (unless you choose to go
I into the sea)-the spirit chafes at confinement.

If you go on deck, a wave perhaps salutes you
with a good sousing, or the ship gives an extra roll
or two that knocks you off your pins (as the
sailors say). You can't stay in the cabin unless
you brace yourself well up; you can't read; you
can't write-in fact, you can't do anything but
I lie in your bunk and wait for better times-of

course Ispeak now of rough weather. In fair wea-
ther and with a smooth sea it is very pleasant; de-
lightful anticipations of coming joys and pleasures
when the promised goal is reached, the meeting of
old friends and relations, beholding once more the
home of your childhood and scenes familiar in
other days; all these unite in rendering the trip
pleasant and agreeable; but, at times, in bad wea-
I ther, a feeling of insecurity and of trouble to come,
I an indefinite fear of something that may happen
I trill possess the mind of almost every man, partic-
ularly, (as is generally the case) when there are
d persons on board who make it a point to direct
conversation to all kindsof horrid accidents at sea,
dreadful casualties, fearful shipwrecks, and all

I other possible and impossible occurrences; then
you become restless and uneasy, and sigh for terra
firma and home again. MoRE Axox.

1 ounce, and clarified or strained honey 1 ounce-
mix and apply frequently.

To GrnE A YELLOW COLOR TO A FLOOR WrEN
Scarsmero.-Take the leaves of the China tree,
boil well in water; when cool pour off the water
and use it for scrubbing. It gives a rich golden
hue to the floor and does not rub off easily.

To MAKE FINE FLTOR STARac.-Take the quan-
I tity of flour you intend using and wet it slowly with
cold water, making a stiff dough; dip it into the
water you intend boiling and work it slowly in your
hand holding the dough; it will throw off the starch
into the water, leaving a yellow paste in your hand
which gives the yellow color to the usual flour
starch washerwomen use.

CAnMPHOR POMAsDE.-Half pound of fresh lard that
you have rendered out yourself-or still better, if

.you can procure it, goose-grease-4 pound of very
nice beef suet, 6 ounces of French camphor-melt
all together over a slow fire, strain, and when cold
add 3 tablespoonfulls of spirits of hartshorn. Ex-
cellent for a sprain, bruise, rising in the breast, etc.

LEMoN CoRsTAns.--Take pound of light sugar,
the juice of two lemons, the rind of one pared thin,
and a pint of white wine; boil for fifteen or twenty
I minutes, then take out the peel, strain it into a dish,
I stir well, and let it cool.

CoLOGNE.-Take a fine article of alcohol 1
gallon, and 1 ounce of oil of Bergamot, 1 ounce
of oil of orange, 1 ounce oil of Lorender, 1 drachm
I of oil of rosemary, 10 drops oil of cloves, or 10 of

oil of roses, and 8 drops of tincture of cinnamon.
FoR ERYSIPELAS.-Take 4 ounces of sarsapa-

rilla root, 2 ounces of burdock root, 3 ounces of
the bark of sweet ozier, 2 ounces of lumfrey root,
2 ounces of the bark of the root of bitter sweet, 3
ounces of prince's pine, 2 ounces of black alder
bark, 2 handsful of tow-mallows leaves, and put
all in 4 pints of pare, soft water; steep the water
half away; strain it; add half a pint of molasses
made by yourself from sugar, and 6 ounces of
good Smyrna figs; boil the whole fifteen minutes;
strain it again; when cold, add 1 pint of best Hol-
land gin; take a small wine glassful three times
daily. Roots to be had from any botanic drug
store.

GCsRn TOmATO CATSrP.-Select full-sized to-
matoes first, before turning; cut into slices; take
large onions sliced, and some horse radish sliced;
put the tomatoes in a jar, a layer of tomatoes, and
sprinkle a handful of fine salt; then a layer of
onions; sprinkle salt; then tomatoes again, and
so on, till the jar is full; let it stand twenty-four
hours, then take out the tomatoes and onions and
let them soak in clear, cold water a few hours;
take the vinegar and put it on the fire, put in a
few allspice, the horse radish, some black pepper,
whole, and a couple or more red pepper pods;
scald all well together; put your tomatoes and
onions in a large bowl; pour the vinegar over
them hot; stir them, and when'cold put up in
small jars, sealing those not wanted for immediate
use. This catsup is much finer then the ordinary
tomato catsup, and makes an excellent relish for
meat dishes.

CoRN MEAL MTFFIN.s.-Scald your meal after
sifting, thin it with cold water; to a pint of meal
add a full tea-spoonful of good lard, salt to the
taste; take two eggs, beat the yolks well, add to
the corn meal when cool, stir, all up well; butter
your muffin rings and the bottom of your dripping
pan, have the pan quite hot, add as the last thing
the white of the eggs beaten to a froth; the butter
should be a little thicker than for pancakes. Bake
quick.
CRaAwFls Sou.--Boil a small piece of veal well

in about three pints of water; take your crawfish,
say a couple of dozen, boil them, pick out the
meat, cut an onion fine, soak the crust of a half
loaf of bread, put crawfish, meat, soaked bread
and onion together, break on them an egg, add a
small piece of butter and pepper and salt to your
taste, mix all well together, put them on the fire
with a spoonful of butter to fry brown, parch some
flour, but don't burn it, take the veal out of the
broth, thicken the liquid with the parched flour,
add a little thyme tied in a bundle that you may
remove it, season with onion, salt and pepper;
when ready to dish it stuff the prepared crawfish
in the heads and put them into the tureen, pouring
the veal broth over them. Try it.
CL~NAsos BiscrITS.-Half a pound of dry flour,

one pound of loaf sugar, sifted fine, one pound of
good butter, five cents of powdered cinnamon, mix
with a glass of brandy or rum; roll out thin and
bake quick.

v•is.-Three drachms each of black pepper, gin.
ger and cinnamon, seven cloves, mace half an
ounce, one-quarter of an ounce of cayenne pepper,
nutmegs one ounce, white pepper one ounce and a
half, mix; more cayenne may be added if desired.

The Final Destiny of the Earth.

Enck's comet, which resolves about the sun in I
31 years, has been observed to complete its rove-
lu ion in a constantly shortening period, showing
that it is being drawn inward towards the sun.
This fact has led to the general conclusion by astro-
nomers, that the planets are moved in a resisting
medium, far more attenuated than our atmosphere,
but still sufficient to affect their motions. If this
is so, it follows by strict necessity that our earth
and its sister orbs are all winding spirally towards
the sun, and that they must eventually strike r
against it and become incorporated with its mass.
The time required for this purpose belongs to those
inconceivable periods with which geology and as-
tronomy have to deal. Tle resisting medium is so
exceedingly attenuated that it exerts but a slight
influence on the comets, which are themselves
masses of the very thinnest vapor, and its influence
would, of course, be very much less on the dense
matter of the planets.

Astronomical observations, with all their won-
derful delicacy, have yet failed to detect the slight-
eat progressive shortening in the periods of revo-
lution of any of the planets. It is curious how-
ever, to note the multiplied obstacles which pre-
vent the perception of this fact, if it does exist.
All the measures of these revolutions are shorten-
ing with the revolutions themselves. If we begin,
for instance, with the earth, the problemais to
ascertain whether the time occupied by the earth
in its journey around the sun is gradually becom-
ing shorter. The first plan that suggests itself is
to compare this with the rotation of the earth upon
its axis, to see whether the year occupies the same
number of days and hours and seconds that it did
in former times. But if the earth is gradually
cooling, it is contracting in size, and its rotations
on its axis are becoming more rapid; in other.
words, the day is shortening with the year; and if
the measure shrinks just in proportion to the thing
measured, we cannot tell whether the latter is be-
coming shorter or not.

If we take the time of the revolutions of the
0noon around the earth as a standard, the same re-

sisting medium would draw the moon towards the
earth, and shorten the month also with the year.
If we resort even to the less satisfactory measure
of the sun's rotation on his axis, his bulk is also
diminishing by the radiation of his heat, and the
period of his rotation is consequently becoming
shorter. In brief, from the two causes of radiation
and the resisting medium, all the times and dis-
tances which could be used to measure the earth's
distance from the sun (or the period of its annual
revolution) are shortening together. So that the
differences in the extent of the several contradic-
tions are the only means left for detecting by ob-
servation the approach of the earth to the sun, if
such approach is really taking place. These differ-
ences would doubtless reveal themselves in the
course of generations to refined astronomical ob-

If the earth and the sun are gradually becoming
cold, this winding of the earth towards the sun
would tend to keep up its warmth, and it may be a
wise provision for prolonging, by some millions of
years, the continuance of animal life upon our
globe. But this period must come to a close, for
if there is a resisting medium pervading the space
between us and the sun, the final destiny of the
earth is to curve gradually inward till, with a ve-
locity hundreds of times greater than that of a can-
non ball, it dashes itself with an awfully sublime
crash into the mass of the sun.
