TALK ON 'CHANGE.

The gatherings on rue Carondelet were large
yesterday. There were squads of operators, or
would-be operators, at all corners, from rue Poy-
dras to the boulevard Canal. There was no mis-
take in the increase of gatherings. Every person
who went away on the approach of the summer
solstice in June last, finds himself now nicely
esconced in our good city for at least another ba-
siness campaign, let who will be elected President.
Perhaps it will not make much difference to a good
many of them who is elected President of the
United States, so long as they can obtain cheap
cotton, and are successful in raising the means to
pay for it. The new expectants, or new comers
that are expected, the last shipment of Lancashire
agents, the clerks of spinners, the new fledglings
have not yet arrived in any great number. They
will be coming along next month. The advance
guard was expected in the Arabia. The telegraph,
however, is mum on such occasions ; nor does our
right-hand cotemporary in his diurnal list of travel-
ers in New York, or movements of distinguished
citizens, inform its readers of the arrival of these-
to-be citizens of New Orleans; consequently, our
numerous readers must await the appearance of
these-to-be distinguished citizens and cotton agents
on our flags in person before they will have the
pleasure of an introduction.

Well, the further talk was of the effects of the
weather on the sugar cane. It cannot be gainsayed
but what the prospects for a larger yield than last
year are greatly in the ascendant. Several well-
informed dealers and factors are enhancing their
estimates to 250,0(0@27a5,000 hogsheads. So far so
good, and it is hoped these expectations will not be
arrested. With a yield of 250,000 hogsheads of
sugar, we shall be furnished with a good supply of
ammunition to fight the grim monster, panic.
While talking of sugar, we presume to offer our
advice to planters, to refrain from sending their
crops of sugar or molasses to Northern ports, or to
the great Black Republican city-Cincinnati. Sell
your sugar at home, or send it to New Orleans.
True, Messieurs planters, you might ship to New
York and Boston, and sell on four and six months
credit at about tile same prices you can obtain on
our levee. The last sale of sugar of importance we
have information of was 10,000 bags of lManilla at
Gt ets., on six months credit. This was in Boston,
and on the same daythere were sold 150 hogsheads
Cuba Muscovadoes at G•, six months credit, We
again caution our planters about sending their
crops Northward. If Northern or Western specu-
lators want your sugar, let them come for it; if
they do not want it, there is no use of talking any
more about it.

The present Black Republican Governor of New
York, Edwin D. Morgan, has made a great deal of
money out ouf Louisiana sugar, and it is supposed
he would like to increase hia gains through the
same means. He is a respectable grocer on Front
street, New York.

There was not much doing on the grand boule-
vard, Canal. The process of repaving and furbish-
ing up is about completed for the season. The
stocks of merchandise are fall, of every kind and
description, and though there was talk of some im-
provement and increase in sales, yet they are very
meagre for the large supplies and stocks on hand.
On Tchoupitoulas, Poydras, New Levee and Front
streets we have paid our respects, and regret that
we have nothing whatever of'an encouraging as-
pect to comment on. Tile grocers are well sup-
plied, but buyers, particularly those with the need-
fal, are few and far between. It is no time, how-
ever, to get discouraged; up guards and at them.
It will not answer to surrender to Northern deal-
ers. New Orleans possesses many advantages for
the grocery trade, which it is hoped will be made
manifest on the rise in tile river Missi.vsippi and its
tributaries.

Western merchants and dealers appear to be
doing something more than paying expenses. The
several arrivals of steamboats fromn.the West with-
in the past four days, with large cargoes of the
rich and varied products of that section, have im-
parted good feelings and increased confidence in
the several branches of the great Western trade;
nevertheless, we find in the Cincinnati Inquirer,
from its Talk on 'Change, thle following paragraph:

The sluagishness produced by the Condition of
aflhirs in the South still continue, and the market
has all tile dull appearance that characterized it
yesterday. On the one Ihan, buyers say that the
demand front those points in the South from which
large orders have been expected, will not come till
after tihe November election, that their corres-
iponderts intend to wait anrd see how matters are
about to shape. With this state of things staring
them in the face, they do not care to buy and hold
till the South comes in. Thea unfavorable advices
from New York to-day had a tendency to produce
a still further decline in flour here, but light stock
and the high price of wheat cause sellers to hold
will firmness at yesterday's prices. Buyers argue
that there is no ashipping margin to the seaboard,
and rio orders on the muariket, and that a decline
must and will take pilace,

So it appears they already feel the effects of par-
tial suspension of Southern trade. Cincinnatians
have amassed g immensity of riches simply from
its trade with the States of Louisiana, Mississippi
and Arkansas. Southern traveling takes a differ-
ent route now, and the heretofore prestige of the
so-called Queen City must decline.

In our talk yesterday the typeso read abolition
treaty of 1842, instead of Ashburton treaty. How-
ever, it is a matter of little difference, for the treaty
in question was actually something of an abolition
character, though it was ratified under Mr. Tyler's
administration.

The following gives some items of the cotton in-
dustry of England:

Late statistics of British industrial enterprise
shorw that live million persons are supported in
England by crtton-that thirty million spindles are
employed in the production of thie yarn, and that
tile capitol absorhed exceedsi $750,000,000. Four-
flfths of tile cotton consumed in England (800,0(0,-
000 pounds) is American; about 120,0S0,00 pounds
come Irom other foreign countries, while only 8 a
cent. (oo,000,000 pounds) are received from British
Colonies and Dependencies.

POLITICAL ITEMS.

COL. WoOnSON von DELL AND EVERETT.-We
publish, says the Columbia, Mo., Statesman, below,
a letter from Col. Woodson, at present a Demo-
cratic member of Congress from the Independence
District, in which he comes out boldly for Dell and
Everett:

I
shall be with you in spirit, and promise my personal
exertions in the cause of Bell and Everett, as soon
as nmy health will allow.

The
Union ticket happens to be a lion in the path of
this party, and straightway all the batteries of
vituperation and detraction are opened upon the
noble statesmen who compose it. John Bell, a I
Southern man, and a large slaveholder, is shame-
lessly denounced as untrue to the South, and a
sympathizer with her enemies. The menwho make
these charges do not in their hearts believe them,
and we rejoice to see that the slander is recoiling
opon the heads of its anthors. Mr. Everett, though,being a Northern man, and lees known to the un-
lettered masses of the Southern people, has come
in for a still larger share of partisan vindictive-
ness and abuse. This great and upright man,
whom every American should be proud to call
his countryman, is denounced as an 'Abolition-
ist,' a 'fanatic and a 'traitor,' and mercilessly held
up to the scorn and hatred of the Southern people.
What a shame upon humanity itself?

" It will be well if the other two candidates, Breck-
inridge and Douglas, would follow his example andth
withdraw in favor of Bell, who, by uniting the con-
servative elements of all parties, might he enabled I
to meet the issue with a certainty of success."

who bad the honor of soundly beating the Hon.
Mr. Erwin, of Greene, (President of the Richmond I
Secession Coneention) for Congress-has at length
taken the stump for Bell and Everett, andis making
the "fOr fly" from the Breckites. Mr. Smith ex- I
plained, in a speech recently made at Sumter, that 1
his position in this canvass has been taken after
deliberate reflection, and afler weighing as well as
he was able the chances to defeat Lincoln, and he
is of opinion that the besat thing that can be done
is for every man to fall into ranks and support Bell
and Everett.

DgeocRnate Gaorn IN Ono.--In the State the
tepublican majority is about nine thousand; in
1t846, in he Presidential election, the Republican
majority was sixteen thousand six hundred and
twenty-three and in 1858, in the contest for Su-
preme Judge, it was twenty thousand three hun-
dred and forty-oenr--hence, the Democratic gain
in two years is about eleven thousand.

In 1828, when Jackson was a candidate for the
Presidency, the October local elections iu the tatote
were largely against the old hero, but in November
he obtained the electoral vote of the State. Tile
Democracy hope for the same result in regard to
Judge Douglas in this canvass, and not without

In the Fourth Congressional DistrictWm. Allen's
majority is eight hundred and eighteen-in 1858 it
was one Ihndred and eightyseven--a gain in two
years of six hundred and thirty-one in the district.
In the Sixth Congressional District, Chilton A.
White's majority is woe thousand three hundred
and six. The Democratic majority in 1858 was
eight hundred and seventy-a gain of four hundred
and thirty-six in two years in the district. In the
Twelfth Ditlrict, S. S. Cox's majority is eight hun-
dred and eigily.three. In 1858 it was six hundred
and forty-seven-a gain of two hundred and thirty-
six in two years in the district.

In two other districts we gain two members of
Congress, but we have not the full vote before us.

It will thus be seen that the Democracy of Ohio
have done well, notwithstanding the obstacles
which they had to encounter; and the victories
which they have achieved will doubtless incite
them to renewed activity and vigor in the Presi-
dential canvass.

The man
then sard it did not look well to treat the old lady
so. My hband repeated to him to go away, it
was none of his business ; hbut the man still stood
where he was, before the door, and kept on talk-
ingin the same strain about my husband' treaL-.
ment of me. 'While they were talking, I came o

u

to the door andwent in the yard and stood there
awhile. My husband and this man werestill stand-
ing in the yard, talking, when I went around the
house. I went in the hack yard, and I was there
talking with Mr. and Mrs. Miller, at the door, when
this man came in and said something to me which
I could not understand. e then made a quick
movement towards the gate leading to the front
yard, and said as he took hold of the gate, "- you.;
I have got something in my pocket that will fix
you," at the same time putting his righthand inhia
pocket, holding the gate with hia left had.
