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THE CONTEST IN NEW YORK.

The result of the late elections in the Northern
ftates, although not as disastrous as at first sup-
posed, has had the effect of stirring up our friends
in the State of New York to unwonted and extra-
ordinary exertions. They now recognize the fact
that the battle-ground of the contest is to be in their
own Empire State--that the result, in fact, hinges
upon her vote-that no other State, singly, can
irevent tile election of Lincoln, and avert the un-
fortunate political, socaal and conlnercial conse-
uoences of the inauguoration of a sectional party in

the high placee of the (Government.
The knowledge of this fact hao stimulated their

zeal inl the cause, and encouraged them to stretch
every nerve to save the State from Lincoln. They
have combined together in solid mass all the ele-
nents of the conservative opposition-they have
sent their best speal:ers into every section of the
State-they have called on the South for some of
our leading orators, and they have gone-they are
distributing documents contanining political truths,
designed to arouse the sectionalists to a full reali-
nation of the unholy crusade they propose upon the
Southern section of their country-they have con-
tributed, freely and generously, of their money to
conduct the canvass.

Thecy are discovering that the Ipopu-
lar heart has been aeou-ed to tile con-equences of
their success ; and, knowing the tt uth of the maxim
that error ceases to be dangerous when reason is
left free to combat it, they dread tile revulsion in
public sentiment which will overturn their plans,
and scatter to tihe winds tile sanguine expectations
in which they have so long indulged.

We repeat that tile spirit in which our friends in
New York are fighting this battle is worthy of all
praise, and deserving of tile deep gratitude of the
South. Let them persevere, and we believe vic-
tory will reward their exertions. The South can
only look on with intense anxiety and expecta-
tion, and extend all of her sympathy to a cause
which concerns not herself alone, but the whole
country, in a!l its parts and sections.

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TALK ON 'CHANGE,

It was rather quiet than otherwise on the fiag
of Carondelet street and environs yesterday. Else
where-that is, on Tchoupitoulas, Poydras ani
Fulcon streets-there was some business going on.
The recent arrivals from the West have added to
the good stocks of breadstuffs and provisions, and
witll the good demand for the same for the Ala
hame, Florida and Southern Texas markets, thers
is considerable activity in tihe way of sales. Out
good residents and habitues of Carondelet streel
must not think that all the vast trade of New Or.
leans centers in that locality. If cotton is King.
it is subservient to ,Messr.s. Bacon, Hominy & Co.

The arrivalst of steamboats yesterday were nu-
merous, and there is something more than a show
going forward on the grand levee-that is, from
the foot of Customhouse street up to the steamship
landing. At this landing there are strong evi-
dences of a large increase in the Texas trade.
All the trade with Texas does not concentrate at
this locality. There are vessels loading every
week for the different ports. Then the Opeloosas
and Great Western Railroad comes in for a share
of the great and rapidly increasing business with
the Lone Star Slate. The Opelousas Railroad has
been pressed with freight for weeks past. We

hope it may continue to be pressed. One-halt-
yea, not one-tenth-of our commercial community
is aware of tile quantity of produce and merchan-
dise now transported over this road, yet in an in-
fant state; in fact, it has not got its swaddling
clothes off. If many of our presumed or would-be
leading citizens had taken half the interest in the
completion of this road that they have in patron-
izing and encouraging Northern watering-places,
towns, cities and villages, the road would now
have been fully finisled and opened for travel to
the Sabine river. If our citizens can subscribe and
con!tribute a quarter of a million dollars to erect
and build a splendid opera house, (it is doubtful if
it will ever pay a dividend,) why not coame for-
ward and take a quarter of a million of tihe
mortgage bonds of the Opelousas Railroad, draw-
ing i8 j"tlt. per annum interest, and which, with the
principal, will be promptly paid? Why not, the
talk is, advance and take the same amount in the
bonds of this road, so as to finish the road and give
to our country denizens a chance to come to the
opera ? This is worthy of being taken into consid-
eration individually. The talk is that the opera
stock way down on rue Bourbon will not pay a
dividend for some time to come.

It was very dusty on the streets yesterday.
Complaints are made by the residents of Caronde-
let street that the pavements are not kept clean;
in fact, there appears to be a great accumulation
of dirt and rubbish. Inquiry is frequently made,
where are the contractors for keeping the streets
clean? where is the Street Commissioner? The
habitues of rue Carondelet wish to see Mr. Com-
missioner Relf on the flags: they will point out to
him causes for complaint. Remarks of a similar
character will apply to Camp and other streets.
The talk is, why are not the streets kept clean,
when they might be with so little trouble, particu-
larly the new square-block pavements? What are
the reasons ?-quncstiano often propounded.

There was some talk of the great sale of prop-
erty yesterday. We allude to the ground and
buildings forming the southeast corner of Canal
and Camnp streets, known for the last forty years
as tile Leslie corner. The ground measures 40
feet 9 inches on Canal street, 91 feet on Camp
street by an irregular depth, with the ordinary
brick buildings; the largest, on the corner, being
ordered to be taken down from supposed inseen-
rity of tile walls. This property, which cost the
old proprietor somewhere about a thousand dol-
lars-that is, the ground-between the years 1815
and 1f20, was bid off at $79,000. Well, this will do
for these times. It will, however, cost about $50,-
600 to remove the present buildings and erect oth-
ers in their place, after the modern style of build-
ing. Of course, it is well known that the purchaser
is Mr. Slatter, the owner of the City lHotel. This
purchase makes his property now fi tact from
Common to Canal street, fronting on Camp.

The last of the mails by the Arabia were deliv-
ered yesterday. The first installment of these mails
was delivered on Monday last. Now, for some ex-
position as to how the mail service is conducted:
A part of the mails by the Arabia, the first part,
was received at the office in this city on Monday
last. One of our old merchants came over in the
Arabia, and arrived here on Tuesday morning, the
23d, after stopping two full days in New York.
The mails were, therefore, twenty-four hours be-
hind ordinary passenger travel, according to the
statement of the gentleman, which cannot be
called in question. He left Liverpool in the Ara-
bia on Saturday, October 6th, at 10 o'clock; lost
ten hours waiting at Queenstown and ten hours at
Halifax ; arrived in Boston and landed at 2 P. M.
on Wednesday, the 17th; arrived in New York
same night ; remained there the 18th and 19th, and
arrived in New Orleans on the morning of the 23d
inst. Therefore, by ordinary diligence, it is plain
that the Arabia's mails ought or could have been
delivered in New Orleans on the morning of the
21st inst.

Under our financial head this morning will be
found something rich and recherche in the way of
bankruptcies in England. A creditor under exam-
ination says that in March last, the failure occur-
ring in July following, he did not think he would
lose half a million dollars by Smith and Patient;
but he, though a bankrupt himself at the time, con-
tinued to discount the bills of the firm from $300,-
000 to $6100,000. One of the bankrupts, a Mr.
Rider, done a large business with the United States.
How fortunate it was he did not ride on Carondelet
street and take some thousands bales of cotton !
We have copies of the balance-sheeto of these
bankrupts. They are refreshing to look over on a
rainy day, and will go far to strengthen the opin-
ion that there is more money lost and squandered
in England than in any other commercial nation.

ACCIDENT TO A VI1RGNIAN.-A grave accident to
a young American gentleman, Mr. Mayo, of Vir-
ginia, nephew to Mrs. Gen. Scott, happened at the
last races in the Bois de Boulogne, near Paris. Mr.
Mayo was in the enclosure on horseback. His
horse suddenly took fright and reared violently,
throwing his rider and falling upon him. In his
struggles to rise, the animal placed his two fore
feet upon Mr. Mayo's left leg, bearing his whole
weight on the unfortunate gentleman's limb, and
fracturing it terribly. A litter was immediately
brought forward, and the wounded man transport-
ed to the medical post, under charge of Dr. Aubia,
where a temporary dressing was applied, and the
patient was then carried to Paris.

hBow.-Snow fell to the depth of five inches in
North Adams, Mass., on the 14th inst., and a nman
drove in from an adjacent town with a sleigh next
day. There was good sleighing in Worthington,
Mass., on the 15th, from the snow storm of the pre-
vious night. The snow storm at Burlington, Vt.,
covered the ground five inches deep. The appear-
ance of the trees, yet in full foliage, some with
green, some with yellow and some with red leaves,
and all heavily laden with snow, was beautiful and
singular.

COLiStoN.-TIe steamer Imperial, Capt. Rogers,
hence for Memphis, was run into on Wednesday
night, during a heavy fog, when opposite Bonne-
Carre poin , by the steamer Belfast from Memphis
to this port. The Imperial had her larboard wheel
and wheel-house damaged. The Belfast received
no injury. The Imperial returned to the city in
tow of the Belfast.

CoCNT CAVort's MESSAGE.-The important mes-
sage delivered by Count Cavour to the Sardinian
Parliament at the recent opening of its session is
a clear and comprehensive document, reviewing,
up to the point of the convocation of the Cham-
bers, the exciting events which have lately occur-
red in Italy. Having taken a cursory glance at
the state of afflirs in Southern Italy and the Papal
States, Cavour declares that, with the exception
of Venetia, the whole of Italy is free and emanci-
pated from degenerating despotism. Much, how-
ever, he emphatically states, remains to be done,
and first of all the least sign of anarchy must be
soppressed. Europe and the whole world,hle says,
will hold Victor Emanuel responsible if the Italians
do not organize a government in accordance with
the requirements of law and order. Htence, he has
convoked the representatives of the Sardinian peo-
ple, and now asks the power from Parliament to
accede to the wishes of the whole Italian people,
who have so often expressed a desire to range
themselves under the banner of the son of Clarles
Albert. That wish, however, he proposes to sub-
mit again to the universal suffrage of the Italians;
and if by their votes they should clearly show that
their desires were no idle bravado, then he con-
templates the annexation of Central and Southern
Italy, so as to form one kingdom with Sardinia.

GowTnE' LOVE OF ART AND HATRED OPFMARRIAGE.
It was Goethe's theory that, for the glory of Ger-
man literature and his own, he ought to hold him-
self free from the restraints and encumbrances of
marriage; but that for the same all-sufficient rea-
son lie was privileged to win hearts and cast them
away, for the sake of the knowledge he might ac-
quire in the process. We confess that, with all
our admiration for his genius, we are not much
moved to pity by the just retribution that befel this
cold-blooded coxcomb, when in middle life he be-
came linked for years to no more congenial a com.
panion than a female sot. If Goethe had married
Frederika Brion, the pastor's daughter of Sesheim,
the story of whose abused affections is one of the
most painful episodes in his career, he would pro-
bably have been no worse a poet, and he certainly
would have been more worthy of honor as a man.

TIlE SEVENTH RElItoNT.-A gentleman holding
a distinguished place in the New York militia,
writing to a staff officer of the 7th regiment, thus
chronicles the opinions of the Prince of Wales and
suite with regard to that superb corps:

TImE SHOOTING or DENNY MURPHY BY OFFICes

JonN PaRIE.-John Price, the special police officer
of Lieut. Jaquess, who shot the cab driver Denny
Murphy on Tuesday night, (the particulars of which
we have reported) was yesterday arraigned before
Recorder Emerson, and sent to prison to await the
result of Murphy's wound. Murphy appeared to
be better yesterday; and as he was perfectly con-
scious and in no great pain, there was no doubt
but that the bullet had lodged somewhere between
his scull and scalp.

In our mention of this matter yesterday, we
stated that the Chief of Police, Mr. McClelland,
and a crowd of officers, had been refused admis.
sion into the engine-house in which Murphy had
taken refuge, though the Chief and one officer had
permission to enter, but declined entering under
the circumstances. The Chief gives us a different
version of this part of tile affair.

He says he was in the Academy of Music when
he heard of a fuss outside. He went out, and,
crossing over to the corner of Perdido street,
heard a man cursing and making a great noise,
and saying that he would like to see the son of a
b-h of an officer that would undertake to arrest
him. [This was after his first arrest and his escape
from the police.] The Chief went up and seized
him, saying he would arrest him. Murphy jerked
loose, jumped back, and drew a weapon of some

kind; the Chief put his hand back to draw his pis-
tol; Murphy then ran out Perdido street, and the
Chief pursued; so Murphy passed by a pile of
bricks he picked up a brick and threw it at the
Chief, but it missed him and hit another man; and
he then ran into the engine-house.

The Chief, followed by the street crowd, went tothe door; the housekeeper, or some one inside,
shouted to the crowd to keep back, that they
cold'nt come in; but recognizing the Chief, invi-

ted him to enter. The Chief did go in, but all was
dark back of the engine room, and he gave up the
cearch; especially as he was alone, and as he was
informed that Murphy was a well-known member
of the fire company, who could easily be found
and dealt with next day. He dropped the matter
for the night and left, and heard nothing more of it
until he heard of the visit to Murphy in his brothel
by other officers, and the shooting of him by Price,

Tom Danham, the other cab driver who was on
the spree with Murphy, and who fought officer
Whitley and tore his clothes, was fined $20 by Re-
corder Emerson.

Tao EXPLOSION OF TIE ROCErF CAnR. - John
Wilkins, the German driver of the cart load of
rockets which exploded at the corner of Royal and
Orleans streets, during the Bell and Everett proces-
sion, on the night of the 3d inst., is out again. He
bad been confined at his residence ever since. We
saw him yesterday. His face and hands are much
disfigured; his body was badly hurt; altogether,
his escape is most fortunate.
There were about 130 rockets in the cart, covr-

ered with blankets and damp rags,to prevent them
from accidentally igniting from the sparks of the
surrounding torches. Wilkins declares these rock-
eto could not have ignited accidentally. He asserts
that they were fired by a man unknown to him,
hat whom he will recognize if he sees again; one
of a party of three who wanted to ride in the cart,
saying they belonged to the procession, but whom
he refused to let in. The one he suspects partice-
larly had a chair in his hand, and, throwing the
chair into the cart, he jumped in and seated him-
uelf on the chair, talked in a friendly manner to
Wilkins and his negro companion on the driver's
seat, and cracked jokes with his two friends, who
followed on behind the cart, holding to it.

The man sat down for about a square and a
half. Looking around once, Wilkins sawhimhave
his hand in his bosom in a suspicious manner, and
then suspected him as no friend. In a moment
slter, the man jumped out of the cart and disap-
peared, and the terrific explosion took place.

The cart was that of the Sixth Ward Rough and
Ready Club. Wilkins is willing to swear to all he
says, and, with his aid, efforts will be made tordis-
cover the man whom he suspects.
