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TALK ON 'OCHANGE.

The movements on Carondelet street yesterday
were not of an exciting character. The good feel-
ing in cotton was well sustained by the receipt of

one day's later intelligence from Europe, brought
by one of the mnilitia st(alners arrived in the St.
Lawrence, bringing partial accounts of the sales in
Liverpool for the week ending the 12th. The

wheat mrarket was dull and declining. Tle re-

ccipts of cottln this week at our port are beyond
those of last week. The: Jackson Railroad is now

under frlll operatiun, and tile accumulsation of cut-

ton occasioned bIy the storm is coming to marl;et
rapidly. Talkl;ig of cotton, brings up the last
dodge-the greaterl Imaneuver of the Manchester

Cotton Supply Association. It appears a I)r.
Shier has been exploring,, the cotton district of the

United Slates; that he paid his respects personally

to thle State of lGeorgia, and his first disciovery was

tihe apparent poverty and exhausted appearance

of tile cotton fields. flut, notwithstanding tile
learned Doctor's opinion, Georgia produced more
cotton last year than it ever did before. The
Doctor was also forcibly struck with the inellici-
ency and weakness of American plows and inlple-
ments of tillage. According to the learned I)oc-
tor'n ideas, it would be well for our planters to
send to Eingland for plows and agricultural imple-
mlents. Tile lDoctor further states that thile plow
he saw, or many of them, were only intended to
turn a farrowslice of treo inhetrs. Our transatlantic
custonlers, our very good compulsory friend Mr.
Bull, may as well abandon all hope in the way of
competition for the raising of cotton with the
United States. To make a long argument short,
we mterely say to the Cotton Supply Asiocialion
of Mansthester and the new Cotton Sufipply CUori-

party, you cannot cultivate cottone without negro(
slavery; you can talk and palaver about Indta
cotton, Africa humbug, British South America;
you have to dlepend nuon the Southern United
States for your es!iplis and wants. Bist hear
what the erudite Dr. Shier says, which will excite
th!erisible farulties of our planterss :

Dr. Shier, sent tr the coir ttodi-tlicts of the Uni-

The rSa 1rtnd cotltol coUles to perfection only on
tihe low i-lanIs that occur alrr)og tire coast and
ertuaries, and on tho t low lands within fifty liles of
the shore. I•eyond tril- margin it Iegins to deterio•
rate, and at a distnuce of I5 miles it assumes tile
character of the uplanld cotton. It would siens
thal to require a mIari e atmosphere. " Considers-
ilig thle aorlnrnt of insorillatinr wse rnow posc-s ns
to tile means o1f improvig andrl modifying the pro-
lduce of cllitisvite r Isa ts tis te stes of lstrt, I
was anxoSioun," srays ir. Shier, " to aeoertain if
nrch hlsd been done by tile mtost intelligent cul-

tivators to improv ire he quality of the cotton, and
to ilnrlease tile yield l: and I was much dis.a ppint-
ed to finld among tier planters al asmost toltal
ignorance of the higher method. On visiting the
cottron estates in Georgia, I was very mucll struck
by the aslpparent poverty and exhausted appear-
ance of most of the tields. The cropping of origi-
nal matter, in consequeance of the shallow mode of
ti lage, har ill most places been completely worn
out. New and rich soils are reduced by successive
crops of cotton, or if they grow too rankly by suc-
cessive crops of corn before putting it under cot-
ton. As a rule. the soil, shlich 1rsduce the linest
Sea Island cotton are impoverished. I did not
meet with a single instaince of a manured crop of

In regard to tile superiority of Demerara as a
cotton growing country, i)r. Shier observes tlat
thle limnate is much bIetter than the Southern
States, where there is only a single season for
planting on account of thu winter. In British
Guiana the plant is a perennial. The lowlands of
the coast are much riclher and more suited for cot-
ton cultivation than any he has elsewhere seen.
The coast lands contain a large amount of organic
matter mixed with thle clay, and to almost any
depth, so that with judicious tillage exhaustion of
the soil is not to be ap prehended. If it appear
wnrping. hby letting in a coating of sea mud at high
tides, woutld restore it. A Jmonnoat plantelr obtained
5010 lbst. per acre, anld was picking from December
to July. Dr. Shier concludes his report by stating
that little attention is paid either int America or
Indlht to the inlproveent of the quality of tile
cottlon, and that were tile subjct taken up with
spirit and steadily pursued for a short time, varie-
ees of cn•ntto greatly superior to any they have in
thlnartket cnlnd scarcely fail to be produced.
Alt imenllllse number ol laborers have withdrawn
either wholly or lpartialiy from field labor. It is
important that they should be induced to return to
it. Weak tlhandst,coolies and olthers not fit for cortl
eultivatitn, might be usefully employed in picking
cotton, etc.

Were any of the planters of Georgia apprised of
the visit of Dr. Shier ? Tie report he made came
up before tile House of Lords, on motion of the
great negrophilist, Lord Brougham. The learned
Doctor took especial care to note that the planters
of Georgia had plows that only turned up the soil
two inches, consequently British guano is admi-
rably adapted for raising cotton; but somehow or
another they have been a long while in finding it
out, and the talk is that our planters need not be
much alarmed about the cotton Mr. Bull will raise
in his colonies-no more than our sugar planters
are troubled about the cultivation of sugar in the
free negro colony of the Island of Jamaica.

Our marine register this morning is graced with
another large number of arrivals from the interior.
We regret that we cannot talk of resumed commu-
cation with those great arteries of the Mississippi,
Red and Arkansas rivers. The great staple will
becoming along after a while from those regions,
at least it is hoped it will.

On Tchoupitoulas, PI)ydras, and other localitiesOn Tehoupitoalas, Pl'ydras, and other localities
devoted to the great Western trade, there is some-
thing more than a fair business going on. From
the very large quantities of freight received at the
Pontchartrain and Jefferson railroads for Mobile,
it may be inferred that a good and lively business
is going on with Mobi le and South Alabama; in
fact, they may be considered short of provisions
and breadstulfa in that ought-to-be prolific State.

The usual weekly circular of coffee from Colonel
Lonsdale will be found elsewhere. It appears that
the stock is less to-day by 21,820 bags than last
year at this time; that prices are high, and likely
to go higher; that there is only a stock on hand of
10,400 bags-a very small supply for the use of
fifteen States and Territories depending on our
good city for supplies of the berry. Although
coffee is only a luxury, and can be dispensed
with on a pinch, yet the supply is becoming a
grave question. What shall we do? They are
prohibited from importing negroes into Brazil.
Where shall we look for a supply? is the question.
Well, we have to talk about the Island of Ceylon.
Coffee, it is said, but it is only said, can be raised
in abundance on that island, particularly with the
aid of colored laborers, as some squeamish writers
say. Well, as Brazil cannot furnish a full supply,
we have to suggest to CoI. Lonsdale & Co. to open
forthwith a correspondence with Ceylon and dis-
patch a vessel immedihtely for a cargo of the berry
from that prolific island. Let aus know what kial
of coffee they do raise on that inland.

The freight market is rather quiet. It is some-
thing of an up-hill work for agents and ship-mas-
ters to obtain over 9-16d. for cotton to Liverpool
and lic. for Havre. The prospective deerease of
the cotton crop from last year, as well as a less
quantlty of tobacco to go to market, operates ad-
versely to the shipping interest. Moreover, there
are many vessels building for the general freight.
log trade, several of whish may come hither for
business. Yet freights in NewYork are well main-
tained, particularly grain freights. We talked two
days since about the ship Hamlin. There is another

Black Republican ship to be called the Lincoln.
These vessels belong to some of the families of
Lords. We have been called on and further infor-
mation given us. Kennehunk is the name of the
town where the Black Republican ship HIamlin was
built and launched two weeks ago. Kennebunk
port is on a river in Maine. On the other side of
the river is the town of Kennebunk, in which re-
side other families by the name of Lord, who have
no inlteret in the negro ship llamlin, (which may,
likely as not, go to Africa for a cargo.) but are of
the opposite side in politics, being Old Lino Whigs,
and ship-owners, but have no interest whatever in
the Blai:k Republican ships Hamlin and Linoln.
Many feriendsl of Northern ship-masters, as well as
owner, are becoring very sensitive about the•o
times, and if Southern shippers of produce wish to
make a discrimination in what vessels they patron-
ize, they will of course do so, and consider that
Kennelbuk port, noted for Black Republican
ship-owners, is also the residence of Union ship-
owners and builders. But to cut the long tailk
short, let us go to work and build our own ships
in the South. We have all the materials at hand,
and it is folly to send timber North to have it put
together in the shape of ships. Let us move and
act.

Tie: EIcARTHrQUAKE.-By our exchanges we are
enabled to trace the course of the earthquake that
visited Canada and the Eastern States last week.
The farthest point north where its influence was
felt appears to be Richmond, Canada East. From
here it extended as far west as Auburn, N. Y., and
southerly to Ilartford, Conn. It was also felt at
Poughkeepsie. Its effects were noticed in Maine,
New Htampshire, Moassachusetts, Connecticut and
New York. It is remarked that the earthquake
was felt in these different localities about the same
minute of time. Tile shock was comparatively
slight. but severe enough to create much remark
and a little alarm.

SHARP REPARTEE.-Mr. George Sennott, the Bos-
tan lawyer who defended some of the men engaged
in the Hlarper'as Ferry insurrection, was recently
making a speech in favor of Douglas and Johnson.
In the midst of his warmest sentences, the orator
was interrupted by one of his auditors, who said,
"Are you not an Abolitionist? Did you not go to
Virginia to defend John Brown?" Mr. Sennott,
without embarrassment, thus replied to his assail-
ant, whom he well knew: "Am I a thief because
I have defended you against a charge of larceny,
and have saved you from a State prison, where
you belong?"

COTTON CROP IS NORTHIERN MllSSISSIPI.-The
Oxford Mercury of Thursday last says:

A gentleman just up from Bolivar county gives
us a cIeerful account of tle cotton crop. Ta use
his own language, "an acre of ground is just as
good for a bale of cotton tiis year as a sixpence is
for a ginger cake in Bulivar." No sort of land can
he purchased for less than $25 per acre, wsile
many plantations are altually Ileld at $75, while
tihe holder is perfectly indifferent about solling.
One gentleman, ihe says, who works only sixteen
hands, will make 250 bales this year; suppose
these bales bring $60 each, the product of sixteen
hasnds one year is $t5,o50. Many plantatlions work
one hundred hands; at the above rates one hun-
dred hands would earn $90,000; and this will give
you some idea of plaoting cotton in the Mississippi
bottom.

Toe: PATRIMONY oF ST. PETER.-Of the provin-
ces which remain to the Pope, Rome and Camarca
have 326,504 inhabitants; Civita Vecchia, 20,701 ;
Velletri. 62,013; and Fresinone, 153,569; a total
of 560i,0;67 inhabitants.

Our Policy Townurd China.

AnrlRIcAN CeLArns ALLOWED.-It is well known
that in 1858, when the Hon. Win. B. Reed, the
American Minister, made a treaty with China, the
English ridiculed it in their usual captions style=,
because we chose to pursue a peaceful policy, in-
stead of one of war. Less than two years have
elapsed, and the Philadelphia Ledger nowr ̀ve:
the result as follows :

Great Britain is in flagrant war with China, her
treaty, for which Lord Elgin was so much praised,
is nullified, her flag disgraced by a bloody reverse,
costing the lives of five hundred out of the one
thousand men who went into action, and already
an expense entailed for military estimates alone of

i $5,000,000, and not one penny of the pecuniarySclaims for which in 1&57 she pressed the Chinese,
liquidated, or likely to be liquid'ted. All this
without reference to France. On the other hand,
Mr. Reed's treaty Ihas been to the letter complied
with. Our American Minister has been to Pekin
with credit to himself and to his government. The
new ports conceded by the treaty have been
opened, and at both the English have been content
to go in under their old " most favored clausne."
Every American claim on China--some of them as
ancient as I40--has been adjusted, acknowledged
and liquidated, 6i per cent. having been actually
paid in enah, and the balance secured by deben-
tures. Our trade, barring the ir.terraption ecoa.
•iuned by the rebels and the outer war, for which
we are not responsible, is on a better footing than
it ever was.

And yet, with all this reality, no sooner does
Lord Elgin go again to China. to repair damage,
to patch up his brother's fearful blundering, and
Mr. Ward, who but a year ago happened to render
some ind nss to Admiral Hope's shattered force,
comes upon the ground simply as an observer; no
sooner does this come to pass than a new Times'
correspondent, again forming part of the diploma.
tic family, begins his dirty work, and sounds the
key-note for a new strain of detraction of Ameri-
can policy. tr. Ward is attacked personal)y, and
Mr. Reed's treaty pooh-poohed exactly as if it was
the broken one and ,ord Elgin's in full force. We
shall probably know next week the precise s•c-
cess of Eord Elgin's last errand, which, whether it
ends in a new treaty or aot, must begin in blood.
Impressed most unpleasantly by this new exhibi.
tionr of spiteful disparagement--for the last mail
brought these letters-we have taken pains to
procure and present to our readers an exact state.
nmeit of the claims on China of citizens of the
United States now in course of liquidation, and of
which-principal and interest, at the Chinese rate
of twelve per cent.-sixty-lve per cent. has been
actually received. This has been done under a
convention signed by the Hoe. Win. B. Reed, our
late Minister, and the Imperial Commissioners, at
Shanghae, on the 8th November, 185.

It appears from the detailed statement in the
Ledger that thirty-two parties have been allowed
their claims, In full, amounting, principal and ina
terest, to $75,505; and fourteen others allowed, as
part of their claims, the sum of $359,62L, while
others claiming $226,125 have been rejected or sua-H pended. Of the amount allowed, a large sum is
t for the claims of individuals, generally poor mis-
sionaries and missionary societies; one, that of Mr.
A. P. Edwards, is for Injuries Inflicted solong ago,
(1840) that the interest more than doubles the prin-
cipal, and that of those which may be described as
the conmmercial claim proper, amounting to $359,

R. S. IMaclay, $392; American Missionary Printing
Office, $19,041; Southern Baptist Mission $1610;

Ticket-oaster--She has only to tell tloe con-
ductor, and she'll go all right. The ticket reads
for the IIartford route, bnt they'll take it all the I
same on the New London line.
